Patna: With the collapse of three
more bridges in Siwan and one in
Saran district Wednesday, a total of
10 bridges have collapsed in the last
15 days in Bihar. Officials said with
the onset of the monsoon and the
strong current of the river, the pillars
of the bridges sank deeper and
weakened, leading to cave-ins. The
lack of maintenance has also been
described as a causative factor, with
Chief Minister Nitish Kumar directing
authorities to prepare a maintenance
policy of bridges of the Rural Works
department.

Tokyo, July 3: Japan began cir-
culating its first new banknotes
in 20 years Wednesday, featur-
ing three-dimensional portraits
of the founders of financial and
female education institutions,
in an attempt to frustrate coun-
terfeiters. The notes use printed
patterns to generate holograms
of the portraits facing different
directions, depending on the
angle of view, employing a tech-
nology that Japan’s National
Printing Bureau claims is the
world’s first for paper money.

“Faces of those representing
Japan’s capitalism, women’s em-
powerment and technology in-
novation are on the new bills,”
Prime Minister Fumio Kishida
said at a function.

The step comes as the economy
moves into a growth-driven phase
for the first time in three decades,
he added.

Don’t make mockery
of justice: SC to NIA

Taking serious note of National
Investigation Agency (NIA)
delaying the trial of a counterfeit
currency accused, who has been
injail for four years, the Supreme
Court, without mincing its words,
reprimanded the Central agency
by saying that every accused has
a right to speedy trial howsoever
serious the crime is. Granting
bail to Javed Gulam Nabi Shaikh,
the top court warned the NIA
against ‘making a mockery
of justice’

New Delhi, July 3: Holding that
the right to a speedy trial cannot
depend on the severity of the al-
leged crime, the Supreme Court
Wednesday rebuked the National
Investigation Agency (NIA) for its
delay in prosecuting a counter-
feit currency case that resulted
in the accused beinglodged in jail
for four years without trial.

The SC move came while hear-
ing an appeal against a February
2024 Bombay High Court order
that denied bail to Javed Gulam
Nabi Shaikh.

Mumbai police arrested
Shaikh after recovering coun-
terfeit currency notes allegedly

The new 10,000-yen ($62) note
depicts Eiichi Shibusawa (1840-
1931), the founder of the first
bank and stock exchange, who
is often called “the father of
Japanese capitalism”.

The new 5,000-yen bill por-
trays educator Umeko Tsuda
(1864-1929), who founded one of
the first women’s universities
in Japan, while the 1,000-yen bill
features a pioneering medical
scientist, Shibasaburo Kitasato
(1853-1931).

While Kishida talked up the lat-
est technology to fight counter-
feiting, it is not a major problem
in Japan. The 681 fake banknotes
police detected in 2023 repre-
sented a sharp drop from a record
high of 25,858 in 2004.

Authorities plan to print about
7.5 billion newly-designed bills by
the end of the current fiscal year,
swelling the 18.5 billion banknotes,
worth 125 trillion yen, in circula-
tion by December 2023.
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The SC order came while
hearing an appeal against
a February 2024 Bombay
High Court ruling that
denied bail to Javed
Gulam Nabi Shaikh

originating from Pakistan from
his possession in February 2020.
The NIA later took over the in-
vestigation and claimed that
Shaikh had visited Dubai be-
fore his arrest and received the
counterfeit currency there.

Criticising the delay in the
trial, the SC urged the NIA to up-
hold the right to a speedy trial,
rather than ‘make a mockery of
justice’ by seeking time after
time to submit its counter affi-
davit in the matter.

Japan issues banknotes

“Cash is a secure means of
payment that can be used by
anyone, anywhere, and at any
time, and it will continue to play
a significant role” despite al-
ternatives, said Central Bank
Governor Kazuo Ueda.

The Bank of Japan has ex-
perimented with digital cur-
rencies, but the government has
made no decision whether to
issue a digital yen.

The first renewal of paper
money since 2004 spurred busi-
nesses to upgrade payment ma-

“You are the NIA. Please do not
make a mockery of justice. It is
four years, and the trial has not
commenced. This is not done.
Whatever offence the accused
has committed, he has the right
to a speedy trial as enshrined
under the Constitution of India,”
the bench comprising Justices JB
Pardiwala and Ujjal Bhuyan said.

“We are convinced that the
manner in which the court and
the prosecuting agency have pro-
ceeded in this case, the right to
speedy trial has been frustrated,
thereby violating Article 21,”
the bench said.

