Berhampur/Bhubaneswar,
August 21: The death toll in
the Ganjam spurious liquor case
rose to two Wednesday; after one
more person undergoing treat-
ment at MKCG Medical College
& Hospital died, police said.

At least 15 people were re-
ceiving treatment at the med-
ical facility after they fell ill
after consuming illicit country
liquor Monday.

The incident has sparked a
political row as the issue was
raised in the Assembly with the
Opposition BJD demanding a
probe by an RDC-level officer
into the tragedy. Loknath Behera
of Jenasahi died during treat-
ment at the hospital Wednesday,
while 60-year-old Jura Behera of
the same village succumbed
Tuesday night.

Excise minister Prithiviraj
Harichandan Wednesday di-
rected the transfer of the excise
superintendent of Berhampur.

The reactor uses microwave-
assisted pyrolysis to rapidly con-
vert waste into valuable products
such as highly porous carbona-
ceous material (biochar) and
bio-oil, depending on the feed-
stock and operating conditions,
the institute stated Wednesday.

Pyrolysis is the heating of an
organic material such as bio-
mass in the absence of oxygen.

Current solid waste manage-
ment practices mainly involve in-
cineration, biogas plants, or land-

Koraput sees uptlck in Malaria cases -

Koraput/Sunabeda/Semiliguda,
August 21: Malaria has acquired
an alarming proportion in
Koraput district as the district
administration is allegedly not
taking enough measures for
control of the vector-borne
disease.

The disease continues to
spread its tentacles in the district
sparking concern among the
residents. According to reports
available from the district Health
department, blood samples of
4, 62,734 persons were taken for
malaria tests in 2022, out of
which 2,830 persons were found
affected of the disease.

In 2023, 5,43,080 blood samples
were examined and 7,007 were
found positive. Similarly, in 2024
3,22,812 blood samples were taken
for test and 5,500 persons were
found positive by July end show-
ing an increasing trend.

The dengue fever case count
is also spiraling in the district.
Blood samples of 8,309 persons
underwent test and 509 were

Bhubaneswar, August 21: At
least eight people were killed in
lightning strikes in different dis-
tricts of the state Wednesday; tak-
ing the toll to 24 in the past four
days. Additionally, five people
suffered serious burn injuries
after being outdoors during light-
ning strikes.

All the deceased were farmers
who were struck while working in
their fields. The tragic incidents
occurred in Kendrapara, Balasore,
Bhadrak and Dhenkanal districts
Wednesday, according to official re-
ports. Most of the victims are
from rural areas, primarily en-
gaged in agricultural activities.

Condoling the fatalities, Chief
Minister Mohan Charan Majhi an-
nounced an ex-gratia amount of
Z41akh each for the bereaved fam-
ilies. The injured will also re-
ceive free medical treatment and
financial assistance in accor-
dance with disaster regulations,
as stated by an official from the
Revenue and Disaster
Management department.

It is noteworthy that the state
experiences approximately 300
lightning-related deaths annu-
ally. In response to this natural
calamity, the state government
has started an extensive cam-
paign to plant palm trees, which
experts believe can help mitigate
lightning strikes.

They have been
asked to admit the persons suf-
fering from fever in hospitals
in both rural and urban areas.

Anganwadi workers are also
visiting every house in their
areas and sensitising people on

the measures to stay safe from
malaria and dengue, he added.

On the other hand, many
areas under Sunabeda
Municipality become water-
logged. Muddy water has stag-
nated at various spots due to the
torrential rainfall which lashed
the district in past weeks. This
has given rise to mosquito men-
ace in various wards resulting
in spread of malaria and dengue
fever in these areas, residents
alleged.

However, the local civic body
authorities are not taking any
preventive measure like fogging,
sprinkling of mosquito oil and
cleaning of drains in the wards,
locals alleged.

When contacted, executive of-
ficer Narayan Nayak of
Sunabeda Municipality said fog-
ging is done on a regular basis
in various wards while phenyl,
mosquito oils and bleaching
powder are also being applied.

While checking, a mini truck
(MH 04-CT-0946) did not stop at
the check point and fled the

While checking, they found
huge stock of the banned con-
traband along with some ma-
chinery inside the truck. As
the driver of the truck could
not produce valid documents,
the Excise sleuths seized the
truck and arrested the truck
driver along with other three
accused.

In the
fight against far-right populism, this particular epithet can be especially
effective.

