According to reports, the illegal
activities of about 250 RAY ben-
eficiaries, who have availed the
houses by declaring themselves
‘homeless, landless and poor’,
have defeated the very purpose
of the government housing
scheme, prompting the BMC to
swing into action and issue no-
tices to the illegal tenants.

A civic body team conducted
raids at eight places Wednesday
and identified around 250 such
errant house owners who have
rented out their RAY accom-
modations here. Moreover, the
team found that some of the ben-
eficiaries also own landed prop-
erties and houses in other places.

The civic body has said that it
would take stringent action
against the illegal beneficiaries
and cancel the allotments.

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Bhubaneswar, Oct 11: Former
legislator Niranjan Pradhan
died while undergoing treat-
ment at a hospital here, family
sources said.
He was 67.

The veteran
politician was
under treat-
ment at the
hospital for
nearly a
month after a
brain stroke
and breathed his last Thursday
night, they said.

Pradhan’s son Deepak said
his father was also suffering
from diabetes.

He was first elected from
Kodala Assembly constituency
in Ganjam in 2004 and also won
the Polasara segment in the same
district five years later. He won
both the seats on Biju Janata
Dal (BJD) tickets.

Pradhan joined the Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP) after being
denied a BJD ticket in the 2019
elections. Chief Minister Mohan
Charan Majhi and Leader of
Opposition Naveen Patnaik con-
doled Pradhan's demise.
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BMC recently raided
eight places, and has
identified around 250
unscrupulous owners
who have rented their
free government
houses to tenants

houses by a few owners. It was
also alleged that some of the
RAY beneficiaries, who already
have housing and landed prop-
erties, have availed houses by
submitting fake documents.”

Das also said that the BMC
had distributed houses as per
the list provided by the
Bhubaneswar Development
Authority (BDA). Some of the
houses were also allotted to the
RAY beneficiaries, she added.

“BMC officials, in the pres-
ence of police, had raided several
houses in the City and found
that at least 250 houses have
been rented out by the RAY ben-
eficiaries. We have issued no-
tices to them and decided to take
steps to cancel their licences
(possession) if they fail to pro-
vide any satisfactory response,”
the Mayor said.

According to sources, the BMC
launched a crackdown on illegal
housing beneficiaries and con-

ducted raids at eight Awas
Complexes — Rangamatia,
Mandap Basti, Nilamadhav Basti,
Buddha Vihar, Patharabandha,
Mahishakhala, Shanti Nagar
and Subudhipur.

The civic officials reached out
to every house owner and asked
them to show their identity doc-
uments. The team then matched
the documents with the list pro-
vided by BDA. It was found that
some of the RAY beneficiaries
were residing in houses allot-
ted to them, but some others
have rented out their houses
and living in houses they have
built by encroaching upon gov-
ernment land.

Interestingly, some other ben-
eficiaries were found to have
sold out their houses and re-
turned to their villages.

Sources said the illegal house
owners would visit their prop-
erties once in a month to col-
lect the rent.

Tanty bats for separate Rourkela rly division

Rourkela, Oct 11:
Raghunathpali MLA Durga
Charan Tanty has written to
Railway Minister Ashwini
Vaishnaw the establishment
of a separate railway division
for Rourkela that would serve
as a catalyst for regional de-
velopment.

In his letter, Tanty said, “We
believe that this initiative is es-
sential for the interest of re-
sourceful Keonjhar district
(130km away from Rourkela) and
Jharsuguda district (120km away)
in the western part of Odisha,
which falls under Sambalpur
revenue division,” Tanty said
in the letter.

“The region is richly blessed
with vast industrial and com-
mercial opportunities. The es-
tablishment of a railway divi-
sion in Rourkela will
significantly enhance connec-
tivity and facilitate freight move-
ment, thereby promoting eco-
nomic growth and development
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of the state,” Tanty added.
The lawmaker is hopeful that
the proposed division would
serve as a catalyst for regional
development, creating job op-
portunities and improving in-
frastructure. “We are optimistic
that our request will receive
your favourable consideration
during the 2024-2025 fiscal,” the
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letter said.

At present, Rourkela comes
under Chakradharpur rail-
way division which extends
for 741.70km. Out of this,
335.78km falls in Jharkhand
and the remaining 405.90km
in Odisha. Tanty claimed that
it is the stretch in Odisha
which is contributing majorly

Dhak & d/za/czsteal the show in fsve season

Bhubaneswar, Oct 11: The fes-
tive season is incomplete with-
out the sound of dhak, huge, al-
most cylindrical or barrel-shaped
membranophone instrument
from Bengal and Assam, sus-
pended from the neck, tied to
the waist and kept on the lap or
the ground, and usually played
with wooden sticks.

Dhak and dhakis are an inte-
gral part of Durga Puja cele-
brations in eastern states. In the
Capital city, dhakis from nearby
areas including Puri, Cuttack
and Jagatsinghpur are usually
hired by the puja committees,
for elevating the festive mood
and pulling in crowds.

The festive season helps the
dhakis earn some extra money,
apart from their regular en-
gagement in odd jobs and daily
wage labourers, and sometimes
migrant workers, for earning
livelihood. A few of them are
also year-around farmers, who
have access to agricultural
land.

Subrat Kumar Nayak from
Niali in Cuttack districts said he
has been continuously coming
to Bhubaneswar for last 15 years

with his family to play dhak.
“Our forefathers used to play
dhaks full-time, but nowadays
we only play it during the festive
season,” he said.

“We are engaged in cultiva-
tion to run the family. We gen-
erally earn decent amount dur-
ing the festive season. This is a
seasonal occupation for us but it

helps us to earn a little more,”
Nayak said.

Similarly, Narendra Nayak of
Sailagobindapur in Cuttack said,
“Playing dhak for Durga Maa
during the festival is a tradi-
tional occupation of our family
for several years, but now, our fu-
ture generation is not interested
to continue the tradition.

However, I will continue to play
till my last breath.”

Basant Samal, a sehnai player
from Jagatsinghpur; said they are
small artistes who depend upon
these festivals and ceremonies
for their livelihood. “We are only
remembered during the marriage
functions, thread ceremonies and
festival season,” he said.

I n the Capital city, dhakis from

“Durga Puja is a festival of
sharing happiness. The dhakis
come from far-off places, leaving
their family away during the
festival to work and perform in
different pandals. They look for-
ward to the festival season with
huge expectations,” said
Sachinandan Nayak, secretary
of Saheed Nagar Durga Puja
Committee.