The bench observed that two
co-accused had already been
granted bail and pointed out
that Shaikh had been detained
as an undertrial for four years.
However, the trial court had not
yet framed charges and the pros-
ecution was expected to examine
as many as 80 witnesses.

Based on these considerations,
the apex court set aside the
Bombay High Court order and
granted a conditional bail to
Shaikh. Additionally, the SC also
directed Shaikh not to leave
Mumbai during the bail period
and report to the NIA's Mumbai
office every 15 days.

Law college prof kills

Cashless payments in Japan
have almost tripled over the past
decade to account for 39 per cent
of consumer spending in 2023, but
still lag global peers and should
rise to 80 per cent to boost pro-
ductivity, the government says.

Nearly 90 per cent of bank
ATMs, train ticket machines
and retail cash registers are
ready for the new bills, but only
half of restaurant and parking
ticket machines, the Japan
Vending Machine Manufacturers

Association said.

Almost 80 per cent of the na-
tion’s 2.2 million drink vending
machines also need upgrades,
it added. “It might take until
year-end to respond to this,” said
Takemori Kawanami, an exec-
utive at ticket machine company
Elcom. "That's too slow, but we
are short of components," he
added, as client orders for up-
grades exceeded expectations.

Many Japanese fast-food restau-
rants such as ramen shops and
beef bowl stores use ticket ma-
chines to cut labour costs, but
some small business owners bat-
tling inflation are unhappy at
the extra investment needed.

“The machine replacement
has no sales impact, so it’s only
negative for us, on top of rising
costs of labour and ingredients,”
said Shintaro Sekiguchi, who
spent about 600,000 yen for ticket
machines at three ramen shops
he runs in Tokyo.

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Justice BR Sarangi Jharkhand HC Chief Justice

NEW DELHI: Justice Bidyut Ranjan Sarangi was Wednesday appointed as the Chief Justice of
Jharkhand High Court, the Law ministry said. Justice Sarangi is at present a judge of the Orissa High
Court. His name was recommended by the Supreme Court collegium in December last year. The Law

ministry also announced the appointment of Justice Muhamed Mustaque Ayumantakath, a judge of
the Kerala High Court, to be the acting chief Justice of that High Court with effect from July 5 as
incumbent Chief Justice Ashish Jitendra Desai demits office Thursday on attaining the age of 62 years.

“In such circumstances, the
J~High Court thought it fit to order
release of the petitioner on bail

but only for a period of two
months,” it noted.

“In our opinion, it is an in-
correct order. If the High Court
was of the view that the right of
the petitioner to have a speedy

trial could be said to
have been in-
fringed, then the
High Court should
have ordered re-
lease of the peti-
tioner on bail pend-
. I ing final disposal
of the trial itself,”

the apex court said

in its July 1 order.

CONG’S THREE-DAY
ULTIMATUM TO COPS

Bhubaneswar, July 3: The
Congress Wednesday gave a three-
day ultimatum to Odisha Police
to arrest the people involved in
the alleged attack on its workers
in front of the party’s state head-
quarters here Tuesday evening.

Notably; the supporters of both
the BJP and the Congress clashed
here Tuesday evening during a
protest over remarks made by
Leader of Opposition Rahul
Gandhi in the Lok Sabha.

Speaking to media here, sen-
ior Congress MLA Taraprasad
Bahinipati said police should ar-
rest the persons involved in the at-
tack on the Congress Bhawan
within three days. Otherwise,
20,000 youths will forcibly enter the
state BJP office here, he warned.

Low rainfall, high CO2 may
replace biodiversity hotspots

ven as greenhouse gasses
E are increasing unprece-

dentedly, it can decrease
rainfall in the equatorial region
as well as affect India’s biodi-
versity hotspots, according to a
new study Wednesday.

The study showed that it will
potentially replace India’s bio-
diversity hotspots consisting of
evergreen forests in the Western
Ghats, northeast India, and the
Andamans with deciduous
forests.

For the study researchers from
Birbal Sahni Institute of
Palaeosciences (BSIP), an au-
tonomous institute of the
Department of Science and
Technology, used fossil pollen
and carbon isotope data from
the Eocene Thermal Maximum
2 (ETM-2), also known as H-1 or
Elmo.

Itis a period of global warm-
ing that occurred around 54 mil-
lion years ago.