After all, in claiming to speak for “the real people” or the “the silent
majority,” far-right populists are presenting themselves as the repre-
sentatives of normality. In Germany, one of the far-right Alternative
fiir Deutschland’s slogans is: Deutschland, aber normal. The populists’
supposed base comprises what are always presented as “ordinary peo-
ple” who are threatened by nefarious elites and dangerous Others.
That is how populists incite fear of already-vulnerable minorities, be
they refugees or transgender people.

Savvy anti-populists should concentrate their rhetorical fire on pop-
ulist leaders, rather than on their supporters. Vance is “weird” because
he is obsessed with controlling women’s bodies and punishing the
childless, and because he appears sympathetic toward monarchists and
other assorted alt-right figures. The GOP now holds many positions that
are far out of step with US political traditions; open admiration for au-
tocrats is an obvious example. One can point all this out without sug-
gesting that Republican voters themselves are weird. The point is to
dispute the claim to normality by leaders who are anything but.

The far-right populists who claim to speak for the silent majority in
fact represent a loud minority. There is nothing wrong with that as such;
plenty of progressive movements started the same way. But move-
ments that pretend to speak for the majority while vilifying everyone

to non-violent lifestyle, such as
the one that Mahatma Gandhi
led, are often considered to be
impractical by proponents of
pragmatic non-violence.
Pragmatic non-violence looks at
physical violence as impractical.

Financialisation of household savings

Due
to financial awareness and lit-
eracy, augmented by technolog-
ical advancement, the common
man has started to invest in fi-
nancial instruments like stocks,
bonds, mutual funds. For banks,
customers’ deposits act as lig-
uidity to lend out to borrowers

New Delhi, August 21: In the
wake of landslides in Sikkim,
the Congress Wednesday hit

The opposition party also as-
serted that dams on the Teesta
river are the prime example of
how ecology is being funda-
mentally altered with grave con-
sequences for this and future
generations.

A massive landslide struck
east Sikkim Tuesday, damaging
parts of a 510-mw hydroelectric
project on the Teesta river.

The landslide happened at
Dipu Dara near Singtam in
Gangtok district around 7.30 am,
causing significant damage to
the powerhouse of the Teesta
. Stage V hydroelectric project of
J”the NHPC.

In a statement, Congress gen-
eral secretary in-charge com-
munications Jairam Ramesh
said a series of landslide disas-
ters in Sikkim has substantially
damaged the Teesta V,a 510 MW
hydel power station on the Teesta.

New Delhi, August 21: The
Coal Ministry said Tuesday that
the Coal India subsidiary South
Eastern Coalfields Limited
(SECL) has made significant
strides in environmental sus-
tainability through the successful
implementation of the
Accredited Compensatory
Afforestation guidelines issued
by the Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change.

The ministry said that these
guidelines were issued for in-
creasing forest cover, thereby
contributing to national envi-
ronmental goals and earning
valuable carbon credits.

“Coal mining projects often
require forest land, necessitating
Forestry Clearance (FC) as part
of the environmental approval
process. A major challenge in
securing these clearances is the
identification of suitable
Compensatory Afforestation
(CA) land,” the ministry said.

The Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change is-
sued guidelines January 24, 2023,
which encourage both govern-
ment institutions and private
landowners to undertake af-
forestation on fallow lands,
thereby increasing the “Trees

Outside Forests” and supporting
biodiversity.

The ministry said that in a
proactive response to the ACA
guidelines, SECL identified ap-
proximately 2,245 hectares of af-
forested non-forest de-coaled
land, with 1,424 hectares in
Chhattisgarh and 821 hectares in
Madhya Pradesh.

“These lands were identified
as suitable for ACA and were
proposed to the respective State
Forest Departments for notifi-
cation as ACA land banks. This
move is expected to expedite the
FC process for future coal min-
ing projects that require forest
land diversion,” the Coal
Ministry said.

It said that SECL has under-
taken biological reclamation
and plantation across several
sites, including Bishrampur
Opencast (OC) Project, Dugga
0OC, Kurasia Colliery, Jamuna
0OC, Kotma OC, and Sharda OC
in the districts of Surajpur and
Manendragarh-Chirmiri-
Bharatpur in Chhattisgarh, and
Anuppur and Shahdol in Madhya
Pradesh.

“These efforts have trans-
formed de-coaled lands into thriv-
ing ecosystems with local species
such as Teak, Sal, Babul and
Neem,” the ministry said,

It said that the reclaimed lands
now host a rich variety of flora
and fauna, including species like
the Sloth Bear, Fox, and various
reptiles and migratory birds,
which have recolonised the area,
particularly around water bodies.