Being a full-time dhak player
is not stable. Most dhakis choose
alternative ways of income to
support themselves and their
families. Dhakis have to stay
away from their families dur-
ing the festive season because of
their job, and they have been
doing it every year. While every-
one dances to the beat of dhak,
which indeed invokes the aura
of Durga puja, the dhakis make
a silent sacrifice.

“Rourkela is under CKP divi-
sion and is contributing more
than 40 per cent of the total rev-
enue. Hence, Rourkela should

be a separate division. Land and

infrastructure won’t be a prob-
lem,” said Tanty.

In his letter, Tanty claimed
that Bondamunda maintenance
yard here is the second largest
in Asia. Sufficient Railway land
is also available. If the Rourkela
railway division is formed, the
tracks will cover 1,000km in-
cluding parts of Odisha,
Chhattisgarh and Jharkhand,
he said.

“The tracks will pass through
areas that are rich in mineral
resources like coal, iron ore,
lime stone and dolomite. Also
a large number of steel and
cement industries are present
in these localities. Hence, the
revenue of the Rourkela divi-
sion will be quite substantial
and will also be profitable for
the Railways,” Tanty stated in
his letter.

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Beneficiaries duped
while linking mobile
number with Aadhaar

Keonjhar, Oct 11: Around 20-25
women have been duped while
linking their Aadhaar cards with
mobile number as money has
allegedly been withdrawn from
their savings accounts follow-
ing the process.

The matter came to the fore
after multiple applicants Friday
lodged a complaint at Telkoi po-
lice station in Keonjhar district.
Police have registered a case and
launched a probe into the matter.

Sources said that some women
from Benamunda and Galda vil-
lages went to a Jana Seva Kendra
at Benamunda October 4 to con-
nect their mobile numbers with
Aadhaar to get the benefits under
Subhadra Yojana.

A youth at the centre carried
out the process and took their fin-
ger prints on an e-POS for au-
thentication, they said. However,
later the women found out that
money had been withdrawn from
their savings bank accounts.

Satyabhama Sahu, wife of
Trilochan Sahu of the village, re-
ceived a message on her mobile
that ¥10,000 was withdrawn from
her bank account October 4 and
another 10,000 October 6.

Similarly; Snehalata Baksingh,
Bhabani Patra, Jyotirmayee
Dehuri, and Sanjukta Jena of
Galda village were also duped in
a similar manner at the said
Aadhaar centre. Telkoi police sta-
tion IIC Sushant Parida said that
the details have been sought after
receiving the complaint and the
youth has denied the allegation.

Animal sacrifice continues unabated -

AWARENESS DRIVES, APPEALS THROUGH PUBLIC ADDRESS SYSTEM AND SOCIAL MEDIA
TO DESIST FROM ANIMAL SACRIFICE FAIL AS “PEOPLE HARDLY CONSIDER IT AN ACT OF CRUELTY”

Bhawanipatna, Oct 11: Despite
repeated appeals by the admin-
istration to desist from animal
sacrifice, hundreds of goats and
hens were slaughtered to ap-
pease Maa Manikeswari during
the annual ‘Chhatar Jatra’ in
Bhawanipatna town Friday.
Every Mahashtami, the eighth
day of Durga Puja, the streets of
Bhawanipatna, the district head-
quarters of tribal-dominated
Kalahandi, become bloodstained
as both tribal and non-tribal peo-
ple publicly sacrifice animals
in the presence of senior police
and administrative officers, all
of whom expressed their help-
lessness to stop the practice due
to its deep ties to the religious sen-
timents of the local population,
including the Kandha tribes.
Requesting anonymity, a sen-
ior magistrate said, “Though
the administration held several
awareness campaigns against
animal sacrifice, people hardly
consider it an act of cruelty.”
The official noted that while
the practice has persisted for
generations, there has been a
decline in the number of ani-
mals slaughtered each year.
Kalahandi District Magistrate
Sachin Pawar conducted a se-
ries of meetings with senior of-
ficials, police and public repre-
sentatives. There was
announcement in public address
system and on social media to de-

sist people from animal sacri-
fice. But due to age-old belief
and tradition, it had no impact
on devotees, the official said.

Thousands of devotees also
released doves before the
‘Chhatra’ as mark of fulfilment
of their wishes.

According to custom, the
‘Chhatar Jatra’ symbolises Maa
Manikeswari’s return from
Jenakhal after the ritualistic se-
cret worship at midnight to the
main temple.

The procession, which began
around 4am with the beating of
drums like ‘Jena Badya’ and
‘Ghumura Badya’, covered a 3-

Other devotees welcomed the
Chhatar with incense and lamps,
and offering coconuts. Thirty
five cultural troupes and local
artistes showcased their art dur-
ing the procession.

Upon arrival at the temple
gate around noon, the proces-
sion was received by Maharaja
Anant Pratap Deo, a member of
the royal family. He carried the
Chhatar to the Maa Manikeswari
temple on the royal palace prem-
ises.

7 cops injured during bid
to rescue kidnapped girl

Ananta, Manoj and their sister
attacked police, resulting in crit-
ical injuries to seven officers,
the officer added.

Baby Gharial
rescued from

Gharial hatchling, entangled in
afishing net, was rescued from
the Luna river in coastal
Kendrapara and handed over to
the Forest personnel.

Forest officials stated that the
hatchling was caught in the fish-
ing net of Dolagobinda Mallik,
who was fishing near the
Basupur bridge. Mallik rescued
the baby Gharial and informed -
the local Forest personnel.

Upon receiving the informa-
tion, the Forest team rushed to
the spot and rescued the hatch-
ling which the officials said will
be sent to Nandankanan Zoo for
further care.

Local villagers reported that
a 12-foot-long Gharial had been
spotted in the Luna river. Two
days ago, a dead Gharial hatch-
ling was also found in another
fishing net from the same river.

RBI Re-appointments

f: ! The government has decided to extend the term of RBI Deputy
Governor M Rajeshwar Rao for another year, until October 8, 2025.
The Appointment Committee of the Cabinet (ACC) approved
this re-appointment, effective from October 9, 2024, or until further or-
ders. Rao, who originally took on the role of Deputy Governor in
October 2020, has been with the RBI for years and was promoted to
Executive Director in November 2016. His experience spans various key
areas within the RBI, including the Risk Monitoring Department.