In addition to global warm-
ing, during this period the Indian
plate also lingered near the equa-
tor during its journey from the
southern to northern hemi-
sphere.

“This makes the Indian plate

a perfect natural laboratory that
offers a peculiar opportunity to
understand the vegetation-cli-
mate relationship near the equa-
tor during the ETM-2,” the re-
searchers said.

Based on the availability of
fossils from ETM2, the team
selected the Panandhro Lignite
Mine of Kutch in Gujarat and
collected fossil pollen from
there.

Their findings, published in
the journal Geoscience Frontiers,
found that when atmospheric
carbon dioxide (CO2) concen-

tration was more than 1000 parts
per million by volume (ppmv)
near the palaeo-equator, the rain-
fall decreased significantly. It
led to the expansion of decidu-
ous forests.

Ants perform life-saving amputations on injured mates

RESEARCH ON
CARPENTER ANTS
PROVIDES FIRST
EXAMPLE OF A
NON-HUMAN ANIMAL
SEVERING LIMBS OF
INJURED COMRADES
TO CURB INFECTIONS

ew research shows that
Nome ants perform limb
amputations on injured
comrades to improve their sur-
vival chances. The behaviour
was documented in Florida car-
penter ants - scientific name
Camponotus floridanus - a red-
dish-brown species more than
half an inch (1.5 cm) long in-
habiting parts of the south-
eastern United States.
These ants were observed treat-
ing injured limbs of nest mates

either by cleaning the wound
using their mouthparts or by
amputation through biting off
the damaged limb. The choice of
care depended on the injury’s
location. When it was further
up the leg, they always ampu-
tated. When it was further down,
they never amputated.

“In this study, we describe for
the first time how a non-human
animal uses amputations on an-
other individual to save their
life,” said entomologist Erik
Frank of the University of
Wurzburg in Germany, lead au-
thor of the research published
on Tuesday in the journal
Current Biology.

“I am convinced that we can
safely say that the ants’ ‘med-
ical system’ to care for the injured
is the most sophisticated in the
animal kingdom, rivaled only
by our own,” Frank added.

This species nests in rotting
wood and defends their home

vigorously against rival ant
colonies.

“If fights break out, there isa
risk of injury,” Frank said.

The researchers studied in-
juries to the upper part of theleg,
the femur, and the lower part, the
tibia. Such injuries are com-
monly found in wild ants of var-
ious species, sustained in fights,

while hunting or through pre-
dation by other animals.

The ants were observed in lab-
oratory conditions.

“They decide between ampu-
tating the leg and spending more
time caring for the wound. How
they decide this, we do not know.
But we do know why the treat-
ment differs,” Frank said.

It has to do with the flow of he-
molymph, the bluish-greenish
fluid equivalent to blood in most
invertebrates.

“Injuries further down the leg
have an increased hemolymph
flow, meaning that pathogens
already enter the body after
only five minutes, rendering
amputations useless by the
time they could be performed.
Injuries further up the leg have
a much slower hemolymph
flow, giving enough time for
timely and effective amputa-
tions,” Frank said.

In either case, the ants first
cleaned the wound, likely ap-
plying secretions from glands
in the mouth while also prob-
ably sucking out infected and
dirty hemolymph. The ampu-
tation process itself takes at
least 40 minutes and some-
times more than three hours,
with constant biting at the
shoulder.

With amputations after an
upper leg injury, the survival
rate documented was around
90-95 per cent, compared to about
40 per cent for unattended in-
juries. For lower leg injuries, in
which just cleaning was per-
formed, the survival rate was
about 75 per cent, compared to
around 15 per cent for unat-
tended injuries.

Wound care has been docu-
mented in other ant species that
apply an antibiotically effective
glandular secretion to injured
nest mates. This species lacks that
gland.

Ants, which have six legs, are
fully functional after losing one.

It was female ants observed
doing this behaviour.

“All worker ants are female.
Males play only a minor role in
ant colonies - mate once with
the queen and then die,” Frank
said.

Telugu chair, translator centre
In Berhampur varsity hang fire

Former CMs of both Andhra and Odisha had agreed for setting up of a
Telugu chair in Berhampur University in keeping with the establishment
of an Odia chair at Ambedkar University in Srikakulam of Andhra

Berhampur, July 3:
Establishment of a Telugu chair
at Berhampur University here on
the lines of establishment of an
Odia chair at Ambedkar
University in neighbouring
Andhra Pradesh is yet to be-
come a reality despite passage of
three and half years.