The ministry added that out
of the 1,424 hectares identified
in Chhattisgarh, 696 hectares
have been inspected by officials
from the Surajpur and Korea
Forest Divisions.

As of today, the NH has been
closed for over a month, severely
affecting trade, tourism, and
more importantly, the security of
these sensitive border areas of
India, he said, adding these floods
are an economic, social, and po-
litical disaster for these regions.

These natural disasters, like
the October 2023 catastrophe

and the recent landslides, have
become commonplace due to
ecological destruction and un-
planned constructions, Ramesh
said.

A spate of hydro projects on
the Teesta River has caused the
river to become more flood-prone,
washing away sections of the
NH10, the Congress general sec-
retary said.

As per the National
Hydropower Development
Corporation (NHDC), 47 hy-
dropower projects are in differ-
ent stages of development on
the Teesta River in Sikkim and
West Bengal, he noted.

Of them, nine have been com-
missioned, work on 15 dams is
going on and another 28 are in
the pipeline, Ramesh said.

The October 2023 disaster was
provoked by the GLOF, but it
only reached its catastrophic
scales due to the failure of the
Teesta-III dam, the Congress
leader said.

Amidst these hydel projects,
IRCON has also undertaken tun-

nelling of this sensitive region
for the Sivok-Rangpo railway
line (14 tunnels), contributing
to the region’s increased vul-
nerability, Ramesh said.

“The mismanagement in the
debris disposal has also resulted
in the riverbed level going up,
making the region more flood
prone,” he said in his statement.

Aside from this environmen-
tal catastrophe in the making,
these projects have also been un-
dertaken without local commu-
nities in mind, Ramesh argued.

The people of Sikkim and
Kalimpong have not gained from
the hydro projects in terms of em-
ployment, share in power, or
revenue generation, he said.

No consultative process was
undertaken with the local com-
munities in advance of the rail-
way line projects, he added.

Ramesh further said that the

recent experience has shown that
this lack of consultation was a
shortsighted decision. The au-
thorities had dismissed mem-
bers of the local Lepcha com-
munity when they challenged
the Teesta V project’s environ-
ment clearance in 2014, including
on the grounds of the absence of
studies on the potential impact of
GLOFs on the project.

“True to their warnings, the
GLOF overtopped the Teesta V
dam as well, causing damage
to the project back in October.
A few months later, landslides
have now struck the same dam,”
he said.

Hydel projects in ecologi-
cally fragile regions have been
coming up over the past few
years without giving adequate
thought to their cumulative en-
vironmental impacts, Ramesh
stressed.

Two teams of experts have been sent to six high-risk glacial lakes in Arunachal
Pradesh for the first time to assess the possibility of glacial lake outburst floods
(GLOFs) and the ways to access these water bodies for mitigation measures, offi-
cial sources said. The two lakes are located in the high altitude areas of Tawang
and Dibang Valley districts -- more than 11,000 feet above sea level, they said. As
many as 27 glacial lakes have been identified as high-risk in Arunachal Pradesh
across five districts -- Tawang (6), Kurung Kumey (1), Shi Yomi (1), Dibang Valley
(16) and Anjaw (3). Meanwhile the Centre has approved a ¥150-crore glacial lake
outburst flood risk mitigation programme to be implemented by the National
Disaster Management Authority in Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Sikkim and
Arunachal Pradesh. There are nearly 7,500 glacial lakes in the Indian Himalayas
and the NDMA has finalised a list of 189 high-risk glacial lakes for mitigation
measures to reduce the threat emanating from them, official sources said.

Shah to chair meetings
on anti-Naxal operations
during Chhattisgarh visit

states at a high-level meeting to
be held in Chhattisgarh Saturday.
At a separate meeting on the
same day, Shah will also review
security and development ini-
tiatives in Maoists-hit areas of
Chhattisgarh, sources said.
The chief secretaries and di-
rectors general of police of
Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Odisha,
Madhya Pradesh and
Maharashtra, besides top security
officials of the central govern-
ment are expected to attend the
inter-state coordination meeting.
During his three-day tour of
Chhattisgarh, Shah will also visit
the Mahaprabhu Vallabhacharya
Ashram in Raipur, review the
functioning of the Narcotics
Control Bureau in the state cap-
ital and attend a meeting related
to the Ministry of Cooperation.
Earlier, Shah had said after a
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP)
government assumed charge in the
central Indian state late last year,
about 125 Naxals were killed, more
than 352 arrested and about 175 had
surrendered in just five months.
On April 16, security person-
nel gunned down 29 Naxals, in-
cluding some senior cadres, in
Chhattisgarh’s Kanker district.
This was the highest number of
fatalities suffered by the red ul-
tras in a single encounter in the
history of the state’s fight against
left-wing extremism.
According to the Union home
ministry’s data, the number of in-
cidents of left-wing extremism has
reduced from 14,862 in the decade
from 2004 to 2014 to 7,128 from
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2014 to 2023. The number of deaths