Rao’s extension raises the question: will similar decisions be made
for RBI Governor Shaktikanta Das and Deputy Governor Michael
Debabrata Patra, whose terms are also nearing an end? Das, initially
appointed in December 2018 for a three-year term, received an exten-
sion in December 2021, which is set to expire in December 2024. Patra,
who has played a significant role in the Monetary Policy Committee
(MPC) since its inception, saw his first term as Deputy Governor end
in January 2023, only to be granted a one-year extension until January
2024. His second term will expire in January 2025.

Patra’s deep involvement in monetary policy makes his potential reap-
pointment a key point of interest, especially given his previous con-
tributions as both an Executive Director and a member of the MPC.
Currently, the RBI operates with four deputy governors: Patra, Rao, T
Rabi Sankar, and Swaminathan J.

As we watch these decisions unfold, it’s clear that the leadership within
the RBI will play a critical role in shaping India’s monetary policy and
economic stability in the years ahead. The re-appointments of such key
figures, especially during economic uncertainty, could signal continuity
or a shift in approach. Only time will tell what direction the govern-
ment will take.

Violation of SC guidelines

The Supreme Court of India has once again spotlighted the issue
of temporary appointments for Director Generals of Police (DGP), as
it issued notices to the Central government and eight state governments—
Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Odisha,
West Bengal, Punjab, and Jharkhand. All these states, except for
QOdisha, are currently functioning with acting DGPs, clearly violating
the Supreme Court’s guidelines.

It’s concerning how long some states have been dragging their feet
on this. States like Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Uttar Pradesh, and Punjab
have had temporary police chiefs for over a year. In Uttar Pradesh, this
issue is particularly stark; the state has had a revolving door of act-
ing DGPs since 2022, with Prashant Kumar becoming the fourth such
appointment earlier this year. What’s troubling is that this isn't just a
procedural issue. It undermines the stability and authority of law en-
forcement leadership.

Odisha seems to have set a good example by appointing YB Khurania
as a permanent DGP in August, but the same can’t be said for others.
Jharkhand appointed a temporary DGP as recently as July, continuing
the trend despite clear directions from the Supreme Court in the land-
mark Prakash Singh case. The court had explicitly ruled that no tem-
porary or ad hoc police chiefs should be appointed unless in truly ex-
ceptional circumstances. Yet, we see states continuing this practice,
seemingly disregarding the law.

These repeated delays reflect poorly on governance. A stable police
leadership isn’t just about ticking a bureaucratic box—it’s essential for
effective law and order. When states continue to rely on temporary lead-
ership, it creates a sense of uncertainty within the force, affecting
morale and decision-making. The Ministry of Home Affairs has already
reminded states to comply with the court’s directives, but it seems
those reminders are falling on deaf ears.

It’s time to stop this revolving door of acting appointments. There's
no excuse for these delays if eligible officers are available. Now the apex
court has stepped in and hopefully, this issue will be resolved quickly.

e monetary policy an-

nounced recently by

the Reserve Bank of

India has kept the pol-
icy repo rate unchanged at 6.50
per cent, which is the rate as it
has been since April 2023. Ata
time when it can be argued
that the rate could be cut to
give a boost to growth, given
that the RBI itself says the
“horse of inflation” has been
put back in the stable, the un-
changed repo rate signals a
cautious approach looking to
some of the uncertainties on
the horizon. Among them is
the flare-up in the Middle-East,
adding a new dose of uncer-
tainty to the geopolitical cli-
mate and concomitant worries
about energy and food prices.

The overall picture that stands
out from the remarks and state-
ment of the RBI Governor
Shaktikanta Das is one of op-
timism on the one hand but cau-
tion on the other, an incongru-
ous mix that tells us that the
RBI eye remains sharply fo-
cused on inflation, and in par-
ticular the coming bump in in-
flation that has been forecast
for the festival season even
though the overall inflation out-
look is benign.

In many ways, this eye on in-
flation is a celebration of the
framework that is known by
the acronym of ‘FIT’ -- Flexible
Inflation Targeting under which
the RBIruns the monetary pol-
icy through the Monetary Policy
Committee (MPC), which has
the mandate to keep inflation at
4%, within a band of two per-
centage points up or down, while
keeping in mind growth.

Wednesday’s policy decision
comes from an MPC that has
new external members, the third
time in its short history that
the MPC has changed members
after the completion of their
terms.

f the 17 Sustainable
O Development Goals to be
achieved by 2030, elimi-
nating hunger used to be seen as
the most feasible. But in the
wake of the COVID-19 pandemic
and Russia’s invasion of Ukraine,
15 years of progress on im-
proving access to food have been
lost. Despite global agricultural
production being more than suf-
ficient to meet the world’s nu-
tritional needs, food insecurity
is significant and rising every-
where, even in rich countries.
Especially worrying are the sig-
nificant increases in hunger in
lower-income countries.
Soaring food prices are to
blame for this damaging re-
versal. Worse, more such shocks
are likely to emerge as climate
change worsens and geopoliti-
cal tensions mount. The G20,
under Brazil’s presidency this
year and South Africa’s in 2025,
must devise a new stabilization
playbook to address these risks.
Although food prices have
fallen globally from their 2022
peaks, they have remained high
or continued to rise in many
countries, with the sharpest in-
creases often occurring in the
poorest economies. By
September 2023, the food-price
index produced by the Food and
Agriculture Organization of
the United Nations had fallen by
around 11.5% from the previous
year. During that same period,
average food prices in low-in-
come countries rose by 30%—
an alarming situation, given

In short, the MPC resolution
read in conjunction with
Governor’s statement brings
out clearly a robust growth out-
look accompanied by a benign
inflation outlook with a near
term hump. The consumption

One major reason for per-
sistent food-price inflation in
the Global South, despite cool-
ing agricultural prices world-
wide, is currency depreciation,
which has made imported food
and fuel more expensive. The in-
flux of capital into developing
countries after the 2008 global
financial crisis, driven by quan-
titative easing in advanced
economies, has reversed in re-
cent years, following interest-
rate hikes in the United States
and Europe. These capital out-
flows have weakened developing-
country currencies, forcing
their own central banks to raise
interest rates even at the risk of
triggering an economic down-
turn. At the same time, the in-
terest-rate hikes have led to
high debt-servicing costs, de-
pleting these countries’ foreign
reserves and impeding their
ability to pay for food imports.