The decision was taken after
former Andhra chief minister YS
Jagan Mohan Reddy held talks
with then Odisha chief minister
Naveen Patnaik on the issue
during a visit to Bhubaneswar.
The two CMs had then agreed for
setting up of a Telugu chair in
Berhampur University in ac-
cordance with establishment of
an Odia chair at Ambedkar
University at Srikakulam in
Andhra Pradesh.

Over three and half years have
passed since the agreement but
the establishment of the chairs
in both the universities is yet
to become a reality. On the other
hand, the establishment of the
proposed Odia-Telugu translator
centre in Berhampur has also
been pushed to cold storage while
a BEd course in Telugu language
is yet to be introduced at
Berhampur University.

Sources said as much as half
of the total population in
Berhampur is from the Telugu
community while the other half
belongs to Odia community.
Members of both the commu-
nities share a cordial relationship
and live in a bond of brotherhood
and amity.

The tradition and culture of
South India is also witnessed in
Berhampur where both the com-
munities do not mind taking
part in each other’s festivals and

Berhampur Assembly seg-
ment under Berhampur Lok
Sabha constituency has wit-
nessed 16 Assembly elections
from 1951-52 to 2019 but the main-
stream parties in the state have
never fielded a candidate from
the Telugu community.

However, the ruling BJP fielded
a candidate from Telugu com-
munity for the first time in the
2024 elections and created history:
BJP candidate K Anil Kumar
defeated his nearest BJD rival by
over 18,000 votes and was elected
to the state Assembly.

This has spread cheers among
the members of Telugu com-
munity as they hoped that Kumar
will try to fulfil their demands
after his election to the state
Assembly.

Sources said that a team from
Andhra Pradesh Legislative

Since then, three and half
years have passed but the chairs
are yet to be established in both
the universities.

Second, countering disinformation effectively requires fast, agile, and
far-reaching strategic communications. To this end, NATO must proac-
tively promote its interests and mission, highlight the failures of au-
thoritarian regimes, and offer its own positive narrative.

But to do this effectively, NATO must also take the battle to its ad-
versaries’ information ecosystems. By actively highlighting the malign
activities of authoritarian regimes on their own digital platforms,
NATO could undermine autocrats’ narratives and expose their tactics.
At the same time, amplifying independent voices in these domains could
\_Createa powerful multiplier effect, fostering greater resilience against

Third, because disinformation campaigns transcend national bor-
ders, countering them will require NATO to establish collaborative re-
lationships with governments, private companies, and civil-society
organisations.

Plea in HC against titles to new
criminal laws in Hindi, Sanskrit

Chennai, July 3: The Madras
High Court Wednesday directed
the Union government to file its
response to a petition, which
sought to declare as ultra vires
to the provisions of the
Constitution, the Centre giving
nomenclature in Hindi and
Sanskrit languages for the three
new criminal Acts that have
come into effect from July 1.

The three acts are-- Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita, Bharatiya
Sakshya Adhiniyam and
Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha.

A division bench comprising
Acting Chief Justice R
Mahadevan and Justice
Mohamed Shafiq posted to July
23, further hearing of the Public
Interest Litigation filed by ad-
vocate B Ramkumar Adityan,
which also sought a direction
to the Union government to take
appropriate steps to provide
nomenclature in English for the
new three criminal laws.

In his PIL, Adityan submit-
ted that the Union government
has given titles in Hindi and
Sanskrit languages to the three
legislations.

There were 28 states and 8

Union Territories in the country:
Only 9 states and 2 Union
Territories’ official language
was Hindi, he added.

He said Hindi was the mother
tongue for about 43.63 percent of
the total population of India,
whereas it was not the case with
the remaining.

However, the Union govern-
ment has given names in Hindi
and Sanskrit languages to these
important legislations. According
to data from the 2011 census,
only 3.93 lakh people speak Hindi
in Tamil Nadu, he added.

He said the PIL was filed in the
interest of public particularly
advocates, law officers and
Judicial Officers, who were not
familiar with the Hindi and
Sanskrit languages.

The nomenclature in Hindi
and Sanskrit languages for these
legislations would create con-
fusion, ambiguity and difficulty
for the non-Hindi and non-
Sanskrit speakers. Moreover,
the names provided for these
Acts were hard to pronounce
for the non-Hindi and non-
Sanskrit speakers. Therefore,
the titles in Hindi and Sanskrit
violate the fundamental right, he
contended.