of security forces personnel due
to left-wing extremism has de-
clined by 72 per cent, from 1,750
in the 2004-t0-2014 period to 485 be-
tween 2014 and 2023, and the num-
ber of civilian deaths has de-
clined by 68 per cent, from 4,285
to 1,383, in the said period.

The daylong nationwide strike
called by some Dalit and Adivasi
groups against the Supreme
Court's verdict on the sub-clas-
sification of Scheduled Castes af-
fected normal life in Bihar and
Jharkhand as well as tribal areas
of various states.

The Chhattisgarh unit of the
Congress said the government
should consider the “legitimate
demands” of the protesters sym-
pathetically. However, the BJP's
prominent tribal leader Faggan
Singh Kulaste accused the op-
position of politicising the
Supreme Court’s ruling on the
issue. Twenty-one organisations
across the country had called
for the Bharat Bandh against
the apex court’s order, which
they said would harm the basic
principles of reservation.

The protesters put up rail and
road blockades in several dis-
tricts of Bihar, and police used
batons and water cannons to
disperse them. Darbhanga and
Buxar witnessed disruption in
train services while traffic was
blocked in Patna, Hajipur,
Darbhanga, Jehanabad, and
Begusarai districts.

The RJD and other partners
of the INDIA bloc extended their
support to the bandh.
Independent MP Rajesh Ranjan
alias Pappu Yadav, led demon-
strations in Patna and other
areas, criticising the NDA gov-
ernment's stance on SC/ST quota
and alleging that it wants to un-
dermine reservations.

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Public buses stayed off the
roads and schools remained
closed in Jharkhand where the
call for the bandh was backed by
the state's ruling alliance.

Centre accords Z plus security

The VIP security cover
categorisations begin from the
highest Z+ followed by Z, Y+,
Y and X.

65 lakh students did
not clear Class X, X
exams in 2023: MoE

than 65 lakh students from across
the country did not clear Class
X and XII board exams last year
with the failure rate being higher
in state boards than the national
boards, according to Ministry
of Education (MoE) officials.

An analysis of Class X and XII
exam results of 59 school boards,
including 56 state boards and
three national boards, revealed
that more girls appeared in Class
XII exams from government-
managed schools but it is oppo-
site in private schools and gov-
ernment-aided schools.

However, across school man-
agement it's they who are out-
performing their male coun-
terparts by a big margin.

Overall, across schools of dif-
ferent management as well the
gap in pass percentage is also in
favour of the girls by over six per
cent.

New Delhi, August 21: To en-
sure a level-playing field in the

The Election Commission's
(EC) model code instructions do
not bar the continuing regular
recruitment process or promo-
tion through the UPSC, the state
public service commission or

the staff selection commission
or any other statutory authority.
But state that “recruitments
through non-statutory
bodies will require prior clear-
ance of the commission”.
After ascertaining the facts
from the state government and
in view of the existing Model
Code of Conduct (MCC) in-
structions, the commission
found no violation of the code
in the ongoing recruitment
processes by the Haryana Staff
Selection Commission (HSSC)
and the Haryana Public
Service Commission (HPSC).
The commission has found

that the recruitment processes
were initiated before the
announcement of the election
August 16 and is within
the existing MCC instructions
as stated above, where
statutory authorities can con-
tinue their work.

However, in order to main-
tain level playing field and to
ensure that no undue advantage
isaccrued to anyone, the EC has
directed that announcement of

results of these recruitments
by the authorities concerned
(HSSC and HPSC) will not be
released till completion of the
Assembly poll in the state.

The commission took
cognisance of a complaint from
Congress leader Jairam Ramesh
regarding violation of the MCC
in the process of recruitment
against 5,600 vacancies for
the post of constable in the
Haryana Police, 76 posts of two
categories of teachers by the
HSSC and recruitment for var-
ious posts by the HPSC.