Developing countries’ de-
pendence on global commodity
and capital markets is under-
mining their efforts to ensure
food security. To counter this, ad-
vanced and developing
economies should work together
to develop international strate-
gies aimed at regulating finan-
cial and commodity markets
and addressing sovereign-debt
problems. But even in the ab-
sence of such cooperation, de-
veloping countries can reduce
the destructive effects of this de-

agricultural outlook) and urban
demand (sustained by services)
coupled with momentum in the
investment outlook by uptick
in non-food bank credit, im-
proved capacity utilisation,
higher government infrastruc-
ture investment will help fos-
tering economic growth.
Accordingly, the real economic
growth (not taking in to account
inflation) is projected at 7.2 per

Even though
the inflation outlook remains
benign at 4.5 per cent for 2024-

risks in terms of unexpected
weather conditions, worsen-
ing geo-political conflicts, and
potential increase in global
commodity prices.

Here are a few contextual is-
sues that stand out.

First, should economic growth
be supported by government
investment, leading to a higher
fiscal deficit accompanied by a
large revenue deficit. It should
be clear that the government
should play the role of a catalyst
role and private sector invest-
ment should pick up. An in-

pendence by forging partner-
ships to accumulate buffer stocks
of essential commodities and
coordinate capital-account-man-
agement policies.

Public buffer stocks of certain
staples — especially grains — can
help prevent price spikes, which
hurt consumers, and avoid price
collapses, which hurt farmers.
Some countries, including India
and China, have long used buffer
stocks to enable such counter-
cyclical open-market operations,
as well as to guarantee supplies
during emergencies. Another ad-
vantage of buffer stocks is that
they allow governments to es-
tablish public procurement poli-
cies that incentivize sustainable
cultivation practices and crop
diversification.

Countries that lack the fis-
cal space to build substantial
buffer stocks could work with
regional partners to create
joint stockpiles. For example,
South Africa, as the conti-
nent’s largest economy, could
lead a regional buffer-stock
initiative in coordination with
the African Union.

Developing countries should
also consider implementing
macro prudential and capital-ac-
count-management policies to
prevent destabilizing capital
flows.

While the Governor’s metaphor
of keeping the inflation horse
firmly bolted in the stable is
welcome, there is equally a
need for some forward guid-
ance on thebeginning for the
policy rate cut.

If the expected inflation bump
presents as just a temporary
bump, then the December MPC
meet will be the time when a
policy rate cut of 25 basis points
could be on the cards,

Sukhu said the state has
formed 43,161 self-help groups,
or SHGs, under the National
Rural Livelihood Mission and
provided them with financial
assistance.

Ninety-three ‘Himera’ shops
selling SHG products opened
under the State Rural Livelihood
Mission collectively sold products
worth Rs 1.4 crore during the
2023-24 financial year.

In addition, products worth
Rs 1.2 crore were sold in 80 weekly
markets organised by the SRLM,
a government statement said.

Bangalore, Oct 11: India’s
AstroSat and NASA’s space ob-
servatories have captured dra-
matic eruptions from stellar
wreckage around a massive black
hole, the ISRO said Thursday.

A massive black hole has torn
apart one star and is now using
that stellar wreckage to pum-
mel another star or smaller black
hole that used to be in the clear
- this discovery was made using
NASA’s space observatories —
Chandra, HST, NICER, Swift —
} and ISRO’s AstroSat, the Indian
space agency said.

“It provides astronomers with

valuable insights, linking two
mysteries where there had pre-
viously only been hints of a con-
nection”, Bangalore-headquar-
tered ISRO (Indian Space
Research Organisation) said in
a statement.

In 2019, it was noted, as-
tronomers witnessed the signal
of a star that got too close to a
black hole and was destroyed
by the black hole’s gravitational
forces. Once shredded, the star’s
remains began circling the black
hole in a disk in a type of stel-
lar graveyard.

Over a few years, however,

this disk has expanded outward
and is now directly in the path
of astar; or possibly a stellar-mass
black hole, orbiting the massive
black hole at a previously safe dis-
tance, according to ISRO.

The orbiting star is now re-
peatedly crashing through the de-
bris disk, about once every 48
hours, as it circles. When it does,
the collision causes bursts of X-
rays that astronomers captured
with Chandra, it stated.

“Imagine a diver repeatedly
going into a pool and creating a
splash every time she enters the
water,” Matt Nicholl of Queen’s

University Belfast, the United
Kingdom, the lead author of the
study that appears in the cur-
rent issue of ‘Nature’ was quoted
as saying in the ISRO statement.
“The star in this comparison
is like the diver and the disk is
the pool, and each time the star
strikes the surface it creates a
huge ‘splash’ of gas and X-rays.
As the star orbits around the
black hole, it does this over and
over again,” he said.
According to ISRO, scientists
have documented many cases
where an object gets too close
to a black hole and gets torn
apart in a single burst of light.

Astronomers call these “tidal
disruption events” (TDEs).

In recent years, astronomers
have also discovered a new class
of bright flashes from the centers
of galaxies, which are detected
only in X-rays and repeat many
times. These events are also con-
nected to supermassive black
holes, but astronomers could
not explain what caused the
semi-regular bursts of X-rays.
They dubbed these “quasi-peri-
odic eruptions,” or QPEs, it was
stated.

“There had been feverish spec-
ulation that these phenomena
were connected, and now we’ve
discovered the proof that they
are,” said co-author Dheeraj
Pasham of the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology. “It’s like
getting a cosmic two-for-one in
terms of solving mysteries.”

This tidal disruption event,
now known as AT2019qiz, was
first discovered by a wide-field
optical telescope at the Palomar
Observatory, called the Zwicky
Transient Facility, in 2019. In
2023, astronomers used both
Chandra and NASA's Hubble
Space Telescope to study the de-
bris left behind after the tidal dis-
ruption had ended.

“We also keep in mind the
number of terrorists at the
launching pads, which helps us
shape our strategy and
domination plan to ensure we
foil any plans,” BSF Inspector
General (Kashmir Frontier)
Ashok Yadav told reporters
here. He said the security forces
would ensure any infiltration at-
tempt is thwarted.

Asked how many militants
were waiting at terror launch-
pads now, he said, “The number
of terrorists at the launching
pads usually varies between
130 and 150, at times it may be
slightly higher.”