Meitei, Naga bodies in Manipur urge Guv
to implement NRC to curb illegal influx

Imphal, July 3: Leading Meitei
and Naga community organi-
sations Tuesday jointly urged
Manipur Governor Anusuiya
Uikey to implement the National
Register of Citizens (NRC) in
the state to curb infiltration from
across the border and protect
the indigenous people.

Raj Bhavan officials said that
leaders of the Coordinating
Committee for Manipur Integrity
(COCOMI) and the United Naga
Council (UNC) jointly urged the
Governor to implement the NRC
with a base year of 1951.

COCOMI Coordinator
Thokchom Somorendro and UNC
President NG Lorho led the joint
delegation, which also submit-
ted a memorandum to the
Governor.

COCOMI is the apex body of
the Meitei community in
Manipur while the UNC is the
leading organisation of Nagas in
the state.

Somorendro and Lorho in-
formed the Governor that NRC
implementation in Manipur is ex-
tremely vital to curb the influx
of illegal immigrants, which
they claimed, “shattered the de-
mographic imbalance” of the
northeastern state.

“Illegal migrants have already
caused serious uncertainties
and political insecurities to the
native population of the state,”
the memorandum said.

The COCOMI and UNC lead-
ers have urged the Governor

that NRC should be implemented
at the earliest so that scientific
method of identification may
be applied to detect illegal im-
migrants and ensure that no fur-
ther infiltration occurs in the
state henceforth.

“Random village recognition
without verification must be
stopped. They further mentioned
that the abnormal increase of
villages in specific districts
should be examined and cor-
rective measures must be taken
up,” they said.

Raj Bhavan officials said that
the Governor assured the lead-
ers of the two prominent or-
ganisations that necessary steps

would be taken to ensure the
NRC was implemented in the
state and it is just a matter of
time.

“The Governor said the mat-
ter has been discussed with the
President, Union Finance
Minister, and Union Home
Minister during her recent visit
to Delhi. The Central govern-
ment is aware of the situation
in the state. She also assured
the delegation that all neces-
sary action would be taken up
in the best interest of the peo-
ple of Manipur,” a Raj Bhavan
official said.

Manipur Chief Minister N
Biren Singh often said that due

to illegal migrants from
Myanmar, a demographic im-
balance is taking place in the
state, adding it is a threat to
the security of the nation as
well as the indigenous people
in the state.

He claimed that the influx of
illegal migrants from Myanmar
led to the emergence of 996 new

Ranchi, July 3: Jharkhand
Chief Minister Champai Soren
resigned Wednesday and Hemant
Soren, who is out on bail in a
money laundering case, staked
claim to form the government,
hours after leaders of the
JMM:-led alliance in the state
unanimously elected him as the
legislature party leader.

Champai Soren, who had taken
oath as the 12th chief minister
of Jharkhand February 2 after
Hemant Soren’s arrest, met
Governor CP Radhakrishnan at
Raj Bhavan and tendered his
resignation in the presence of
the JMM executive president,
capping a day-long drama full
of speculations.

Hemant Soren staked claim
to form the government and the
swearing-in ceremony is likely
to be held soon. If sworn in,
Hemant Soren will be the 13th
Chief Minister of Jharkhand,
which was carved out of Bihar
November 15, 2000.

“I'have resigned as per the de-
cision of the JMM-led alliance.
Our alliance is strong,” Champai
Soren said after coming out of
Raj Bhavan.

“All know what had happened
with Hemant Soren Ji... I was
given the responsibility by the
coalition partners. Now, the al-
liance has decided in favour of
Hemant Soren Ji,” he said.
Hemant Soren told the media
all formalities to form the gov-
ernment are complete.

“Everything will be disclosed
soon,” the JMM executive pres-
ident said when asked about the
swearing-in.

Earlier, leaders and MLAs of
the alliance during a meeting
at Champai Soren’s residence
here unanimously decided to

and the accused does not satisfy the twin conditions stipulated by section 45 of the
Prevention of Money Laundering Act (PMLA). The high court had said there was
“reason to believe” that Soren was not guilty of the offence as alleged by the ED
and there was no likelihood of the petitioner committing a similar offence.

SC blasts Manipur govt

New Delhi, July 3: “We do not
trust the state”, an angry
Supreme Court said Wednesday
as it fulminated against the
Manipur government over
an undertrial prisoner belonging
to the minority Kuki commu-
nity not being taken to hospital
for treatment over safety
concerns.