The advertisement regarding
5,600 posts of police constable and
76 posts of two category of teach-
ers (TGT and PTI) were pub-
lished on the website of the
HSSC at 1.45 pm August 16, 2024,
the day EC announced polls.

eliminate measles and rubella
from WHO South-East Asia by
2026,” said Saima Wazed,
Regional Director, WHO South-
East Asia, in her inaugural ad-
dress to the 15th meeting of the
WHO South-East Asia Regional
Immunisation Technical
Advisory Group (SEAR-ITAG).

Wazed acknowledged and
thanked all experts, national
programme managers, immu-
nisation champions and
partners, including the vacci-
nators and community workers
and the communities themselves,
on the expanded immunisation
programme completing 50 years
this year.

Drones swarm Moscow skies

Russia’s defence ministry says its air defences destroyed a total of 45 drones over Russian territory

Moscow, August 21: Ukraine
attacked Moscow Wednesday
with at least 11 drones that were
shot down by air defences in
what Russian officials called
one of the biggest drone strikes
on the capital since the war in
Ukraine began in February 2022.

The war, largely a grinding
artillery and drone battle across
the fields, forests and villages of
eastern Ukraine, escalated
August 6 when Ukraine sent
thousands of soldiers over the
border into Russia’s western
Kursk region.

For months, Ukraine has also
fought an increasingly damag-
ing drone war against the re-
fineries and airfields of Russia,
the world’s second largest oil
exporter, though major drone
attacks on the Moscow region,
with a population of over 21
million, have been rarer.

Russia’s defence ministry said
its air defences destroyed a total
of 45 drones over Russian ter-
ritory, including 11 over the
Moscow region, 23 over the bor-
der region of Bryansk, six over
the Belgorod region, three over
the Kaluga region and two over
the Kursk region.

Some of the drones were shot
down over the city of Podolsk,
Moscow Mayor Sergei Sobyanin
said. The city in the Moscow re-
gion is some 38 km south of the
Kremlin.

Congo reports over 1K mpox cases in a week

Cape Town, August 21: Congo
reported more than 1,000 new
mpox cases in the last week up
to Tuesday as African health
authorities asked for desper-
ately needed vaccines to help
fight its “growing” threat on the
continent. The World Health
Organisation has declared the
outbreaks in Africa a global
emergency.

Mpox belongs to the same fam-
ily of viruses as smallpox but
causes milder symptoms like
fever, chills and body aches, and
mostly spreads through close
skin-to-skin contact, including
sexual intercourse. People with
more serious cases can develop
lesions on the face, hands, chest
and genitals.

While mpox has been reported
in 12 of Africa’s 54 countries
during these outbreaks, the vast
central African nation of Congo
has recorded by far the most
cases this year. Out of a total of
18,910 cases in 2024, 94%, or
17,794, were in Congo, the Africa
Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention said, with 535 of the
541 deaths reported.

The figures are likely an un-
derestimate, as only about one
in five suspected cases in Congo
are being tested for mpox.
Africa CDC director-general
Dr Jean Kaseya said many af-
fected African countries had
limited testing and surveil-
lance capabilities.

Over the last seven days, Congo
recorded 1,030 of the 1,405 new
cases in Africa according to sta-
tistics provided late Tuesday by
the Africa CDC. Only 16% of the
cases have been confirmed by
virus tests, but the infections
meet the agency’s definition of
the disease.

The WHO has previously said

its past efforts to raise dona-
tions for mpox failed to elicit
even a single donor dollar.

Africa CDC’s Kaseya said that
his organization had received a
pledge of 215,000 mpox vaccines
from the European Union and
the vaccine maker, Bavarian
Nordic, which were due to ar-
rive in the next few days. The
United States’ aid agency said
it had donated 50,000 other doses
of the same vaccine to Congo.
Japan has also donated some
doses to Congo.

A 2022 global mpox outbreak
in more than 70 countries was
shut down in the space of
months with vaccines and treat-
ments made available in rich
nations, but hardly any doses
reached Africa.

We have seen that
movie before, and we all know
that the sequel is usually worse,”
Obama told delegates on Day
Two of the Chicago convention.

“America is ready for a new
chapter. America is ready for a
better story. We are ready for a
President Kamala Harris.”

He took aim at Trump, the
Republican who followed him
into the White House in 2017 and
praised President Joe Biden, his
vice president who was forced out
of the 2024 race by Democratic
allies who feared he would lose
to Trump in November.