On the challenges after
conducting peaceful assembly
elections in Jammu and
Kashmir, Yadav said the security
forces coordinated closely with
the Jammu and Kashmir Police
and the administration to ensure
fair and peaceful polls.

“There were numerous threat

inputs, but with our well-coor-
dinated domination plan, we
prevented any attack, and the
elections were successful.”

“Now, with  winter
approaching, preparations are
in place. Before winter sets in,
terrorists often attempt
infiltration, and we are domi-
nating the area accordingly,”
he said, adding there are inputs
about possible infiltration
attempts along the LoC.

Asked about the volatile West
Asia situation having any impact
in the Valley, the IG BSF said
while the security forces do not
have specific inputs on mili-
tants trying to take advantage
of the crises “we keep these in-
ternational developments in
our analysis and factor them
into our operational plans”.

Asokan mentioned he would
convey the junior doctors’ an-
guish to other IMA officials. “We
are very much with them and will
continue to support them for
this cause. The situation is being
monitored by the association,”’he
told PTT.

Before heading to the protest
site, Asokan visited another jun-

ior doctor, Aniket Mahato, who
is receiving treatment at RG Kar
hospital.

“I had gone to the hospital
to meet the other doctor, but I
was informed he is in the CCU,
and his condition is still not
stable, making a meeting
inadvisable. I met the principal

ED registers money
laundering case

Enforcement Directorate Friday
said it has registered a money
laundering case into the recent
mega narcotics seizure in
the national capital and con-
ducted searches in Delhi,
Mumbai and Gurugram.

The Delhi Police Special Cell
October 2 seized over 560
kg cocaine and 40 kg
hydroponic marijuana,
estimated to be worth
Rs 5,620 crore, from
a godown in the
Mahipalpur area
of south Delhi.

Seven people have
been arrested by the po-
lice in the case till now.

“Key financial documents
which have details of the fi-
nancial activities of the ac-
cused as well as the details re-
garding the movable and
immovable properties of the
accused and their family mem-
bers have been recovered,” the
federal probe agency said in a
statement. The raids were un-
dertaken in Delhi, Gurugram

and Mumbai.

The agency took cognisance
of the police FIR filed against
accused Tushar Goel,
Himanshu Kumar, Aurangzeb
Siddiqui and Bharat Kumar to
press sections of the Prevention
of Money Laundering Act
(PMLA) to launch its own in-
vestigation.

The agency raided the prem-
ises of various per-
sons and suspects in-
cluding that of main
accused Tushar Goel
and his wife in Vasant
Enclave and Rajouri
Garden areas of
Delhi. The residen-
tial premises of
Himanshu Kumar in
Prem Nagar in Delhi and that
of Bharat Kumar in Nalasopara,
Mumbai, were also being
searched.

The business premises of
Tushar Books Publication
Private Limited and Tulip
Publications Private Limited
in Jhandewalan area of Delhi
and ABN Buildtech Private
Limited in Gurugram were also
raided, as per the ED.

Jerusalem: Israel’s army said Friday it had killed Palestinian militant group
Islamic Jihad’s top commander for the Nur Shams refugee camp in the occupied
West Bank. The military said Mohammad Abdullah was “eliminated” Thursday
after Israeli aircraft struck the camp in Tulkarem. An additional “terrorist” was
killed in the operation, which recovered M-16 rifles and vests, it added. Abdullah
was the successor of Muhammad Jabber, also known as Abu Shujaa, who was
killed in an Israeli strike in late August. Islamic Jihad is an ally of Hamas, with
both groups battling Israeli forces in the West Bank and the Gaza Strip.

Finance
ministers from Egypt and the United Arab Emirates and
the head of Iran’s central bank were present as Russian Finance Minister Anton
Siluanov called for the creation of an alternative to the Western-dominated glob-
al financial system. But finance ministers and bank chiefs from China, India and
South Africa stayed away, sending deputies or more junior officials instead, a day
after Kremlin aide Yuri Ushakov accused the West of pressuring countries not to
attend the BRICS summit. BRICS, originally comprising Brazil, Russia, India, and
China, has expanded to include South Africa, Egypt, Ethiopia, Iran, the UAE, and
Saudi Arabia. The Moscow meeting is modeled on the Group of 20 schedule,
where summits are preceded by meetings of top economic policy officials who
outline proposals to be reviewed by leaders at the summit.

China sends inter-agency
task force to Pakistan

Beijing: China Friday said it dispatched an
inter-agency working group to Pakistan fol-
lowing the deadly suicide bomb attack in Lo
Karachi in which two Chinese were killed and T
another injured to review security for scores #
of Chinese personnel working in CPEC proj- i
ects. Following the attack on a Chinese con-
voy of the coal-fired power plant at Karachi
which killed and injured Chinese personnel
October 6, China quickly sent an inter-agency working group to Pakistan, the
Chinese Foreign Ministry said in a statement. “After arriving in Islamabad
October 8, the working group immediately joined the Embassy in Pakistan and
the company concerned in the emergency response,” it said. The working group
met intensively with heads of Pakistan’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Ministry of
Interior, and the military, police and intelligence departments. It said public con-
cerns here mounted over the continued attacks on Chinese personnel working in
the China Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC). China is in a quandary to deal with
the successful attacks especially by the Baloch Liberation Army (BLA) which is
fighting for the independence of Balochistan and the CPEC which the militant
group says is aimed at exploiting the rich natural resources of the province.

Trump calls India ‘biggest
import tariff charger’

Washington, Oct 11: Vowing to
introduce a reciprocal tax if
elected to power, former US
President Donald Trump has
claimed that India imposes the
highest tariffs on foreign prod-
ucts. But they do it with a smile,
he added.

“Perhaps the most important
element of my plan to make
America extraordinarily wealthy
again is reciprocity. It’s a word
that’s very important in my plan
because we generally don’t
charge tariffs. I started that
process, it was so great, with
the vans and the small trucks,
etc,” Trump said Thursday in
amajor economic policy speech.

“Wereally don’t charge. China
will charge us a 200 per cent tar-
iff. Brazil is a big charger. The
biggest charger of all is India,”
the Republican presidential can-
didate said in Detroit.

But he softened the blow by
heaping praise on Modi.

“India is a very big charger. We
have a great relationship with
India. I did. And especially the
leader, Modi. He’s a great leader.
Great man. Really is a great man.
He’s brought it together. He’s
done a great job,” he said.