A bench of Justices JB
Pardiwala and Ujjal Bhuyan made
some strong observations against
the state while hearing a plea
filed by Lunkhongam Haokip
that he was suffering from piles
and tuberculosis and was not
taken to hospital by jail officials
despite having severe backache.

“We donot trust the state...The
accused was not taken to hospi-
tal because he is from the Kuki
community. So sad! We direct
him to be examined now. If the
medical report reveals some-
thing serious, we will take you to
task,” the bench said. The coun-
sel for Haokip claimed the jail of-
ficials did not pay heed to per-
sistent requests for medical help.

The bench perused an order of
the Manipur High Court and
found that the undertrial pris-
oner was not taken to hospital
since he was from the Kuki com-
munity and “shifting him to a

hospital will be hazardous
taking into account the law and
order situation”.

Manipur has been in the grip
of an ethnic conflict between
the minority Kuki and
majority Meitei communities.

The bench directed the jail
superintendent and the state au-
thorities “to make necessary
arrangements for his trans-
portation to the Gauhati Medical
College and get him examined
therein. The medical exam shall
be as regards piles, TB, tonsillitis,
abdominal pain as well as prob-
lems in lower lumbar spine”.

It sought a detailed medical re-
port on or before July 15 and
asked the state to bear all the
expenses including the treat-
ment cost.

Manipur descended into chaos
and violence in May last year
over a high court order directing
the state government to
consider including the non-tribal
Meitei community in the list of
Scheduled Tribes.

More than 170 people have
been killed and several hundred
others injured since ethnic vio-
lence first broke out in the state
May 3 last year when a ‘“Tribal
Solidarity March’ was organ-
ised in hill districts to protest
against the majority Meitei com-
munity's demand for ST status.

Our orders not just for fun: Apex court

New Delhi, July 3: The Supreme
Court Wednesday pulled up the
Uttar Pradesh government
for non-compliance with its order
on examination of a minor
victim of sexual assault, as-
serting it does not pass an order
“just for fun”.

A vacation bench of Justices
Sudhanshu Dhulia and
Ahsanuddin Amanullah, which
granted the prosecution one
week to examine the victim in the
Protection of Children from
Sexual Offences (POCSO) Act
case, warned it would summon
the state’s home secretary if it
was not done within the stipu-
lated time.

“Our order was a mandatory
order, it was to be followed in
letter and spirit. We are not pass-
ing orders just for fun,” Justice
Amanullah told senior advocate
Garima Prasad, appearing for
the Uttar Pradesh government.
The top court was hearing the

ba11 apphcatlon of the man
accused of raping the girl.

“We are seeing it happening
day in and day out....every state
counsel is taking our orders ca-
sually. If it is not done within one
week, we will call your home
secretary here. We are at fault for
letting these things happen....the
fault is on our part. The mes-

sage has to go (out),” an annoyed
apex court bench said.

Prasad, at the outset, sought
adjournment saying the victim's
evidence could not be recorded
as there was a condolence meet
at the trial court. The bench
said the state's counsel was very
casual in approach. Since it was
a “mandatory order”, the

prosecution should have filed a
petition for extension of time.

“Be very careful in court. Now
we are going to take serious note
of this. It was your duty to file
a proper application for extension
of time,” it told Prasad and
granted a week’s time for ex-
amining the victim. The accused,
who has been booked for alleged
rape and criminal intimidation
of a 16-year-old girl, has chal-
lenged the Allahabad High Court
order rejecting his bail plea
November 30 last year.

According to the prosecution,
an FIR dated September 19, 2023
was lodged against the accused
for sexually assaulting the minor
repeatedly for over six months.

Earlier, while taking note of
the fact that many witnesses in
the case had not been examined,
the top court had directed that
the victim be examined by
June 30. The accused had
claimed none of the material
witnesses had been examined
in the case and sought bail.