“History will remember Joe
Biden as a President who de-
fended democracy at a moment
of great danger. I am proud to call
him my President, but even
prouder to call him my friend,”
Obama said, eliciting chants of
“We love Joe.”

Obama was introduced by his
wife, Michelle, who tops
Democrats’ wish list as a future
President. “America, hope is mak-
ing a comeback,” Michelle Obama

said, in a nod to Obama’s first
presidential campaign in 2008.
Pulling no punches, she cau-
tioned that Trump would try to
distort Harris’ truth, much as he
did “everything in his power to
try to make people fear us.”

Tehran, August 21: A bus car-
rying Shiite pilgrims from
Pakistan to Iraq crashed in cen-
tral Iran, killing at least 28 peo-
ple, an official said Wednesday.

The crash happened Tuesday
night in the central Iranian
province of Yazd, said
Mohammad Ali Malekzadeh, a
local emergency official, ac-
cording to the state-run IRNA
news agency.

Another 23 people suffered -
injuries in the crash, 14 of them
serious, he added.

Iranian state television later
broadcast images of the bus,
turned upside down on the high-
way with its roof smashed in
and all of its doors open.

In the state TV report,
Malekzadeh blamed the crash on
the bus brakes failing and a lack
of attention by its driver.

Disney-ReIiance merger in soup

Watchdog concerned about combined cricket broadcast rights

New Delhi, Aug 21:India’s an-
titrust body has reached an ini-
tial assessment that the $8.5 bil-
lion India merger of Reliance
and Walt Disney media assets
harms competition due to their
power over cricket broadcast
rights, four sources told Reuters.

Itis the biggest setback so far
to the planned Disney-Reliance
merger which aims to create
India’s biggest entertainment
player which will compete with
Sony, Zee Entertainment, Netflix
and Amazon with a combined 120
TV channels and two stream-
ing services.

The Competition Commission
of India (CCI) has flagged possible
anti-competitive concerns with
respect to the proposed Viacom18-
Star India merger and has sought
detailed responses from the par-
ties concerned, sources said.

In case the regulator is not
satisfied with the replies, it can
go for public scrutiny of the
deal, they added.

After the companies filed an
application with the CCI for deal
approval in May this year, the
watchdog had sought various
clarifications and additional in-
formation from the parties.

The sources said the parties
have been served show cause
notice asking why a detailed

[

scrutiny of the deal should not
be carried out as there are anti-
competitive concerns in rela-
tion to certain business seg-
ments, including cricket
broadcasting rights.

Viacom is owned by Reliance
Industries and Star India is
part of the Walt Disney
Company.

The merged company, which
would be majority owned by
Asia’s richest man Mukesh
Ambani’s Reliance, would have
lucrative rights worth billions of
dollars for the broadcast of
cricket on TV and streaming
platforms, raising fears over
pricing power and its grip over
advertisers.

Antitrust experts had warned
the merger, announced in
February, could face intense
scrutiny, especially on the sport-

—

ing rights issue.

The CCI earlier privately asked
Reliance and Disney around 100
questions related to the merger.
The companies have told the
watchdog they are willing to sell
fewer than 10 television channels
to assuage concerns about mar-
ket power and win an early ap-
proval, sources told Reuters.

But they had refused to relent
on cricket, telling the CCI that
broadcast and streaming rights
will expire in 2027 and 2028 and
cannot be sold right now, and
that any such move would re-
quire the cricket board’s ap-
proval, which could delay the
process.

India remains net
steel importer as
China cargoes rise

Mumbai, August 21: India
continued to be a net importer
of steel during the first four
months of the current fiscal
year beginning April, with
China as its biggest supplier of
the alloy, according to provi-
sional government data seen by
Reuters.

India imported 2.69 million
metric tonne of steel between
April and July; and exported 1.57
million tonne, the data showed.

India, the world’s second-
biggest crude steel producer; be-
came a net importer of the
alloy in the fiscal year to March
31, 2024, and the trend has con-
tinued since then, with im-
ports from China rising steadily.

China was the top steel ex-
porter to India from April to
July, shipping about 807,000
tonne to its neighbour. It was
followed by Japan and South
Korea, the data showed.

Leading Indian steelmak-
ers such as JSW Steel and Tata
Steel have cited rising imports
into India as a major concern,
and the government has ini-
tiated an anti-dumping in-
vestigation on certain steel
products imported from
Vietnam.

Steel prices in India have
plunged to their lowest level
in more than three years due
to higher imports and subdued
exports, according to data from
commodities consultancy
BigMint.