“I'mean, I think they probably
charge more than, in many ways,
China. But they do it with a
smile. They do it. Sort of anicer
charge. They said thank you so
much for purchasing from India,”

Modi calls for peace
in Eurasia, West Asia

Vientiane, Oct 11: Prime
Minister Narendra Modi Friday
said the Global South countries
face the severe impact of conflicts
in parts of the world, and called
for restoration of peace at the ear-
liest in Eurasia and West Asia
through dialogue and diplomacy:

Addressing the 19th East Asia
Summit here, Modi said a free,
open, inclusive, prosperous, and
rules-based Indo-Pacific is cru-
cial for peace and progress of
the entire region.

As the first speaker at the
Summit after the host, Lao PDR,
and incoming chair, Malaysia, the
Prime Minister asserted that
the East Asia Summit, Indo-
Pacific’s premier forum for strate-
gic dialogue, is a key pillar of
India’s Act East Policy.

Amid increasing Chinese as-
sertiveness in the region, the
Prime Minister said peace, se-
curity, and stability in the South
China Sea are in the interest of
the entire Indo-Pacific region.

Stating that ensuring freedom
of navigation and airspace is
essential, Modi said, “We be-
lieve that maritime activities
should be conducted in accor-

dance with UNCLOS. A robust
and effective Code of Conduct
should be developed.”

India and other South Asian
countries have repeatedly stated
the importance of the UN
Convention on the Law of the Sea
(UNCLOS) in the South China
Searegion in view of China’s as-
sertiveness.

“Our approach should focus on
development and not expan-
sionism,” Modi said without
naming any country.

Noting that the most nega-
tively affected countries, due to
ongoing conflicts in various
parts of the world, are those
from the Global South, Modi
said, there is a collective desire
for the restoration of peace and
stability in regions such as
Eurasia and West Asia as soon

as possible.

Modi’s remarks came in the
backdrop of the prolonged
Russia-Ukraine conflict and the
Israel-Hamas war in West Asia.

“I come from the land of
Buddha, and I have repeatedly
stated that this is not the era of
war. Solutions to problems can-
not come from the battlefield,”
Modi said.

With a humanitarian per-
spective, “we must place a strong
emphasis on dialogue and diplo-
macy”, the Prime Minister said.

In fulfilling its responsibili-
ties as a ‘Vishwabandhu’, India
will continue to make every ef-
fort to contribute in this direc-
tion, said Modi, who arrived
here Thursday to attend the 21st
ASEAN-India Summit and the
19th East Asia Summit.

Lima, Oct 11: A record number
of fires tore through Peru over
the past few weeks, wreaking
havoc across the country’s ecosys-
tems as grasslands, dry forests,
coastal areas, and the Amazon
were set ablaze.

In northern Peru, spectacled
bears fled burning dry forests to
nearby towns where some were
shot by frightened residents.

Jaguars in the southern Amazon,
with nowhere to flee, were left
charred on trees. Grasslands
and wetlands that play a key
role in storing water were left in
ashes.

“The rainforest is usually im-
pervious to fire,” said Paul
Rosolie, a conservationist and
founder of JungleKeepers, an
NGO that patrols and preserves
the Amazon in Peru, adding that

they’ve seen burned turtles,
snakes, birds, and jaguars after
recent patrols. “The forest is
their world, so when you burn it,
they die.”

The Global Wildfire
Information System (GWIS),
which tracks wildfires by satel-
lite, shows around 10,400 fires
in Peru in 2024, more than dou-
ble the previous record in 2020
and nearly 2.5 times the total

area burned.

Record fires have been
recorded across South America
this year, with Bolivia, Brazil,
Argentina and Paraguay regis-
tering the largest numbers.

“This year there’s been more
regions, more ecosystems, and
more species affected,” said Luis
Zari, a legal specialist for the
Peruvian Society of
Environmental Law (SPDA),
adding that both human and en-
vironmental factors led to such
widespread fires.

Aside from less rainfall and
higher temperatures after the
end of the El Nino weather phe-
nomenon, Zari says a failed gov-
ernment response and human-
started fires led to widespread

destruction.

Peru’s President Dina Boluarte
acknowledged the country lacked
logistics to fight the fires when
she declared a state of emer-
gency in September. “There’s
nothing in Peru, that’s the prob-
lem, there’s no help,” said Robyn
Appleton, founder of the
Spectacled Bear Conservation
(SBC), an NGO that protects
spectacled bears in Peru’s north-
ern dry forests.

Alexander Moore, executive di-
rector of the SBC, says the bears
have adapted to the drier cli-
mate and are able to go months
without water, unlike other spec-
tacled bears across the Andes.
With only a few hundred bears
in the population, Moore says
conserving everyone is essen-
tial to the ecosystem.

“Fragmentation and loss of
habitat is the biggest threat to
these bears,” Moore said, adding
that the SBC works with local
communities to educate, incen-
tivize conservation, and help
fight fires.

Vatican City, Oct 11: Pope
Francis met Volodymyr
Zelenskyy at the Vatican Friday,
the latest step on the Ukrainian
President’s European tour to
win support for his proposed
“victory plan” aimed at ending
the war with Russia.

The pope and the Ukrainian
leader held private talks for 35
minutes. After their private meet-

ing at the Sala della Biblioteca -~

and the presentation of the
UKkrainian delegation, Francis
gave Zelenskyy a bronze plaque
depicting a flower and an in-
scription reading: “Peace is a
fragile flower.”

In turn, Zelenskyy gifted the
pontiff with an oil painting por-
traying “The massacre of Bucha.
The story of Marichka.” Bucha,
a suburb northwest of Kyiv, was
occupied by Russian troops
shortly after the full-scale inva-
sion of Ukraine in February
2022 and witnessed some of
Russia’s worst atrocities against
civilians.

Later Friday, Zelenskyy met
the Vatican’s secretary of state,
Pietro Parolin, accompanied by
Archbishop Paul Richard
Gallagher, secretary for rela-
tions with states and interna-
tional organizations.

“The discussions were dedi-
cated to the state of the war and
the humanitarian situation in
Ukraine, as well as the ways in
which it could be brought to an
end, leading to just and stable
peace in the country;” the Vatican
said in a statement, adding that
“some matters relating to the
religious life of the country were
also examined.”

Since the first Russian attack
on Kyiv, there have been multi-
ple contacts between Francis
and Zelenskyy, through visits,
letters and phone calls.