New Delhi, July 3: Poverty
in India is estimated to have
declined to 8.5 per cent in
2022-24 from 21.2 per cent in
2011-12, despite the challenges
posed by the pandemic, accord-
ing to a research paper by the
economic think tank NCAER.
The paper titled ‘Rethinking
Social Safety Nets in a Changing
Society’, authored by Sonalde
Desai of NCAER, used data from
the newly completed Wave 3 of
the India Human Development
Survey (IHDS) as well as data
from Waves 1 and 2 of the IHDS.
“According to the IHDS find-
ings...poverty declined signifi-
cantly between 2004-2005 and
2011-12 (from a headcount ratio

of 38.6t021.2), and it continued
to decline between 2011-12 and
2022-24 (from 21.2 to 8.5) despite
the challenges posed by the pan-
demic,” the paper said. The
paper said economic growth and
poverty decline create a dynamic
climate that requires nimble so-
cial protection programmes.
Traditional strategies de-
signed to address chronic poverty
in a large segment of society
may be less effective as acci-
dents of birth become less im-
portant than accidents of life, it
added. The paper noted that en-
suring social protection systems
keep up with the pace of social
transformation will be a key
challenge for India as it strives
towards equitable development.

New Delhi, July 3: In view of
some cases of Zika virus
reported from parts
of Maharashtra, the Union
Health Ministry Wednesday
issued an advisory to all states
highlighting the need for main-
taining a constant vigil over the
situation in the country.

States have been urged to focus
on screening pregnant women
for Zika virus and monitor the
growth of foetus of expecting
mothers who tested positive
for the infection. Besides the
advisory by Director General of
Health Services Dr Atul Goel,
the ministry also asked health fa-
cilities to identify a nodal officer
to monitor and act to keep the
premises free of Aedes mosquito
infestation.

Zika is an Aedes mosquito-
borne viral disease like dengue
and chikungunya.

Though non-fatal, Zika
is associated with microcephaly
(a condition where the head
is much smaller than expected)
in babies born to affected preg-
nant women which makes it a
cause of major concern.

As Zika is associated with
microcephaly and neurological
consequences in the foetus of
the affected pregnant women,
states have been advised to alert
the clinicians for close moni-
toring, the advisory stated.

States are urged to instruct
the health facilities in the af-
fected areas or those catering
to cases from affected areas to
screen pregnant women for Zika,
monitor the growth of the fetus
of expecting mothers who have
tested positive for the infection
and act as per Central govern-
ment guidelines.

privately worried she was a li-
ability for the campaign.

Since then, Harris has man-
aged to find her stride on the
issue of abortion rights but her
polling has not improved signif-
icantly. Harris’s approval ratings
hover under 40%, but according
to recent polling highlighted by
the Biden campaign, she and the
President have similar odds of
beating Trump.

The Vice President has also
been consistently targeted by
Republicans and conservative
media in attacks many allies
consider sexist and racist.

Three Democratic donors, who
have recently been pushing for
Biden to step aside, also said
this week they think it will be
“impossible” to sidestep Harris.
The donors had been floating
Whitmer and Newsom’s names
as possible alternatives until
the past weekend.

“There is a real conversation
in the Democratic party about
leadership right now, but fair to
say, and I'm not thrilled about
this, it will be impossible to ignore
Kamala,” said one of the donors.

Employer held for
Indian worker’s
death in Italy

Rome, July 3: Italian police
have arrested the owner of the
agriculture company who
dumped a 31-year-old Indian
worker on the road without med-
ical assistance after his arm was
severed by heavy farm machin-
ery, causing his death, a tragic
incident that shocked the coun-
try and its leadership.

Satnam Singh was abandoned
by his employer after a straw-
berry wrapping machine sev-
ered his arm in Lazio, near Rome,
last month and died due to “co-
pious bleeding”, the ANSA news
agency reported.

The Sikh casual farm labourer
died in a hospital in Rome two days
later after being airlifted there
when he was eventually found.

Police Tuesday arrested the
alleged gangmaster, Antonello
Lovato, on suspicion of causing
Singh’s manslaughter death, the
report said.

Prosecutors said in a state-
ment that the Sikh farmer, who
died of a massive haemorrhage
in a Rome hospital, “would in all
likelihood have been saved if he
had been promptly assisted”.

“We were waiting for this news,
we were angry,” the President
of the Lazio Indian community,
Gurmukh Singh, said.

“The worst thing (Lovato)
did was to leave him outside
his home instead of taking him
to hospital,” he was quoted
as saying.

“What therefore matter now is
what kind of opposition do we have,
what kind of ability to scrutinise gov-
ernment is there within Parliament.”

Jerusalem, July 3: An anti-set-
tlement watchdog says Israel
has approved the largest seizure
of land in the occupied West
Bank in over three decades.
The Israeli group Peace Now
said Wednesday that authori-
ties recently approved the ap-
propriation of 12.7 sq km of land
in the Jordan Valley. The group’s
data indicate it was the largest
single appropriation approved
since the 1993 Oslo accords at

the start of the peace process.