The pope sparked some criti-
cism from Ukrainian leaders in
March when he suggested they
should have the courage of the
“white flag” negotiating an end
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to the war with Russia, in what—

was interpreted by many as a
call to surrender.

Mumbai: India’s forex
reserves dropped by $3.709
billion to $701.176 billion for
the week ended October 4, the
RBI said Friday. In the previous
reporting week, the reserves
had jumped by $12.588 hillion
to an all-time high of $704.885
billion. For the week ended
October 4, foreign currency
assets, a major component of
the reserves, decreased by
$3.511 hillion to $612.643
billion, the data released
Friday showed. Gold reserves
decreased by $40 million to
$65.756 billion during the
week, the RBI said. The
Special Drawing Rights (SDRs)
were down by $123 million to
$18.425 billion, the apex bank
said. India’s reserve position
with the IMF was down by $35
million to $4.352 billion in the
reporting week.

Net direct tax collection

New Delhi, Oct 11: Net direct
tax collection grew 18.3 per cent
to about ¥11.25 lakh crore as of
October 10 this fiscal, govern-
ment data showed Friday:.

The mop-up includes personal
income tax collection of ¥5.98
lakh crore and corporate tax col-
lection of %¥4.94 lakh crore.
Securities Transaction Tax (STT)
stood at 330,630 crore, while other
taxes (including equalisation
levy and gift tax) earned 32,150
crore.

The income tax department

had collected 9.51 lakh crore
during the same period a
year ago.

Refunds worth ?2.31 1akh crore
were issued between April 1 and
October 10, a growth of 46 per
cent.

On a gross basis, direct tax
collection grew 22.3 per cent to
% 13.571akh crore. The collection
includes PIT (personal income
tax) of ¥7.13 lakh crore and cor-
porate tax of %6.11 lakh crore.

The government has budgeted
to collect ¥22.07 lakh crore in
the current fiscal from
direct taxes.

US continues to be largest
source of EDI in India: RBI

Mumbai, Oct 11: The US con-
tinued to be the largest source of
FDI in India, followed by
Mauritius, Singapore and the
UK, according to an annual cen-
sus of the Reserve Bank of India.

Out of the 41,653 entities, which
responded in the latest census,
37,407 reported foreign direct in-
vestment (FDI) and/or overseas
direct investment (ODI) in their
balance sheets for March 2024.

Of these entities, 29,926 had
also reported in the previous
census round and 7,481 have
newly reported in the current
round, according to Census on
Foreign Liabilities and Assets of
Indian Direct Investment Entities
for 2023-24.

Over three-fourths of the com-
panies that reported inward di-
rect investment were subsidiaries

of foreign companies. Non-fi-
nancial companies accounted
for nearly 90 per cent of the FDI
equity at face value, the RBI said.
“Supported by valuation gains
as well as fresh inflows, total
FDI in India surged by 23.3 per
cent at market value in rupee
terms during 2023-24; on the other
hand, ODI growth was much
lower at 3.4 per cent,” it said.
Unlisted entities recorded 17.5
per cent growth in FDI at market
value during the year. In the listed
space, the corresponding growth

Friday fell 12 paise to a record low
of 84.10 against the US dollar,
tracking a weak trend in do-
mestic equities and relentless
foreign capital outflows.

The situation in the Middle
East continues to be volatile and
might keep oil prices high and
the rupee weak in the short term,
according to forex traders.

At the interbank foreign ex-
change, the rupee opened slightly
strong at 83.97 against the US dol-
lar. During the session, the local
currency oscillated between a
high of 83.96 and a low of 84.10.

It finally settled at its all-time
low of 84.10, a loss of 12 paise
from its previous close.

The domestic unit had closed
at 83.98 Thursday.

“After keeping it in a range
below 83.99 since August 8, 2024,
the Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
finally allowed the rupee to
weaken past 84 as FPIs who have
emerged as big sellers in equities
continued to buy USD to take
their money out of the coun-
try,” said Anil Kumar Bhansali,
Head of Treasury and Executive
Director, Finrex Treasury
Advisors LLP.

“We can now expect the rupee to
move to 84.25 in the short term.
Importers will continue buying at
all dips, and exporters may now hold
their exports with a stop below
83.95. The Iran/Israel/Lebanon
news also does not seem good and
could keep oil strong and the rupee
weak,” he said.

Meanwhile, the dollar index,
which gauges the greenback’s
strength against a basket of six
currencies, was down 0.09 per
cent to 102.89 points.

Brent crude, the international
benchmark, slipped 0.57 per cent
to $78.95 per barrel in
futures trade.

Foreign institutional investors
sold Indian shares for the last
nine sessions, offloading $7.8
billion worth of stocks, as they
directed flows to China after it
announced bumper stimulus
measures.

Investors have booked profits
in the last two weeks due to for-
eign outflows, worries over mod-
eration in earnings, growing
Middle East unrest and elevated
corporate valuations, said Divam
Sharma, founder and fund man-
ager at Green Portfolio.

INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION CONTRACTS 0 1% IN AUGUST

New Delhi, Oct 11: After a gap
of nearly two years, India’s in-
dustrial production turned neg-
ative as it contracted by 0.1 per cent
in August, mainly due to a de-
cline in the mining and power
generation sectors’ output, in ad-
dition to an almost flat expansion
in the manufacturing sector.

According to the data released
by the National Statistical Office
(NSO), factory output growth
based on the Index of Industrial
Production (ITP) has also been re-
vised downwards for July to 4.7
per cent from the earlier esti-
mate of 4.8 per cent.

“The IIP growth rate for the
month of August 2024 is (-) 0.1 per
cent, which was 4.7 per cent in
the month of July 2024,”
NSO said in a release.

The IIP growth in August 2023
was 10.9 per cent.

During April-August 2024-25, the
IIP growth was 4.2 per cent lower

Edible oils import
falls 29% in Sept

New Delhi, Oct 11: India’s im-
port of edible oils fell 29 per cent
annually in September to
10,64,499 tonne due to lower in-
ward shipments of crude and
refined palm oils, according to
industry data. Import of edible
oils stood at 14,94,086 tonne in the
same month last year.

Solvent Extractors’ Association
of India Friday released the im-
port data for vegetable oils (both
edible and non-edible)for September:
Imports of non-edible oils fell to
22,990 tonne in September from
57,940 tonne in the year-ago period.