The land appropriation was
likely to worsen already soar-
ing tensions linked to the ongo-
ing Israel-Hamas war in Gaza.

Index rose from 60.2 in May to 60.5
in June, pointing to a sharp ex-
pansion in output.

In the Purchasing Managers’
Index (PMI) parlance, a print above
50 means expansion, while a score
below 50 denotes contraction.

“Activity growth in India’s
service sector accelerated in June,
with the index rising by 0.3 ppt
(percentage point) to 60.5, led by
an increase in both domestic and
international new orders. This en-
couraged services firms to in-
crease their staffinglevels at the
fastest pace since August 2022,”
said Pranjul Bhandari, Chief
India Economist at HSBC.

Demand strength and rising in-
takes of new business were cited
as the key determinants of
growth. New orders received by
Indian service providers con-
tinued to increase in June, ex-
tending the current sequence of
expansion to nearly three years.

There was also a record ex-
pansion in international orders.
Asia, Australia, Europe, Latin
America, the Middle East and the
US were all cited as sources of
new work from abroad.

Harmanpreet wants gold at
Olympics for predecessors

New Delhi, July 3: Indian
men’s hockey team captain
Harmanpreet Singh is desperate
toreclaim the gold medal in the
upcoming Paris Olympics in his
bid to give a fitting tribute to
the country and stalwarts of the
game. India ended their 41-year-
old hiatus of a medal at the
Olympics by winning a bronze
at Tokyo in 2021. Now
Harmanpreet wants to elevate
it to gold.

“We are giving our all to ele-
vate our history and legacy.
Winning the gold will be a trib-
ute to India and our seniors,” the
ace drag-flicker said in an ex-
clusive feature on JioCinema’s
The Dreamers.

Harmanpreet’s predecessor
Manpreet Singh, under whose
leadership India bagged the his-
toric bronze in Tokyo, echoed
similar sentiments. “Seeing our
flag on the right, I felt we could
strive harder to place it at the
centre next time, with our an-
them playing.

Leipzig, July 3: Merih Demiral
was Turkey’s unlikely hero
Tuesday with both goals in a 2-
1 win over Austria that booked
their place in the Euro 2024 quar-
terfinals. The Al-Ahli centre-
back smashed home after just 58
seconds and produced a tower-
ing header on the hour mark to
double Turkey’s lead here.
Michael Gregoritsch quickly
pulled a goal back for Austria and
only a stunning save from Mert
Gunok denied Christoph
Baumgartner a dramatic equaliser
deep into stoppage-time.
Turkey advance to face the
Netherlands in the last eight in

Berlin, Saturday. The Netherlands
had thrashed Romania earlier in
the day 3-0. Austria had emerged
as dark horses to go far on the per-
ceived weaker side of the draw
after topping a group including
France and the Netherlands.
Turkey’s Arda Guler was a
constant threat to the Austrian
defence and his teasing deliv-
ery from a corner caused chaos
inside the first minute.
Baumgartner’s clearance off the
line hit teammate Stefan Posch,
goalkeeper Patrick Pentz claw-
ing it out to Demiral, who lashed
into the roof of the net for the
second fastest goal ever at a
European Championship.

Cricket Board (PCB) has slot- -

ted its team’s marquee
Champions Trophy (CT) match
against arch foes India in Lahore
March 1 next year, but the BCCI
is yet to give its consent to the ten-
tative schedule, a senior ICC
Board member stated here
Wednesday. The tournament is
slated from February 19 to March
9 with March 10 as Reserve Day.

The last tournament that
Pakistan hosted was the Asia
Cup in 2023. It was conducted
in a ‘Hybrid Model’ with India
playing their matches in Sri
Lanka as the government re-
fused to permit the players’ travel
across the border.

It is understood PCB chairman
Mohsin Naqvi, who was invited to
watch the T20 World Cup final in
Barbados, submitted a 15-match
schedule with all of India’s games
kept in Lahore for security and lo-
gistical reasons.

“The PCB has submitted the
draft of the 15-match ICC
Champions Trophy. Seven games
in Lahore, three in Karachi and
five in Rawalpindi,” the ICC board
member informed. India have been
clubbed with Pakistan, Bangladesh
and New Zealand in Group A.
Group B comprises Australia, South
Africa, England and Afghanistan.