According to the data, import
of vegetable oils in September
declined 30 per cent to 10,87,489
tonne compared to 15,52,026 tonne
ayear earlier. In the edible oil cat-
egory, the SEA data showed that
import of crude palm oil de-
clined to 4,32,510 tonne last month
from 7,05,643 tonne in September
last year, while refined palm oil
shipments were down to 84,279
tonnes from 1,28,954 tonnes.

the month of August 2024,”
NSO said.

The last contraction in IIP
was witnessed in October 2022,
when the output index declined
by 4.1 per cent.

As per the use-based classifi-

cation released by the NSO, the -
capital goods segment growth
decelerated to 0.7 per cent in
August 2024 from 13.1 per cent in
the year-ago period.

Consumer non-durables out-
put contracted by 4.5 per cent
against a growth of 9.9 per cent
in August 2023.

Consumer durable goods pro-
duction growth too slowed to 5.2
per cent during the reporting
month compared to an expan-
sion of 6 per cent in August 2023.

According to the data, infra-
structure/construction goods
reported a growth of 1.9 per cent
in August 2024, down from a 15.7
per cent expansion in the year-
ago period.

The data also showed that the
output of primary goods con-
tracted by 2.6 per cent in August
against a growth of 12.4 per cent
a year earlier.

The expansion in the inter-
mediate goods segment was 3
per cent.

Festive demand pushes e-comm sales

E-COMMERCE PLATFORMS WITNESS ¥54K-CR OF SALES IN 1ST WEEK

New Delhi, Oct 11: Online e-
commerce platforms in the coun-
try saw sales worth over ¥54,500
crore in the first week of the
festive season, about 55 per cent
of total sales projected during the
next month.

According to latest data from
Datum Intelligence, a market
research firm focused on con-
sumer technology, the e-com-
merce platforms saw a 26 per
cent in the first week of the fes-
tive sale, compared to the same
period in 2023.

Mobiles, electronics and con-
sumer durables, home and gen-
eral merchandise categories ac-
counted for 75 per cent of sales
during the period, while smart-
phones and TVs accounted for
over 70 per cent of sales in the
tier 2 and 3 cities.

The festive month started from
September 26. It will continue till
November 3 (post Diwali) and

sales are expected to be
Rs 1 1akh crore.

According to the report, sales
of fashion, grocery, beauty and
personal care items have seen an
increase of 2-4 times. Categories
like toys, books, kitchen essen-
tials saw 2-5 times increase in the
number of orders during the
first week.

Consumer focus is now shift-

ing towards quick-commerce,
with lower average selling price
categories playing a key role,
including grocery, beauty and
personal care.

With the festive season in full
swing, Artificial Intelligence
(AI), quick-commerce, and the
rise of micro-influencers are
some factors playing a leading
role in influencing festive pur-
chases this year.

Meanwhile, another report
said that the festive period, which
ends after Diwali, is expected
to see more than 35 million smart-
phones being sold this year, a
growth of 3 per cent YoY in terms
of volume and 9 per cent YoY
in terms of value.

Notably, the ultra-premium
segment (Rs 45,000 and above)
saw 12 per cent YoY growth dur-
ing the first wave of festive sales,
thanks to Apple and Samsung.

New Delhi, Oct 11: The in-
fighting in the IOA has prompted
the International Olympic
Committee to withhold the Indian
body’s share of the Olympic
Solidarity grants meant for ath-
lete development programmes,
triggering a fresh war of words
between its embattled President
PT Usha and treasurer Sahdev
Yadav.

The IOC took the decision in
its Executive Board meeting
October 8 and communicated it
to the Indian Olympic
Association (IOA) in a letter
Friday.

“There are obvious ongoing in-
ternal disputes and governance
issues facing the I0A, includ-
ing a number of reciprocal al-
legations which have been raised
within the Executive Council,”
said the letter sent to Usha and
Executive Council members by
James MacLeod, NOC Relations
and Olympic Solidarity Director.

“This situation creates a lot
of uncertainty and needs clar-
ification and therefore, until
further notice, the IOC and
Olympic Solidarity will not
make any payments to the IOA,
except for direct payments to
athletes benefiting from Olympic
scholarships.”

Through Olympic Solidarity,
athletes can benefit from schol-
arships, which allocate subsi-
dies, enabling them to train and
qualify for the Olympic Games.

The IOC said it has taken note
of the latest communication
sent to it by various parties re-
lating to the “unfortunate situ-
ation” in the IOA.

“As you know, the IOC has de-
ployed intense efforts over the
past few months to help you col-
lectively find constructive so-
lutions to address the daily func-
tioning of the IOA and work
together as a team but, unfor-
tunately, these numerous at-
tempts have been unsuccessful
so far. Once again, we urge all
concerned parties to act quickly
and responsibly to remedy all
outstanding governance issues
in accordance with the I0OA
Constitution and the Olympic
Charter.”

The IOA issued a press re-
lease, laying the blame for the
I0C’s decision on Sahdev Yadav,
accusing him of failing to file
the necessary annual financial
reports to the international
parent body.

“This negligence will result in
the IOA losing out on critical
Olympic Solidarity grants for
the past few years, dealing a
major blow to the IOA’s efforts to
support Indian athletes. This
lapse shall significantly impact
the IOA’s ability to provide the
necessary financial support to
Indian athletes, threatening their

support cast to frontline play-
ers keeping in mind the long-
term goals such as the ICC event
next year.

Be it pacer Mayank Yadav or
spinner Varun Chakravarthy,
Gambhir wants to take a closer look
at them and assess their readi-
ness for the sterner assays ahead.

They haven’t been disap-
pointing either in this series.

Mayank, who missed a lot of
action since IPL 2024 due to an
injury, bowled at over 150 clicks
while Chakravarthy returned
with a three-wicket haul in his
first outing in blue in three years
at Gwalior. The team manage-
ment will also keep a close eye
on the journey of Nitish Kumar
Reddy, highly impressive in the
Delhi T20 while smashing a 34-
ball 74 and returning with a cou-
ple of wickets.

Usha had said due process
was followed while redrafting
the deal with RIL and the nego-
tiation proposal was circulated
to all the EC members.

In a rebuttal sent to Usha
Thursday, Yadav alleged that the
“president has sold IOA’s assets

i.e. Rights, without exploringal- -

ternative nor discussing with
EC, a situation that can be seen
as president’s office has been
compromised'.”
