‘Bulldozer justice’ as it is sar-
castically referred to was im-
plemented during the fi rst term 
of UP Chief Minister Yogi Adi-
tyanath in 2017. Following UP, 
states like Madhya Pradesh, 
Karnataka, Uttarakhand, Ra-
jasthan and Gujarat used bull-
dozers to demolish properties 
which they termed ‘unautho-
rised’ and ‘illegal’ leaving over 
seven lakh people displaced 
till October 2024. Most of these 
people belonged to the minority 
community or were members of 
the Opposition to the ruling dis-
position in various states. Seeing 
the plight of the people, the Su-
preme Court came down heavi-
ly on this method and ordered 
various governments to stop 
bulldozing homes without fol-
lowing a proper legal procedure. 
It had also in the past warned 
governments what it termed 
arbitrary destruction of houses 
and properties. Taking another 
step forward the Supreme Court 
observed Wednesday that ‘Ex-
ecutive can’t replace Judiciary’ 
and laid pan-India guidelines 
for demolition of structures. It 
said that for implementation of 
justice, the affected must have 
the time to respond and the Exec-
utive cannot act in a high-hand-
ed and arbitrary manner and be 
a Judge. It laid down guidelines 
which all state governments will 
have to follow failing which the 
law will intervene.

New Delhi, Nov 13: Equating 
‘bulldozer justice' ‘with a law-
less state of affairs where might 
is right, the Supreme Court laid 
down pan-India guidelines 
Wednesday and said no proper-
ty should be demolished with-
out a prior show-cause notice 
and the affected must be given 
15 days to respond. The exec-
utive cannot assume judicial 
powers to punish citizens by 
demolishing their properties 
without following due process, 
the apex court said.

A bench of Justices BR Gavai 
and KV Viswanathan described 
as ‘chilling’ the sight of a bulldoz-
er demolishing a building, ren-
dering women, children and aged 
persons homeless overnight. 

“If the Executive acts as a 
Judge and infl icts penalty of 
demolition on a citizen on the 

ground that he is an accused, it 
violates the principle of ‘separa-
tion of powers’,” the bench said 
in its 95-page judgment. The 
bench said such high-handed 
and arbitrary actions where 
‘might is right’ have no place in 
the Constitution, which rests on 
the foundation of the rule of law. 

“No demolition should be 
carried out without a prior 
show-cause notice returnable 
either in accordance with the 
time provided by the local mu-
nicipal laws or within 15 days 
time from the date of service 
of such notice, whichever is 
later,” the bench directed.

“The executive cannot become 
a judge and decide that a person 
accused is guilty and, therefore, 
punish him by demolishing his 
residential/commercial proper-
ty/properties. Such an act of the 
executive would be transgress-
ing its limits,” the bench said. 

SC brake on bulldozers

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Bhubaneswar, Nov 13: Odi-
sha government has begun the 
process to return land, both gov-
ernment and private, acquired 
for Vedanta University, Suresh 
Pujari, the Revenue and Disaster 
Management Minister stat-
ed here Wednesday.

“The state government 
has initiated the process for 
the return of the land ac-
quired from displaced per-
sons. Necessary rectifi cation 
will be made in the records 
and land will be reregistered 
in the name of the owners. 
The government has also 

started a process to take back 
the government plots leased 
to the foundation. We will end 
this procedure within a day or 
two and begin the process of 
handing over the land to the 
people in Puri,” stated Pujari.

The revenue minister also 

said that a notifi cation will be 
issued in this regard within 
two days. Later, the district 
administration will be asked 
to return the land and give 
possession to people after de-
notifi cation and return of the 
compensation amount.  He said 

the names of the private land-
owners will be entered in the 
revenue records of the lands 
replacing the name of ‘Anil 
Agarwal Foundation’.

An MOU was signed July 
19, 2006 with Vedanta Foun-
dation for the establishment 

of a world-class, mul-
tifaceted and modern 
university in Puri by 

the company. The Vedanta 
Foundation also changed its 
decision thrice in selecting 
the name during the process of 
land acquisition. The minister 
informed that more than 4,000 
acres of land had been leased 
out to the foundation.

Chandrapur, Nov 13: A ti-
gress has been successfully 
captured for relocation from 
the Tadoba Andhari Tiger Re-
serve (TATR) in this district of 
Maharashtra to the Simlipal 
Tiger Reserve (STR), a senior 
forest offi cial said here Wednes-
day. This marks the fi rst in-
ter-state tiger relocation from 
Maharashtra to any other state, 
the offi cial added. 

The tigress (T-163) is being 
transported by road in a spe-
cially-equipped vehicle, ac-
companied by veterinarians for 
monitoring during the journey.

This relocation is part of a 
broader effort authorised by 
the Ministry of Environment, 
Forests and Climate Change 
(MoEFCC) to move two female 
tigers (aged 2-3 years) from 
TATR to STR. The move aims 
to strengthen the tiger popula-
tion in Simlipal, following the 
successful relocation of another 
tigress, T-158, earlier this year.

Jitendra Ramgaokar, fi eld di-
rector of TATR, informed that 
Maharashtra’s chief wildlife 
warden issued the necessary 
permits for the relocation after 
the ministry's approval. He add-
ed that the fi eld teams of TATR 
had been tracking potential 
candidates since October 20.

During the course of trans-
location, Tigress T-163 was 
captured in the Zinkanat beat, 
within the core area of TATR’s 
Karwa range.

Act proposed 
to curb exam

Jajpur, Nov 13: Dharmasala 
tehsildar Subhankar Mohanty in 
Jajpur district slapped a penalty 
of `1.52 crore on the Ramco Ce-
ment grinding unit at Haridash-
pur under the block over a report 
by the Principal Accountant 
General (AG).

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Bhubaneswar, Nov 13: With 
onion prices reaching `70 per 
kg in the market, the Odisha 
government Wednesday said 
it has asked the National Agri-
cultural Cooperative Marketing 
Federation of India Limited 
(NAFED) to sell the vegetable 
at the rate of `30 per kg in the 
state.

State Food Supplies and 
Consumer Welfare Minister 
Krushna Chandra Patra at-
tributed the price rise to the 
market situation at Nasik in 
Maharashtra from where the 
onions are procured.

He said the base price of on-
ions remained at `45 per kg in 
Nasik.

“Onions are not produced in 
Odisha and hence, the state is 
dependent on other states. Pric-
es of onion and garlic are high 
outside the state and it has con-
tributed to the price rise here. 
We have asked (NAFED) to sell 
onions at `30 per kg in Odisha,” 
the minister told reporters.

According to traders, the 
state imports onions from Na-
shik and Kurnool in Andhra 
Pradesh. The Kharif crop in 
both the regions suffered due 

to rains during September.
While the price of good quality 

old onions brought from Nashik 
has soared to `70 per kg, those 
from Kurnool (new but medium 
quality onions) are available 
at `40-Rs 55, depending on the 

quality. The price of onions in 
the retail market was `50 a kg a 
week ago, traders said.

The price of garlic has also 
increased to `400 per kg in re-
tail market in the state.

Odisha Byabsayee Ma-
hasangha general secretary 
Sudhakar Panda said that the 
prices might come down in the 
next four to six days with the 
supply of new onions in the 
market.

To a question, the minister 
said new ration cards will be 
provided to people in New Year 
as e-KYC verifi cation process 
will be completed in November.

He said at least 16 lakh inel-
igible benefi ciaries have been 
identifi ed.

According to the Cabinet 
decision, the state sector um-
brella scheme MMKY, with 
17 sub-schemes, will be imple-
mented in the state from fi nan-
cial year (FY) 2024-25 to 2028-29 
with a total budgetary outlay 
of `2,239 crore, said Chief Sec-
retary Manoj Ahuja, who was 
present at the meeting. 

The scheme will benefi t 

about 14 lakh fi shers includ-
ing 6,67,500 fi shers and 7,32,500 
women self-help group (WSHG) 

members, in the next fi ve years, 
he added.

“The state government has 
also decided to implement “Pra-
ni Sampad Samruddhi Yojana 
(PSSY)” with a total outlay of 
`1,031.19 crore for fi ve years 
(from 2024-25 to 2028-29) to en-
hance meat and egg production 
in the state.

The government has taken a 
decision to spend `696.21 crore 
for development of various infra-
structure in fi sheries sector and 
`449.71 crore for development of 
infrastructure in livestock sector 
in three years (2024-25 to 2026-27), 
Ahuja said. 

Further, he said, the state 
government has decided to 
extend existing Water Sector 
Infrastructure Development 
Programme with an estimat-
ed outlay of `9,652.24 crore for 
a period of fi ve years starting 
from the current fi nancial year 
to accelerate the pace of irriga-
tion development in the state.

Signifi cantly, the state gov-
ernment will also implement 
‘Goal for Management and 
Treatment of Animals’ (GO-
MATA) scheme that will facil-
itate phase-wise vaccination of 
2.5 crore and treatment of 1.30 
crore livestock annually.

Tata Steel's support for peacock valley
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Jajpur, Nov 13: The state 
government has implemented 
several schemes for the holis-
tic development of agriculture 
and farmers.

Following such allegations, 
the Registrar of Cooperative 
Societies (RCS) issued an or-
der November 11, directing 
the Deputy Registrar of Co-
operative Societies (DRCS) 
in Jajpur district to conduct 
a thorough investigation and 
take appropriate action as per 
the Cooperative Act.

There have been prior com-
plaints that poor and vulnera-
ble farmer members’ agricul-
tural loan accounts have been 
tampered with, subjecting them 
to harassment. In 2022, depart-
mental orders specifi ed that 
PACS secretaries or directors 
should neither retain nor use 
the loan passbooks or Kisan 
Credit Card (KCC) checkbooks. 
Additionally, the directive out-
lined periodic investigations 
into loan passbooks, individu-
al interactions with borrowers, 
and loan approval notifi cations 
via SMS. However, with these 

instructions not being effective-
ly enforced, signifi cant irregu-
larities in loan transactions 
have emerged at the PACS in 
Palatpur under Dasarathapur 
block in Jajpur district.

According to complaints 
from over a hundred farmers 
including PACS Vice-President 
Umakanta Barik, Sarpanch Lip-
ika Mallik and others, Palatpur 
PACS President Ashwini Kumar 
Nayak and Secretary Bishwajit 
Dhala have allegedly embezzled 
approximately `23.42 lakhs. 

In the 2023-24 fi scal year, 
850 farmers, and in 2024-25, 
450 farmers were reportedly 
charged `1,500 each for “paper 
transactions”. Additionally, 
bribes ranging from `2,000 to 
`3,000 were reportedly demand-
ed for new loans.

One of the most troubling al-
legations is that, under various 
pretexts, passbooks and blank 
cheques were taken from farm-
ers and kept by the President and 
Secretary, who then used those to 
take loans in the farmers’ names 
without their knowledge. 

The complaint letter further 
alleges that loans were obtained 

in the names of over 30 deceased 
farmers within last two years. 
Panchanan Mallik from Bara-
kuanla village in Biripata Pan-
chayat, who passed away June 
12 last year, serves as an ex-
ample. However, a self-cheque 
and thumbprint were used to 
withdraw `11,500 in his name 
from the Dasarathapur branch 
of Cuttack Central Cooperative 
Bank September 27, 2023.

A thorough investigation 
into the personal accounts 
of both the President and 
Secretary of the PACS could 
uncover the full truth. In a 
complaint letter to the Chief 
Minister, farmers also pointed 
out that loans are being given 
to many non-farmers, while 
genuine farmers are being de-
prived of the benefi ts.

When contacted, Jajpur 
DRCS Amulya Kumar Sethi 
stated that an independent 
team has completed an inves-
tigation into allegation of loan 
withdrawals in the name of 
deceased farmers. The report 
will be translated, and appro-
priate action will be taken 
accordingly.

RCS orders probe into
agri-loan irregularities

Berhampur, Nov 13: Tension 
ran high Wednesday at the 
MKCG Medical College and 
Hospital here in Ganjam dis-
trict over medical negligence 
following the death of a wom-
an after child birth allegedly 
due to infusion of wrong group 
of blood and a lack of timely 
treatment. The deceased was 
identifi ed as Suneli Nayak, 24, 
wife of Prashant Nayak, a resi-
dent of Karapada village under 
Ganjam block. 

According to sources, Sune-
li was admitted to Chhatrapur 
Sub-Divisional Hospital two 
days ago due to labour pain. 
As her condition worsened, 
she was referred to MKCG 
Medical College and Hospital 
at Berhampur. Upon arrival, 
she was kept in the labour room 

and gave birth to a son Tuesday 
morning. 

However, a few hours after 
childbirth, she began to ex-
perience heavy bleeding and 
was moved to the emergency 
post-partum care room. The 
doctors informed the family 
about the need for immediate 
blood transfusion. Suneli’s pri-
or medical report and her Ma-
mata Card showed her blood 
group as ‘O’ positive, but tests 

at MKCG Medical showed it to 
be ‘O’ negative. Initially, the 
family brought ‘O’ positive 
blood, but they were then asked 
to bring ‘O’ negative blood in-
stead. While undergoing treat-
ment, Suneli was pronounced 
dead by the doctors. 

Family members claim that 
Suneli’s death was caused by 
incorrect blood transfusion and 
lack of adequate post-partum 
care. Blood group cross-match-

ing reports have since been 
corrected. Suneli’s family 
members attempted to contact 
the hospital superintendent 
and registrar about the incor-
rect blood transfusion Monday 
night but were dissatisfi ed with 
the response. 

They are now demanding 
a thorough investigation and 
action. Hemant Nayak, former 
BJP Kisan Morcha president 
of Ganjam block and Suneli’s 
uncle, stated that despite her 
Mamata Card and Chhatrapur 
medical report showing her 
blood group as ‘O’ positive, 
MKCG doctors administered 
‘O’ negative blood, leading to 
her death. 

Nayak plans to file a com-
plaint with the state Health 
Minister and Chief Min-
ister with the help of the 
local MLA.

Tension at MKCG hosp over maternal death

Rourkela, Nov 13: In-
dian National Trade 
Union Congress (INTUC) 
affi liated Rourkela Shra-
mik Sangh (RSS) led by 
Prashant Behera has won 
the Rourkela Steel Plant 
(RSP) union election for 
a record seventh time de-
feating its nearest rival 
Rourkela Ispat Karkha-
na Karmachari Sangh 
(RIKKS), which is affi li-
ated to Bhartiya Majdoor 
Sangh (BMS).

RSS defeated RIKKS 
by a small margin of 136 
votes. While RSS got 4,199 
votes, RIKKS polled 4,036. 
When the fi nal verdict 
came late Tuesday night, 
there was jubilation in 
the RSS camp.

This time the voting 
percentage was 94.84 
per cent. Voting started 
at 6am Tuesday and a 
record number of 8,950 
workers voted out of the 
total work force of 9,437. 
There were 11 booths, 10 
inside the plant and one 
outside at Ispat Vidya 
Mandir, Sector-18. For 
the smooth conduct of 
the election, a contin-
gent of Central Indus-
trial Security Force 
(CISF) and four platoons 
of police were deployed. 
“This was done given 
the seriousness of the 
election process,” in-
formed SP Rourkela Ni-
tesh Wadhawani Tues-
day. The ballot boxes 
were brought to the Sec-
tor-18 high school where 
counting was completed.

The once formida-
ble Rourkela Mazdoor 
Sabha (RMS) affiliated 

to HMS is now a spent 
force and got only 208 
votes and CITU got 162.

The RSS and Gangpur 
Mazdoor Manch (GMM) 
led by George Tirkey 
have made a strategic 
alliance. The alliance 
started during the last 
election. RSS won the 
election in 1995, 1997, 
2000, 2003, 2010 and 2021. 
On the victory, Presi-
dent of RSS Prashant 
Behera said, “It is the 
victory of principle 
and honesty. RSS has 
worked for the interest 
of the workers and will 
continue to do that. I am 
thankful to all for this 
victory.” 

“We are a formidable 
force and we are with 
the workers. That is the 
reason we have been 
elected for the second 
time in succession.

He eventually found Chit-
taranjan’s body in a paddy fi eld 
along the roadside, Nayak said.

Upon receiving information, 
Bhadrak rural police arrived at 
the scene and initiated an in-
vestigation.

Preliminary investigations 
suggest that Chittaranjan 
might have been murdered.

The police offi cer said there 
were four injury marks on his 
body, and both his motorcycle 
and mobile phone were missing.

Couple murdered
Berhampur: A 62-year-old man 
and his wife were murdered 
Wednesday allegedly by the man’s 
younger brother and his family 
over a long-standing land dispute 
in Ganjam district, police said.
The assailants attacked the two

The police detained Bhubuni, the 
younger brother of Raju, and his wife 
Ranjita for questioning. Their son

investigating the case.

T
he election of Don-
ald Trump for a sec-
ond presidency is a 
turning point for the 

world. The outcome was deci-
sive even as the reasons can be 
debated and inconclusive. Was 
it anti-incumbency which hurt 
Kamala Harris or was it the 
irresistible charm of Trump 
and his promises? Or was it 
due to third party hacking of 
the election by social media 
and big money? The latter is 
improbable, because the Har-
ris campaign raised and spent 
more money than their rival. 
What is clear is that Trump 
will fulfi l some of his headline 
promises and create disrup-
tion in global geopolitics. The 
possible impact on the global 
affairs and on India is briefl y 
described below.

The fi rst is on climate fi -
nance. As the COP29 gets 
going in Baku, Azerbaijan, 
it is quite possible that the 
US will renege on its pledge 
for contributing to climate 
fi nance.  In 2015 at COP21 the 
US had signed the historic deal 
to strengthen its commitment 
and provide fi nance to develop-
ing countries. One of the fi rst 
decisions of President Trump 
in 2016 was to walk out of the 
Paris agreement. Collectively 
since COP15 i.e. from the 2009 
Copenhagen conference, devel-
oped countries had pledged to 
provide a $100 billion every 
year toward climate fi nance 
assistance to developing coun-
tries. In the past 15 years this 
pledge has been fulfi lled only 
once fully. The US has not met 
its fi nancial pledge between 
2017 and 2020. As such the US 
had dragged its feet for a long 
time, but nevertheless has not 
abandoned being part of the 
negotiations. Under President 
Trump the commitment is 
bound to reduce and will weak-
en the collective resolve of de-
veloped countries to fi nance 
climate change mitigation and 
adoption of renewable energy. 

Since developed countries have 
been and continue to be major 
contributors to greenhouse 
gases, the discussion of fi nance 
and repair is one of “climate jus-
tice.” Trump will defl ect or deny 
the charge of climate injustice 
even as the US reneges on its 
pledge. India stands to lose, since 
to get to net zero by 2070 the fund-
ing requirement is more than $10 
trillion. And much of this has to 
come from multilateral sources 
including America.

The second big issue is im-
migration. It is worth noting 
that it was during his cam-
paign that President Obama 
fi rst coined a new term and 
verb, “my job got Bangalored.” 
He said, “Say no to Bangalore, 
say yes to Buffalo.” This no-
tion that jobs are moving to 
outsourced locations has agi-
tated Trump supporters. It is a 
misleading assertion, because 
every outsourced job creates 
more profi t, and effi ciency 
for US corporations, and that 
eventually leads to new job 
creation. But the person who 
loses his or her job points a 
fi nger at Bangalore. Under 
Trump 2.0 the deportation of 
illegal immigrants may be 
done on a big scale. And there 
is likely to be some reform of 
H1-B visa process, making it 
harder for Indian workers to 
locate to America to provide 
software and related services. 

As it is the H1-B new visas as 
well as renewals have become 
a lottery with only one third of 
the applicants succeeding. The 
rest will have to leave. Even 
though tech companies will 
resist any restriction on hir-
ing foreign talent or on mov-
ing jobs offshore, Trump will 
have enough political clout to 
push through. The mood of 
the labour force, who are his 
supporters, is to bring back 
the jobs onshore to Americans.  

The third issue is on trade 
tariffs. Trump has already an-
nounced Robert Lighthizer as 
his trade chief. Lighthizer is 
known to be a hardliner and 
protectionist in his approach. 
We may fi nd that the US will 
impose high import duties on 
imports from not just China 
and Russia but also India, the 
EU, Korea and Japan. Perhaps 
only Canada and Mexico and 
other free trade agreement 
partners might have tariff 
free access to the American 
consumer. This could result 
in a tit for tat trade war of es-
calating tariffs, some of which 
we saw in Trump’s fi rst pres-
idency. The anti-China sen-
timent is strong, and there 
is continuity in the hardline 
stance on China from the ear-
lier Trump, then Biden and 
now Trump 2.0.  We will see 
the tech cold war play out 
much more, as the world gets 

divided into a Sinosphere and 
America dominated sphere, as 
far as tech is concerned.  How 
is this to be reconciled with 
still strong US-China trade 
(currently $800 billion), and 
the substantial presence of 
American companies in Chi-
na (like Apple, Tesla, General 
Motors) remains to be seen. 

The fourth issue is on Ameri-
ca’s support for wars in the Mid-
dle East and Ukraine. Trump 
once described Ukraine Presi-
dent Zelenskyy as a super sales-
man, since every time he came 
to America he walked away 
with a $100 billion of military 
and other aid. That could have 
been campaign rhetoric, but 
Trump’s next presidency might 
reduce support for Ukraine. Of 
course, arms aid and sale both 
to Ukraine and Israel has helped 
the fortunes and stock price of 
defence-related companies. But 
a relook is bound to happen. This 
also means that Trump may 
push America towards isolation-
ism i.e. decrease its role as glob-
al policeman.  This is due to the 
perception of American people 
that they do not seem to benefi t 
adequately with all that global 
spending on arms and securi-
ty across the globe. American 
national debt is $35 trillion, and 
high interest rates are making 
it diffi cult to sustain the burden. 
Hence the more inward-looking 
stance away from global involve-
ment. This means more volatili-
ty, instability in various confl ict 
zones, including the seas around 
Taiwan and China.  

The US must brace for very 
high debt, continuing high in-
terest rates, high infl ation ag-
gravated by Trump’s hike in im-
port tariffs and a still not strong 
economy. India’s relationship 
will likely become more trans-
actional with the US in Trump’s 
second term as he makes domes-
tic issues a high priority.

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The outcome of the US presidential election was more of a Dem-
ocratic loss than a triumph for Donald Trump. The Democrats 
lost not because US President Joe Biden stayed in the race too 

long, and not because Kamala Harris is unqualifi ed, but because they 
have been losing workers and failed to win them back.

The party ceased to be a home for American workers long ago, owing 
to its support for digital disruption, globalisation, large immigrant 
infl ows, and “woke” ideas. Nowadays, those most likely to vote for 
Democrats are the highly educated, not manual workers. In the United 
States, as elsewhere, democracy will suffer if the center left does not 
become more pro-worker.

While the Democrats did win some previous elections with support 
from Silicon Valley, minorities, portions of organised labour, and the 
professional class in large cities, this was never sustainable. Such a 
coalition is alienating to workers and the middle class in much of the 
country, especially in smaller cities and the South. The problem was 
already obvious after 2016, which is part of the reason why Biden 
adopted a pro-worker industrial strategy in 2020.

The Biden economy did deliver for the working class by creating 
jobs and strengthening the US industrial base. Wages at the bottom 
rose rapidly, and policies started moving a little toward the views of 
American workers on immigration, protectionism, support for unions, 
and public investment. But the party establishment – especially the 
highly educated activists concentrated in prosperous coastal cities – 
never internalised workers’ cultural and economic concerns. Instead, 
Democrats often seemed to be lecturing or scolding them.

Here is my own test for understanding the relationship between the 
Democrats and American workers: If a member of the Democratic elite 
is stranded in an unfamiliar city, would he prefer to spend the next 
four hours talking to a Midwestern American worker with a high-
school diploma, or to a professional with a postgraduate education 
from Mexico, China, or Indonesia? Whenever I pose this question to 
colleagues and friends, they all assume it’s the latter.

With her emphasis on the middle class and patriotism, Harris ini-
tially seemed ready to address this 
problem. If credible, a true effort to win 
back workers may well have won the 
election. But by the end, the campaign 
had centered around the issues that 
mattered most to the base. The biggest 
attempt to broaden the coalition came 
from using Liz Cheney (a Republican 
former congresswoman who has been 
banished from her party) to appeal to 
suburban women on the issue of abor-
tion. Reproductive freedom may be a 
critical issue, but it was never going to 
win over the working class, certainly 
not working-class men.

On the economy, Democrats can talk 
about opportunity and jobs until they 
turn blue, but unless they distance 
themselves from the tech and global 
business elite, such messaging will not 
translate into a real pro-worker agenda 
– and workers will see right through 
it. With even Silicon Valley starting to 
leave the Democrats (ironically), there 
is no better time to change course.

But a redirection will be diffi cult 
now that Trump and JD Vance’s Re-
publican Party has become the main 
home for workers – especially those 
in manufacturing and smaller cities – 
and now that Democratic elites are so 
culturally disconnected from workers and much of the middle class.

The great tragedy is that while Biden’s agenda had subtly started 
paying off for workers (proving that globalisation and rising inequality 
are not just blind forces of nature), the next administration’s policies 
will almost certainly support plutocrats. High tariffs on imports from 
China will not bring back jobs that have left the country, and they cer-
tainly won’t help keep infl ation in check. While Biden’s pandemic-era 
policies (coming on top of Trump’s own stimulus measures) did fuel 
infl ation, the US Federal Reserve managed to restore price stability. 
But if Trump pressures the Fed for more rate cuts (to boost his own 
popularity), infl ation could return.

Moreover, Trump’s championing of the crypto sector will probably 
allow for more scams and bubbles, while doing nothing for American 
workers or consumers. His promised tax cuts will primarily help cor-
porations and the stock market, with any resulting increase in invest-
ment going largely toward the tech sector and automation.

More broadly, the next four years of technology policy could turn 
out to be a disaster for workers. While Biden issued a major executive 
order on AI, this was merely a fi rst step. If not regulated properly, 
AI will not only wreak havoc on many industries; it will also lead to 
pervasive manipulation of consumers and citizens (just look at social 
media), and its true potential as a tool that can help workers will go 
unrealised. By supporting large companies and venture capitalists in 
Silicon Valley, the Trump administration will fuel the trend toward 
labour-replacing automation.

Trump’s threat to US institutions also poses a big risk for work-
ers. It is no secret that he will further weaken democratic norms, 
introduce uncertainty into policymaking, deepen polarisation, and 
undermine trust in institutions like the courts and the Department 
of Justice (which he will try to weaponise). This behaviour will not 
lead immediately to economic collapse, and it may even encourage 
some investment by his favoured companies (including the fossil-fuel 
industry) in the short run. But in the medium term (say, 10 years or 
so), weaker institutions and loss of public trust in the courts will take 
a toll on investment and effi ciency.

Such institutional weaknesses are always economically costly, and 
they could prove truly disastrous in an economy that depends on in-
novation and complex, advanced technologies, which require greater 
contractual support, trust between parties, and confi dence in the rule 
of law. Without expert-led regulation, much of the economy – from 
health care and education to online business and consumer services 
– will be awash in snake oil, rather than high-quality products.

If the economy can no longer foster innovation and productivity 
growth, wages will stagnate. Yet even in the face of such adverse out-
comes, many workers will not return to the Democrats unless the party 
truly takes their interests on board. That means not only adopting 
policies that support workers’ incomes, but also speaking their lan-
guage, however foreign it may be to the coastal elites who have run 
the party aground.

Missing tigers

Sir, Ranthambore National Park in Rajasthan, that was of-
fi cially declared a tiger reserve under Project Tiger, prides 
on its tigers. But the tiger number in Ranthambore has 
waxed and waned. In an alarming development, 25 of the 
75 big cats have gone missing from the park over the last 
one year, and this is an offi cial number although uncon-
fi rmed reports say 10 of the 25 have been traced. Offi cials 
are concerned about monitoring gaps because some of the 
missing tigers were not captured by camera traps. Laxity 
in tiger monitoring may prove detrimental to its conser-
vation. Tigers are solitary animals and overcrowding is 
a big no for them as it may lead to territorial fi ghts for 
space and survival. Relocation of villages from the buffer 
zones has not happened in a big way in Ranthambore as 
expected due to reasons more than one. Poisoning of tigers 
is not uncommon as tussle for territory has pushed them to 
villages resulting in the never-ending man-animal confl ict.

BRACE FOR DISRUPTION
FOCUS TRUMP 2.0

In the 2024 Union Budget, 
the fi nance minister has 
laid a lot of importance on 

renewal energy sector. Howev-
er, the transition from use of 
fossil fuels to greener energies 
in the production process will 
be a tough challenge. The cur-
rent PAT (Perform, Achieve 
and Trade) system is expected 
to move towards Indian Car-
bon Market system. 

PAT is a regulatory bench-
mark set by the Bureau of 
Energy Effi ciency to reduce 
energy consumption in tra-
ditionally energy intensive 
industries. It acts as a tool of 
measurement of excess energy 
saving, which can be traded. 

To explain in simple terms, 
a company which produces 
iron, steel or aluminium, 
consumes energy (either fos-
sil fuel or green energy). The 
consumption of fossil fuel im-
pacts the environment detri-
mentally. The world, through 
formal institutions such as the 
International Energy Agency, 
is making an effort to curb this 
detrimental effect. 

In such a scenario, the en-
ergy intensive industries have 
the following options - either 
they cut down the emission by 
reducing production, or con-
tinue with existing rate and 

buy carbon certifi cates. The 
third option for companies is 
to reduce emissions and earn 
carbon credits. These carbon 
credits may eventually be sold 
in the carbon market. 

The need of the hour is to 
meet the energy effi ciency stan-
dards i.e. in order to produce a 
certain quantity of material out-
put, there has to be an attempt 
to use a prescribed amount of 
energy. This can be achieved 
through optimal utilisation of 
energy resources. Such ener-
gy resources include renewal 
energy sources which aid in 
reduction of carbon emissions. 

The growing population in 
India, the exponential rise of 
urbanisation and modernisa-
tion, demand similar rate of 
infrastructure development. 
The housing schemes of the 
government catering to the 
rural population, and the 
demand for modern housing 
projects in cities, have been 
growing at an astonishing 
pace. The production of raw 
materials must commensurate 
to such requirements as well. 

On one hand, a developing 
country like India must grow 
at a certain rate, and on the 
other hand India must com-
ply with the environmental 
norms as well. To achieve both 

the goals, the government as 
well as the private sector must 
maintain a balance, by replac-
ing the traditional fossil fuels 
by climate friendly fuels.

Carbon trading or emis-
sions trading implies a mar-
ket-based approach of con-
trolling emissions by incen-
tivising companies to adhere 
to renewal energy mode of 
production. Companies are 
provided emission targets or 
‘emission ceiling’. Companies 
which adhere to such norms, 
without reducing the produc-
tion output, are given carbon 
credits or carbon certifi cates. 
In contrast, companies which 
cross the emission ceiling, 
have to buy carbon certifi cates 
from the carbon market. 

For a developing country 
like India, climate change is 
not about competing with de-
veloped countries of the West, 
but exploring substitutes to 
fossil fuel. In the last decade, 
India has tried to ‘decarbo-
nise’ certain sectors in order 
to have acceptance in certain 
European markets. Lately, 
the European countries don’t 
prefer to import raw materials 
produced through fossil fuels. 

India has been trying to 
utilise different forms of re-
newal energy like solar, wind 

and hydel, for its poverty alle-
viation programmes. Renew-
al energy can be used in the 
electrifi cation of villages and 
agriculture in a sustainable 
manner. Within the purview 
of Kyoto Protocol’s Flexibility 
Mechanisms, developed coun-
tries of the West can invest in 
emission mitigation projects in 
developing countries, and gain 
carbon credits (carbon certifi -
cates). India is one of the largest 
suppliers of carbon certifi cates. 
Energy effi ciency is one of the 
eight missions under the Na-
tional Action Plan on Climate 
Change, which is a refl ection 
of the seriousness and sincerity 
with which India is taking the 
issue of climate change. 

India must create its own 
carbon credit policy, which 
would include stakeholders of 
energy intensive sectors like 
manufacturing. A set of manda-
tory norms should be created, 
to which all players would be 
obligated. One of the challenges 
would be to have a mechanism 
to collect the actual data on 
emissions from such companies. 
There shouldn’t be a case where-
in companies are manipulating 
data to suit their cause.

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New Delhi, Nov 13: Air pol-
lution in India’s national cap-
ital increased to ‘severe’ on an 
offi cial index Wednesday for 
the fi rst time this season as 
temperatures and wind speeds 
dropped, reducing visibility 
and affecting some fl ights.

Delhi overtook Pakistan’s 
Lahore as the world’s most pol-
luted city in Swiss group IQA-
ir’s live rankings, and India's 
pollution control authority said 
the national capital territory’s 
24-hour air quality index (AQI) 
score had touched 418.

The Central Pollution Control 
Board defi nes an AQI reading of 
0-50 as “good”, and above 401 as 
“severe”, which affects healthy 
people and “seriously impacts” 
those with existing diseases.

The Indian capital battles 
smog - a toxic mix of smoke 
and fog - every winter as cold 
air traps dust, emissions, and 
smoke from illegal farm fi res.

Authorities have on occasion 
closed schools, stopped some 
building work, and placed re-
strictions on private vehicles 
to curb the problem.

Pakistan’s Punjab province, 
which shares a border with 
India and is also battling toxic 
air, has this month banned out-
door activities, closed schools 
and ordered some shops, mar-
kets, and malls to close early.

The concentration of PM2.5 - 
particulate matter measuring 
2.5 microns or less in diameter 
that can be carried into lungs, 

causing deadly diseases and 
cardiac issues - in Delhi was 
more than 120 times the World 
Health Organisation’s rec-
ommended levels Wednesday 
morning, IQAir said.

Weather department offi cials 
also blamed the smog, which re-
duced visibility to zero in some 
places, on high humidity, low 
wind speed, and the minimum 

temperature dropping to 17 de-
grees Celsius (63 degrees Fahr-
enheit) from 17.9 C a day before.

At least eight fl ights were 
diverted from the city’s Indira 
Gandhi International Airport, 
news agency ANI reported.

Dense fog - defi ned as that 
which reduces visibility to 
50-200 metres (164-657 ft) - was 
expected to continue over 
northwest India for the “next 
2-3 days”, the India Meteoro-
logical Department said.

New Delhi, Nov 13: Sluggish 
traffi c, road barricades for mar-
riage processions, loud bangs 
of ‘dhols’ and DJs during com-
mute, and parking headache 
awaits Delhiites as the wedding 
season kicked off Tuesday.

With around 4.5 lakh wed-
dings expected to be held over 
the next three weeks, Delhi Po-
lice have deployed 1,500 to 2,000 
traffi c personnel to smoothen 
the fl ow of vehicles.

The fi rst phase of the wed-
ding season, which spans 18 
days, began Tuesday and will 
continue till December 16, ac-
cording to the Confederation 
of All India Traders (CAIT). 
Around 50,000 weddings are 
scheduled for the day in the 
national capital, it said.

Wedding bands and banquet 
halls across the city are wit-
nessing a surge in demand for 
bookings.

A senior police offi cer said 
that regular meetings are be-

ing held with banquet hall 
owners to ensure that parking 
arrangements are in place. “We 
advise venues without on-site 

parking to arrange for valet 
services. We are also focussing 
on curbing drunk driving and 
managing ‘baraats’ to avoid 

congestion on main roads,” the 
offi cer said.

Patrolling bikes have been 
stationed across the city to help 
maintain traffi c fl ow, he added.

Wedding vendors in the city 
are gearing up for a busy 
month ahead.

Jakir Khan, 
owner of Raj-
dhani Band, 
shared that 
he has al-
ready re-
ceived 75 to 
80 bookings 
for Novem-
ber. “From 
today, we’re 
getting fi ve to six 
bookings every day. 
A lot of customers booked 
us in advance, starting last 
month,” Khan said.

Karishma, who runs the 
Jea Band Group, also re-
ported a strong start to the 
 season.

“We have already received 
around 80 bookings for No-
vember, with 14 just for to-
day,” she said. “The number 
is likely to increase in the 
coming days. We’re also see-

ing a rise in destination wed-
ding bookings,” she added.

Mohammad Rihaan, own-
er of White and Green Wed-
ding Planners, said that 
his team has secured 50 
contracts for weddings this 

month alone.
Harindra Tomar, 
another wedding 

planner, said he 
has already 25 
wedding book-
ings for this 
month, and ex-
pects the num-
bers to rise as 

the season pro-
gresses.
Praveen Khandel-

wal, Secretary General 
of the CAIT and the MP from 
Chandni Chowk, explained 
that the tradition of cele-
brating weddings after Dev 
Uthani Ekadashi is rooted in 
ancient texts, which suggests 
that Lord Vishnu awakens 
from his four-month rest on 
this day.

“From this point onward, 
auspicious events like wed-
dings begin,” Khandelwal 
said.
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Lucknow, Nov 13: In a pio-
neering effort, a Lucknow-based 
man has successfully cultivated 
saffron -- traditionally grown 
in Kashmir’s cool climate and 
unique soil conditions -- using 
the aeroponic technique that 
requires no soil.

Saffron is traditionally diffi -
cult to cultivate outside Kash-
mir due to its specifi c needs 
for cooler temperatures and 
particular soil types. Howev-
er, 38-year-old Hemant Srivas-
tava’s innovative indoor farm-
ing method has led to the fi rst 
saffron bloom in Lucknow.

Srivastava, who had pre-
viously worked for a leading 
company in the US, left his lu-
crative career to pursue to get 
into saffron cultivation in his 
hometown in Vijayant Khand, 
Gomti Nagar.

“The idea of cultivating saf-
fron struck me while watching 

videos online. When I realised 
there wasn’t much suitable land 
in Lucknow, I decided to try grow-
ing it right at home,” he said.

“I travelled to Kashmir, met 
with local farmers, and learned 
about their methods. That’s 
when I felt confi dent I could 
replicate it in a controlled set-
up here in Lucknow,” he added.

Srivastava employed the 
aeroponic method to cultivate 
saffron bulbs in an air-condi-
tioned hall, growing the plants 
in a soilless and waterless en-
vironment.

CAPITAL CHOKES 

Residents complain of burning eyes, breathing issues
Delhi-NCR woke up to a thick blanket of smog Wednesday morning, severely impacting visibility and leaving 

residents grappling with hazardous air quality. As commuters braved the 
roads, many complained of burning eyes and breathing issues. Apart from the 
national Capital, in the NCR cities of Noida and Ghaziabad in Uttar Pradesh and 
Gurugram in Haryana there was a toxic smog hanging low in the air, making 
breathing diffi cult for residents. Abhimanyu Jha, a Delhi resident, voiced the 
concerns of many as he spoke to IANS, warning that pollution had reached deadly 
levels. “Pollution has now become fatal,” he said, adding that it was causing 
severe respiratory issues and even cancer among the city's population. Jha 
emphasised that the poor bear the brunt of this environmental crisis, with limited 
options to avoid the toxic air. “We tolerate it because we have no other choice,” 
he lamented, suggesting that rich citizens could help reduce pollution by adopting 
cleaner vehicle technologies. Jha further criticised the government’s efforts 
to tackle the problem, particularly pointing to the ineffectiveness of spraying measures aimed at reducing 
pollution. “The spraying initiative seems like a sham. Pollution continues to rise, and the highway situation is 
deteriorating,” he said. His remarks were echoed by others who urged the government to shift from rhetoric 
to concrete action. Buddh Singh, who was out on the roads for work, noted the worsening conditions: “It’s like 
walking through fog. My eyes are burning, and it’s diffi cult to breathe,” he said. “Every year, the situation gets 
worse, and yet the government continues to make empty promises. Nothing changes.”

Innovative farming method leads 
to fi rst saffron bloom in Lucknow
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Delhi, Nov 13: The Delhi gov-
ernment has rolled out a winter 
action plan for the homeless as 
part of which 200-250 pagoda 
tents with a capacity to accom-
modate around 2,000 people will 
be set up and 16 rescue teams 
will be formed.

As part of the winter action 
plan, the government will set 
up an additional 200 to 250 
waterproof and fi re-retardant 
pagoda tents which will ac-
commodate around 2,000 more 
homeless individuals. These 
tents will be set up in areas 
with high concentrations of 
homeless people.

An offi cial said the govern-
ment has allocated Rs 3 crore 
for the implementation of the 
plan from November 15 this 
year to March 15, 2025 to pro-
vide shelter to the homeless and 
ensure their comfort.

Sixteen rescue teams will be 
formed in collaboration with 
Social Mobilisation Agencies 
and NGOs. These teams will 
operate between 10 pm and 4 
am every day, rescuing home-
less individuals found sleeping 
in open spaces or on roadsides, 
the plan stated.Each team will 
be equipped with a vehicle, 

a driver and two attendants. 
They will transport the rescued 
individuals to nearby shelters 
or hospitals if needed, it stated.

According to the plan, a mon-
itoring system will oversee the 
implementation at multiple lev-
els. The Joint Apex Advisory 
Committee (JAAC) led by the 
DUSIB CEO will coordinate 
efforts among various depart-
ments, including the health 
department, municipal corpo-
rations and police.

A centralised control room 
will coordinate the rescue op-
erations, handle information 
through a dedicated helpline, 
mobile app and other sources, 
the plan stated.

People can also inform au-
thorities about homeless in-
dividuals by uploading pho-
tographs on the ‘Rain Basera’ 
mobile app which will help 
track their location via GPS 
for immediate assistance.

Awareness campaigns will 
also be launched to inform 
the public about the available 
shelters and rescue services. 
Repair and maintenance of 
shelters have been prioritised 
to ensure that the facilities are 
in good condition for the win-
ter season, the plan stated.

The DUSIB has collaborated 
with various civic agencies to 
ensure the availability of ba-
sic amenities such as drinking 
water, electricity and sanita-
tion facilities at all shelters, 
it said.

The shelters will also have 
facilities like t elevision, hot 
water, blankets and lockers 
to store personal belongings, 
it said.

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Ranchi, Nov 13: Polling in 
the fi rst phase of elections to 43 
Assembly seats in Jharkhand 
remained peaceful, with over 
66.18 per cent of 1.37 crore vot-
ers exercising their franchise 
Wednesday, offi cials said.

Despite almost half of the 
15,334 booths, where polling 
took place, being in the critical 
category, no Naxal violence was 
reported barring one of two in-
cidents in which Maoists tried 
to prevent voters from reach-
ing booths in West Singhbhum 
district but the attempts were 
thwarted by the police and ad-
ministration, they said.

“Approximately 66.18 per 
cent voter turnout was record-
ed as per data calculated till 9.50 
pm, with Lohardaga district top-
ping the list with 73.21 per cent 
polling and Hazaribag district 
recording the lowest at 62.78 per 
cent,” a poll offi cial said.

The overall polling percent-
age in the state surpassed 63.9 
per cent recorded in the 2019 
Assembly polls, according to 
the Election Commission.

With this, the fate of 683 can-
didates, including former Con-
gress MP Geeta Kora and Rajya 
Sabha MP Mahua Maji among 
73 women nominees, in fray in 
the fi rst phase has been sealed.

Barring Lohardaga and Haz-
aribag, the poll percentage in 
other districts were Seraike-
la-Kharsawan (76.02), Gumla 
(69.01), Simdega (68.74), Khunti 
(68.36), Garhwa (68.42), Late-
har (67.16), West Singhbhum 
(66.87), Ramgarh (66.32), East 
Singhbhum (67.10), Chatra (64), 
Palamu (62.97), Koderma (62.15) 
and Ranchi (62.56).

West Singhbhum, one of the 

most Maoist-affected districts 
in the state saw increase in 
voting.

West Singhbhum Deputy 
Commissioner Kuldeep Chaud-
hary told PTI, “Polling was 
peaceful and overall turnout 
increased in all fi ve constitu-
encies -- Chaibasa, Majhgaon, 
Jagannathpur, Manoharpur 
and Chakradharpur -- to 69.96 
per cent, 70.80 per cent, 69.84 
per cent, 64.03 per cent and 
68.61 per cent, respectively, 
from 66.49 per cent, 68.03 per 
cent, 65.02 per cent, 61.19 per 
cent and 65.80 per cent, respec-
tively, in 2019.”

Government doctor 
stabbed in Chennai 
Chennai: A medical 
oncologist at the Kalaignar 
Centenary Super Speciality 
Hospital here was stabbed 
multiple times Wednesday 
by the son of a patient 
allegedly over grievances 
regarding the treatment of his 
mother at the same facility, a 
hospital offi cial said. The man 
assaulted the doctor inside 
the outpatient room during 
a conversation regarding his 
mother’s treatment. He was 
immediately apprehended by 
the hospital staff and handed 
over to the police, and he was 
arrested. The attack led to 
an outrage and doctors and 
nurses gathered in front of 
the hospital entrance to mark 
their strong protest. 

12 pilgrims hurt in 
vehicular collision 
Jammu: Twelve pilgrims 
visiting the Shiv Khori shrine 
were injured when their bus 
collided with a vehicle in 
Jammu and Kashmir’s Reasi 
district Wednesday, offi cials 
said. The accident occurred 
at Simbal Chowk when a bus 
carrying 35 to 40 pilgrims 
from Uttar Pradesh collided 
with another vehicle coming 
from the opposite direction, 
offi cials stated. Twelve 
pilgrims sustained injuries 
and were hospitalized, they 
added. The pilgrims were on 
their way to visit the Shiv 
Khori shrine after visiting the 
Mata Vaishno Devi shrine.

Three killed as bus
collides with truck 
Banda (UP): A bus carrying 
wedding guests collided with 
a truck in Uttar Pradesh’s 
Fatehpur district, resulting 
in three deaths and injuring 
nine others Wednesday, a 
police offi cial said. Additional 
Superintendent of Police 
(Fatehpur) Vijay Shankar 
Mishra said the accident 
occurred on the national 
highway near Mauhar village 
when the bus was en route 
from Muderi village in Prayagraj 
to Noida. The bus, carrying 23 
wedding guests, lost control 
and collided with the truck in 
front of it, Mishra said. 

30 students fall sick 
after eating breakfast 
Bidar (Karnataka): About 
30 students of a private 
residential school fell sick 
after eating breakfast 
Wednesday in the taluka 
headquarters town of 
Humnabad in this district, 
police said. It is suspected to 
be a case of food poisoning, 
they said. 
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New Delhi, Nov 13: A Parlia-
mentary Standing Committee 
will take up the issue of the age 
of marriage for men and wom-
en next week as a bill aimed 
at bringing uniformity in the 
matter has lapsed with the dis-
solution of the 17th Lok Sabha.

The secretary of the Women 
and Child Development Minis-
try (WCD) and representatives 
of the National Coalition Ad-
vocating for Adolescent Con-
cerns (NCAAC) and the Young 
Voices Campaign will appear 
before the panel at its Novem-
ber 22 meeting on the proposed 
changes in the marriage age for 

children and other women-re-
lated legislation.

According to the agenda of 
the meeting, the panel on edu-
cation, women, children, youth 
and sports headed by Congress 
MP Digvijaya Singh will also 
hear the WCD secretary on the 
functioning of various statuto-
ry and autonomous bodies such 
as the National Commission for 
Women, National Commission 
for Protection of Child Rights, 
Central Adoption Resource Au-
thority, and the National Insti-
tute of Public Cooperation and 
Child Development.

The Prohibition of Child 
Marriage (Amendment) Bill, 
2021, which was introduced 

in the Lok Sabha in December 
2021 was referred to the stand-
ing committee and got several 
extensions.

The Bill ultimately lapsed 
with the dissolution of the 17th 
Lok Sabha.

Asked about the issue being 
taken up even as the Bill has 
lapsed, a senior member of the 
panel said, “There is no bar on 
taking up the issue”.

The Prohibition of Child 
Marriage (Amendment) Bill, 

2021, aimed to amend the Pro-
hibition of Child Marriage Act, 
2006, to increase the minimum 
age of marriage of females to 
21 years. The Bill, had it been 
passed, would have overrid-
den any other law, custom, or 
practice.

Under the 2006 Act, a person 
married below the minimum 
age may apply for annulment 
within two years of attaining 
majority (that is before 20 years 
of age). The Bill sought to in-

crease this to fi ve years (that is 
23 years of age).

At its November 21 meeting, 
the panel will discuss the New

New Delhi, Nov 13: With the 
Supreme Court applying brakes 
on bulldozer action, Opposition 
leaders Wednesday hailed the 
judgement and took a swipe at 
the BJP, saying the apex court 
has “parked the bulldozer in 
the garage forever”.

Equating ‘bulldozer justice’ 
with a lawless state of affairs 
where might is right, the apex 
court laid down pan-India 
guidelines and said no property 
should be demolished without a 
prior show cause notice and the 
affected must be given 15 days 
to respond.

The executive cannot as-
sume judicial powers to punish 
citizens by demolishing their 
properties without following 
due process, the top court said 
while terming such excesses 
“high-handed and arbitrary” 
and ruling that they need to 

be dealt with the “heavy hand 
of the law”.

Opposition parties in Uttar 
Pradesh hoped that with this 
verdict, the “bulldozer terror” 
and “jungle raj” in the state 
would end.

Samajwadi Party chief Akh-
ilesh Yadav said the Supreme 
Court has “parked the bull-
dozer in the garage forever”, 
remarks that were seen as a 

dig at the Yogi Adityanath 
government.

Addressing a gathering in 
Kanpur ahead of the Novem-
ber 20 bypolls, Yadav claimed 
that the houses of the poor were 
being demolished in the name 
of bulldozer action.

He claimed that the manner 
in which bulldozers were used 
in Ayodhya was the reason be-
hind the defeat of the BJP in 

the Lok Sabha election. Taking 
a jibe at the ruling BJP over 
the top court verdict, he said, 
“With the Supreme Court’s de-
cision, the bulldozer has been 
parked in the garage forever. 
There can be no bigger com-
ment than what the Supreme 
Court said.” Bahujan Samaj 
Party chief Mayawati took to X 
to welcome the verdict and said, 
“After today’s decision of the 
Hon’ble Supreme Court regard-
ing demolitions and the related 
strict guidelines, it should be ex-
pected that UP and other state 
governments will manage pub-
lic interest and welfare properly 
and the terror of bulldozer will 
defi nitely end now.”

Uttar Pradesh Congress chief 
Ajay Rai said the verdict would 
end the “jungle raj” in the state 
while the Samajwadi Party said 
that “bulldozer action” was “to-
tally unjust, unfair, unconstitu-
tional and illegal”.

Shimla, Nov 13: In a jolt to 
Chief Minister Sukhvinder 
Singh Sukhu, the Himachal 
Pradesh High Court Wednes-
day quashed the appointment 
of six chief parliamentary sec-
retaries and declared the law 
under which they were appoint-
ed void.

A division bench of the court 
comprising Justices Vivek 
Thakur and Bipin Chander 
Negi also directed that all the 
facilities and privileges of the 
six chief parliamentary secre-
taries be withdrawn with imme-
diate effect.

The court declared the Hi-
machal Pradesh Parliamenta-
ry Secretaries (Appointment, 
Salaries, Allowances, Powers, 
Privileges and Amenities) Act, 
2006 as void.

Pronouncing the verdict, Jus-
tice Negi said the offi cials are 
usurpers of public offi ce and 
all facilities extended to them 
be withdrawn with immediate 
effect. Sukhu had appointed 
the six chief parliamentary 
secretaries -- Sanjay Awasthi, 
the MLA from the Arki As-
sembly constituency, Sunder 
Singh from Kullu, Ram Kumar 
from Doon, Mohan Lal Barakta 
from Rohru, Ashish Butail from 

Palampur and Kishori Lal from 
Baijnath -- on January 8, 2023, 
ahead of his cabinet expansion.

“The impugned Act is 
quashed as being beyond the 
legislative competence of the 
state legislature and conse-
quently, all subsequent actions, 
including the appointments of 
the six CPS are held and de-
clared illegal, unconstitutional, 
void ab initio and, accordingly, 
set aside,” the order said.

“Since the Act is void ab in-
itio, the respondents (CPS) are 
usurpers of public offi ce right 
from their inception and thus, 
their continuance in the offi ce, 
based on illegal and unconstitu-
tional appointments, is complete-
ly impermissible and from now 
onwards, they cease to be holders 
of the offi ce of the CPS with all 
the consequences,” it added.

The protection granted to 
such appointments to the of-
fi ce of chief parliamentary 
secretary or parliamentary 
secretary according to section 
3 read with section 3(d) of the 
Himachal Pradesh Legislative 
Assembly Members (Removal 
of Disqualifi cations) Act, 1971 
is also declared illegal and 
unconstitutional and thus, a 
claim of such protection under 
section 3(d) is inconsequential, 
and natural consequences and 
legal implications whereof shall 
follow forthwith in accordance 
with law, the order said.

The court declared the

Himachal HC quashes appointments

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Kolkata, Nov 13: Two junior 
doctors were examined in a 
special court in the RG Kar 
hospital rape and murder case 
of a medic Wednesday, taking 
the total number of witnesses 
deposing in the case to six.

Prime accused Sanjay Roy 
was produced before the court 
of additional district and ses-
sions judge Anirban Das at 
Sealdah Court for three consecu-
tive days. The court proceedings 
were being held in-camera daily 
since Monday.

Two junior doctors of RG Kar 
Medical College and Hospital de-
posed before the judge Wednes-
day as the proceedings began 
at 2 pm. Roy was brought to the 
court under heavy police arrange-
ments. Two identical prison vans 
with grill wire mesh fi tted on win-
dows were there to transport him.

The on-duty postgraduate 
trainee doctor’s body was found 
in the seminar room of the state-
run hospital August 9 morning, 
sparking outrage across the coun-
try. Roy, a civic volunteer, was ar-
rested by the Kolkata Police the 
next day.

Jaipur/Wayanad: A turnout ranging from 55 to 90 per cent was recorded 
in the bypolls to 31 Assembly seats in 10 states while in the Wayanad Lok 
Sabha constituency, the polling per-
centage was around 65 Wednesday 
with voting in West Bengal marred 
by sporadic incidents of violence in 
which a TMC worker was killed. Vot-
ing was conducted in seven seats 
in Rajasthan, six in West Bengal, 
fi ve in Assam, four seats in Bihar, 
three in Karnataka, two seats in 
Madhya Pradesh, and one seat each 
in Chhattisgarh, Gujarat, Kerala 
and Meghalaya besides Wayanad. 
Votes will be counted November 
23. Most of these seats fell vacant 
after the sitting MLAs contested the 
Lok Sabha elections and won while 
in some constituencies, the bypolls 
are being held due to death of the 
representatives. The Wayanad 
seat was vacated by Rahul Gandhi, 
who also won from the Rae Bareli 
parliamentary constituency which 
he kept. In Meghalaya,  a high 
turnout of 90.84 per cent was recorded in the lone Ganbegre seat in West 
Garo Hills district, chief electoral offi cer BDR Tiwari said. Former TMC ward 
president Ashok Shaw was killed in the shootout-cum-crude bomb attack 
in Bhatpara in North 24 Parganas in West Bengal, where the voter turnout 
was last reported to be 69.29 per cent. Bihar saw a voter turnout of 52.84 per 
cent in the four seats - Tarari, Imamganj, Belaganj and Ramgarh. In Madhya 
Pradesh, a turnout of nearly 74 per cent was recorded in the two seats of 
Vijaypur and Budhni. An estimated 76.9 per cent voters turned in the three 
assembly segments of Shiggaon, Sandur and Channapatna in Karnataka. In 
Assam, an estimated 72.96 per cent voters exercised their franchise in the 
bypolls to the fi ve constituencies in Assam amid minor incidents of violence.

The Wayanad Lok Sabha 
constituency in Kerala, 
from where Congress 
general secretary 
Priyanka Gandhi Vadra 
made her electoral 
debut, saw a voter 
turnout of around 65 per 
cent. This was a decline 
from the close to 74 per 
cent turnout recorded 
in the polls held in April, 
when her brother Rahul 
Gandhi contested from 
the hill constituency

New Delhi, Nov 13: The Su-
preme Court Wednesday ad-
vised the Maharashtra deputy 
Chief Minister Ajit Pawar-led 
NCP faction to try standing on 
its own legs and asked it not to 
use the picture of Sharad Pawar 
in poll campaigning with whom 
the party has “ideological dif-
ferences”.

A bench of Justices Surya 
Kant and Ujjal Bhuyan also 
asked both factions of Nation-
alist Congress Party (NCP) 
led by Sharad Pawar and his 
nephew Ajit Pawar to focus 
on the battlefield (Maha-
rashtra Assembly elections) 
instead of doing rounds of the 
courts.

“Tell your party functionar-
ies that they will not use old 
or new video clips or use the 
photographs of Sharad Pawar 
with whom your party is hav-
ing ideological differences. You 
try to stand on your legs,” the 
bench told senior advocate Bal-
ibir Singh, appearing for Ajit 
Pawar-led faction.

It asked the Ajit Pawar fac-
tion to circulate an online cir-
cular among its leaders, party 
workers and representatives 
associated with the Assembly 
elections that they will not use 
the picture or video/audio clip 
of Sharad Pawar, whether it is 
old or new.

“People of India are very in-
telligent and they have a fair 
idea about who Sharad Pawar 
and Ajit Pawar are. They can-
not be fooled so easily,” the 
bench told senior advocate 
Abhishek Singhvi, appearing 
for Sharad Pawar group after 
he complained that an MLC 
from Ajit Pawar faction had cir-
culated a video clip of Sharad 
Pawar to showcase his support.

Question is that when there 
is an order of the Supreme 

Court, then it needs to be re-
spected, the bench said while 
referring to earlier orders of 
the apex court where it had re-
strained the Ajit Pawar faction 
from using pictures or symbols 
of the Sharad Pawar faction.

The bench said though peo-
ple are intelligent enough to 
differentiate between both 
Ajit Pawar faction and Sharad 
Pawar faction but they may 
be confused for a short while 
in this era of Artifi cial Intelli-
gence, where voice and pictures 
of leaders can be misused.

The top court listed the mat-
ter for hearing Tuesday.

‘The Nehru Archive’ will go 
online next year November 14, 
the birth anniversary of the 
former prime minister.

The Jawaharlal Nehru Me-
morial Fund (JNMF) Wednes-
day announced ‘The Nehru 
Archive’, a cutting-edge multi-
media digital archive.

It will make easily accessible 
100 volumes of ‘The Selected 
Works of Jawaharlal Nehru’, 
his letters to chief ministers 
from 1947 to 1964 and published 

books by Jawaharlal Nehru 
such as ‘Letters from a Father 
to His Daughter’, ‘Glimpses of 
World History, An Autobiogra-
phy’, ‘The Unity of India’, ‘The 
Discovery of India’, ‘A Bunch 
of Old Letters’ and his less-
er-known writings.

The digital archive, that is 
being created on the lines of the 
US-based Wilson Center, will al-
so house Nehru’s speeches from 
1917 to 1964, writings on him by 
his contemporaries, material 
on him from global archives 
and lesser-known published 
and unpublished writings of 
the former PM.

On whether this was an at-
tempt to counter some of the 
false narratives about Nehru 
and the political attacks aimed 
at him, senior Congress leader 
and a trustee of the JNMF Jai-
ram Ramesh asserted that this 

is not a political exercise but an 
intellectual and historical one.

Ramesh said the digital ar-
chive would make easily avail-
able for the user material on 
Nehru which one can search, 
cross reference and download.

Vice-Chairman of JNMF 

Karan Singh said, “I am sure 
that this archive will make 
Nehru more accessible to suc-
cessive generations who need 
to be informed of his contri-
bution towards the making of 
modern India and the world.”

JNMF Secretary Professor 

Madhavan K Palat said, “We 
aim to make the archive as 
comprehensive as possible, 
open-ended and dynamic, 
constantly updated with 
newer archival sources as 
and when they become avail-
able. It should be the single 
most important source for 
research and study on Jawa-
harlal Nehru.”

The JNMF was established in 
1964 through a Deed of Declara-
tion of Trust. It has published 
‘The Selected Works of Jawa-

harlal Nehru’ and organised 
the Jawaharlal Nehru Memo-
rial Lecture.

It also awards the Jawaharlal 
Nehru Memorial Fellowship 
annually to noted scholars, 
administers scholarships to 
doctoral students in different 
disciplines and manages Anand 
Bhawan and the Jawahar Plan-
etarium in Prayagraj.

It has, at present, 14 trustees 
and is headed by Congress Par-
liamentary Party chairperson 
Sonia Gandhi.

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New Delhi, Nov 13: The Cen-
tre Wednesday released new 
guidelines to regulate mis-
leading advertisements by 
coaching institutes, prohibit-
ing false claims like 100 per 
cent selection or 100 per cent 
job security. The final guide-
lines, drafted by the Central 
Consumer Protection Author-
ity (CCPA), come in the wake 
of several complaints on the 
National Consumer Helpline. 
The CCPA has issued 54 no-
tices and imposed penalties of 
about Rs 54.60 lakh till date.

“We have seen coaching 
centres deliberately conceal-
ing information from pro-
spective students. Therefore, 
we have come out with the 
guidelines to provide guid-
ance to people involved in 
the coaching industry,” Con-
sumer Affairs Secretary Nidhi 
Khare told reporters. The gov-
ernment is not against the 
coaching centres but the qual-
ity of advertisements should 
not undermine the consumer 
rights, she said.

Under the new guidelines, 
coaching centres are prohib-
ited from making false claims 
regarding courses offered and 

duration; faculty credentials; 
fee structure and refund poli-
cies; selection rates and exam 
rankings; and guaranteed job 
security or salary increases. 
The guidelines define ‘coach-
ing’ to include academic sup-
port, education, guidance, 
study programmes and tui-
tion, but exclude counselling, 
sports and creative activities.

Coaching centres cannot 
use names, photographs or 
testimonials of successful 
candidates without written 
consent obtained after se-
lection. They must display 
disclaimers prominently and 
disclose important informa-
tion about courses. “Many 
UPSC students clear prelims 
and mains on their own and 
take only interview guid-
ance from coaching centres,” 
Khare said, advising prospec-
tive students to verify what 
courses successful candidates 
were actually enrolled in. The 
guidelines, titled ‘Prevention 
of Misleading Advertisement 
in Coaching Sector’, cover all 
forms of advertising across 
academic support, education, 
guidance and tuition services. 
However, they exclude coun-
selling, sports and creative 
activities.

Govt issues guidelines 
for coaching centres
Under the new guidelines, coaching centres are 
prohibited from making false claims regarding 

courses offered and duration; faculty 
credentials; fee structure and refund policies
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Mathura (UP), Nov 13: A day 
after a blaze at the Indian Oil 
Corporation refi nery here, a 
senior offi cial Wednesday said 
a preliminary probe has found 
that a valve malfunctioned, lead-
ing to hydrocarbons mixing with 
steam that caused a fl ash fi re in 
which eight people were injured. 
Refi nery offi cials claimed it was 
not an explosion as some news 
reports suggested but a fl ash 
fi re that caused burn injuries. 
Renu Pathak, a senior manager 
of the refi nery’s corporate com-
munications department, said a 
committee was being formed to 
probe the cause of the fi re. 

“Preliminary fi ndings indi-
cate that the malfunction of a 
non-return valve in the crude 
distillation unit allowed hydro-
carbons to mix with steam, trig-
gering the fl ash fi re,” Pathak 
said. Tuesday she said the fi re 
broke out after an explosion in 
the atmospheric vacuum unit of 
the main plant that was being 
restarted after a month-and-a-
half shutdown for maintenance 
work. While offi cials claimed 
Tuesday that 12 people were 
injured, a day later they said 
eight workers suffered injuries 
in the incident and were being 
treated at various hospitals.

Junior engineering assistant 
Irfan (32), shift in-charge Rajiv 
Kumar (33) and contractual work-
er Santosh (32) have been sent to 
the Apollo Hospitals in Delhi, 
while Samir Srivastav (57) and 
Moolchand (58) were admitted to 
the refi nery hospital as they had 
less severe injuries, Pathak said. 
Doctors have reported that all the 
injured are in stable condition 
and are being closely monitored. 
“Despite the fi re, the plant’s op-
erations remained unaffected. 
The blaze was swiftly brought 
under control by the refi nery’s 
own fi re tenders, with no ex-
ternal assistance required,” 
Pathak added. District Magis-
trate Shailendra Singh said the 
district administration was in 
constant contact with the re-
fi nery authorities to assess the 
situation and ensure that appro-
priate measures were taken.

Flash fi re at Mathura 
refi nery injures eight
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Ranchi, Nov 13: Four people, 
including two Bangladeshi na-
tionals, have been arrested by 
the Enforcement Directorate in 
a money laundering case linked 
to illegal infi ltration from Ban-
gladesh into Jharkhand and 
neighbouring areas.

Rony Mondal and Sameer 
Chowdhary, both Bangladeshi 
nationals, and Indian national 
Pintu Haldar were arrested 
Tuesday. An Indian woman, 
Pinki Basu, was taken into cus-
tody in this case Wednesday.

All four accused were ap-
prehended from Kolkata, West 
Bengal for “facilitating” illegal 
human traffi cking into India, 
the federal agency said in a 
statement.

The ED is taking transit re-
mand to bring all of them to 
Ranchi, it said. In this case, 
the ED launched searches 

at 17 locations in poll-bound 
Jharkhand apart from West 
Bengal Tuesday.

The agency said its probe 
found that a “syndicate” oper-
ates “extensively” across West 
Bengal and Jharkhand and it is 
engaged in facilitating the pro-
ceeds of crime out of the said 
activities. The agents of this 
syndicate help in illegal infi l-
tration of Bangladeshi citizens 
into India and provide them 
fake documents to obtain Indi-
an citizenship, it said.

This is “corroborated” from 
the seizure of mobile phones 
containing various incriminat-
ing chats relating to monetary 
transactions in lieu of the said 
illegal activities including pros-
titution by the traffi cked girls, 
according to the ED.

During the searches, docu-
ments containing the details 
of payments made in lieu of 
the prostitution racket being 
run by the syndicate were re-
covered, the agency said.

ED arrests 4 including
Bangladeshi nationals
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New Delhi, Nov 13: The Cen-
tre has rushed 20 additional 
CAPF companies comprising 
about 2,000 personnel to Ma-
nipur in the wake of fresh at-
tacks and law and order issues 
in the state, offi cial sources said 
Wednesday.

The sources told PTI that 
the Ministry of Home Affairs 
(MHA) issued orders Tuesday 
night for airlifting and imme-
diate deployment of these units.

At least 10 suspected militants 
were killed in a fi erce gunfi ght 
with the Central Reserve Police 
Force (CRPF) Monday after 
insurgents in camoufl age uni-
forms, armed with sophisticated 
weapons, fi red indiscriminately 
at the Borobekra police station 
and the adjacent CRPF camp at 
Jakuradhor in Jiribam district.

A huge cache of sophisticated 
weapons were also seized by the 
force following the fi erce gun-
battle.

China holds drills
at disputed Shoal
Beijing: China held sea and 
air combat drills Wednesday 
at the disputed Scarborough 
Shoal, an area of reefs and 
rocks the Philippines also 
claims in the South China 
Sea. On Sunday, China 
published new baselines for 
the shoal including geographic 
coordinates. A nation’s 
territorial waters and exclusive 
economic zone are typically 
defi ned as the distance from 
the baselines. “This is a patrol 
and guard activity carried 
out by the theatre troops in 
accordance with the law,” the 
People’s Liberation Army’s 
southern command said in a 
short statement. China seized 
the shoal, which lies west of 
the main Philippine island of 
Luzon, in 2012 and has since 
restricted access to Filipino 
fi shermen there. A 2016 ruling 
by an international arbitration 
court found that most Chinese 
claims in the South China 
Sea were invalid but Beijing 
refuses to abide by it.

Sri Lanka set to
hold Parl election 
Colombo: Sri Lanka is set 
to hold Thursday its snap 
parliamentary election, fi rst 
after the 2022 economic crisis, 
amid deployment of nearly 
90,000 security personnel 
across the country. Voting will 
take place at over 13,314 polling 
stations across the country, 
from 7 am to 4 pm local time 
with over 17 million voters 
from the island’s 21 million 
population eligible to vote for 
the 225 member Parliament 
for a fi ve-year term. Nearly 
90,000 security personnel from 
the police and the military 
would be deployed to provide 
security at the election venues. 
There will also be mobile police 
patrols, police spokesman Nihal 
Thalduwa said. 

Iran executes serial
rapist in public
Tehran: An Iranian man 
convicted of raping dozens 
of women over the past two 
decades has been executed 
in public, the country’s state 
media reported Wednesday. 
The state-owned IRAN 
newspaper said Mohammad 
Ali Salamat was hanged 
after Iran’s Supreme Court 
confi rmed his death sentence 
earlier in October. He was put 
to death at dawn Tuesday in 
a cemetery in the western 
city of Hamedan. Some 
200 women had accused 
Salamat, a 43-year old who 
ran a pharmacy and a gym 
in the city, of rape. He is 
said to have committed the 
crimes over the past 20 years. 
Reports by Iranian media said 
that in many of the cases, 
Salamat raped his victims 
after proposing marriage or 
dating them.

Baku, Nov 13: India, as part 
of the Like-Minded Developing 
Countries bloc, stood fi rm in 
calling for equitable fi nancial 
support from developed nations 
at the ongoing COP29 climate 
negotiations, multiple sources 
from the grouping said here.

Concerns were also raised 
that nearly 69 per cent of re-
ported fi nance came in the form 
of loans adding burdens on the 
already vulnerable countries.

At the annual climate talks, 
India negotiates in key group-
ings such as the Like-Minded 
Developing Countries (LMDCs), 
G77 and China, and BASIC 
(Brazil, South Africa, India, 
and China), where it aligns 
with other developing nations 
to advocate for climate fi nance, 
equity, and technology transfer.

On Tuesday, G77 and China, 
the largest bloc representing 
around 130 countries at the 
UN climate talks, rejected the 
draft text of a framework for 
negotiating a new climate fi -
nance goal.

The New Collective Quan-
tifi ed Goal (NCQG) is the cen-
tral issue at this year’s climate 
summit, the 29th Conference of 
Parties (COP29) to the United 
Nations Framework Conven-
tion on Climate Change (UNF-
CCC) collectively negotiating 
and working to keep global 
greenhouse gases’ emissions 

under check.
During the negotiations, the 

LMDCs emphasised the princi-
ple of “common but differentiat-
ed responsibilities” (CBDR) to 
address the pressing fi nancial 
gaps hindering effective cli-
mate action. In the discussions 
centered on long-term climate 
fi nance, the LMDCs, alongside 
the African Group and the Arab 
Group, questioned the account-
ability of developed nations in 
reaching the $100 billion annual 
climate fi nance goal set years 
ago, which remains conten-
tious.

According to the LMDCs, 
meeting this fi nancial commit-
ment and establishing a clear 
accounting methodology are 
crucial steps in building trust 
among parties. Concerns were 
raised that nearly 69 per cent 
of reported fi nance came in the 
form of loans, adding burdens 
rather than alleviating them, 
according to a negotiator from 
the LMDC grouping.

Furthermore, the LMDCs 
voiced strong reservations 
against new fi nancing princi-
ples that might impose strin-
gent investment goals, which 
they argue, would favour coun-

tries with established invest-
ment infrastructure, another 

negotiator added.
Indian youths focus on 
children's need

Fighting rising tempera-
tures, Indian youths represent-
ing the communities vulnera-
ble to the disastrous changing 
climate have demanded urgent 
action at the COP29, urging 
world leaders to prioritise the 
unique needs of children and 
youth in policy.

“Rising temperatures and 
unchecked development have 
led to landslides and impacted 
our way of life,” said 23-year-old 
Manisha Arya, a youth delegate 
from India’s Himalayan region, 
as she voiced the concerns of 
millions at the United Nations 
Climate Change Conference 
(COP29). 

Manisha is one of 20 young 
South Asian leaders repre-
senting the urgent demands 
of youth in the fi ght against 
climate change.

Alongside her is Kartik Ver-
ma, a 19-year-old environmen-
tal advocate from a farming 
community in rural India. 

Through his “Knowledge for 
Nature” initiative, Kartik said 

he has reached over 5,000 chil-
dren and youth to raise aware-
ness about the environmental 
challenges faced by their com-
munities.
India on air pollution 

Describing pollution as a 
“transboundary” issue, India 
has urged nations, especially 
Pakistan and Bangladesh, to 
take proactive and collabora-
tive measures to manage and 
mitigate air pollution across 
borders.

This appeal comes as north-
ern India has been witnessing 
a rise in pollution with New 
Delhi’s air quality hitting a 
‘severe’ level for the fi rst time 
this season, with the Air Qual-
ity Index (AQI) reaching 418, 
Wednesday.

Ministers and heads of del-
egations from six of the eight 
countries that share the Earth’s 
tallest cryosphere zone met at 
a meeting hosted by Bhutan’s

Denpasar: Several internation-
al airlines cancelled fl ights to 
and from Indonesia’s tourist 
island of Bali Wednesday as an 
ongoing volcanic eruption left 
travellers stranded at airports. 
Tourists told The Associated 
Press that they have been stuck 
at Bali’s airport since Tuesday 
after their fl ights were suddenly 
cancelled. “The airline did not 
provide accommodation, leav-
ing us stranded at this airport,” 
said Charlie Austin from Perth, 
Australia, who was on vacation 
in Bali with his family. Anoth-
er Australian tourist, Issabella 

Butler, opted to fi nd another 
airline that could fl y her home. 
Media reports said that thou-
sands of people were stranded 
at airports in Indonesia and 
Australia, but an exact number 
wasn’t given. Indonesia’s Mount 
Lewotobi Laki Laki volcano on 
the remote island of Flores in 
East Nusa Tenggara province 
spewed towering columns of 
hot ash high into the air since 
its initial huge eruption No-
vember 4 killed nine people 
and injured dozens of others. 
The 1,584-metre volcano shot 
up ash at least 17 times Tues-

day, with the largest column 
recorded at 9 kilometres high, 
the Centre for Volcanology and 
Geological Disaster Mitigation 
said in a statement. Over the 
past four days, 84 fl ights, includ-
ing 36 scheduled to depart and 
48 due to arrive, were affected. 
At least 26 domestic fl ights and 
64 overseas ones were canceled 
Wednesday alone, including 
airlines from Singapore, Hong 
Kong, Qatar, India and Malay-
sia. For these cancellations, the 
airlines were offering travellers 
a refund, or to reschedule or re-
route, he said.

Islamabad, Nov 13: Pakistan’s 
jailed former premier Imran 
Khan has issued a “fi nal call” 
for a protest in Islamabad No-
vember 24 to press for his re-
lease from jail, his sister said 
Wednesday.

His sister Aleema Khan af-
ter meeting him in the Adiala 
Jail Rawalpindi told the media 
that everyone from the Paki-
stan Tehreek-e-Insaf, includ-
ing workers, members of Par-
liament, and party supporters, 
should join the protest.

“This is the moment when 
you will have to decide (wheth-
er) you want to live under mar-
tial law or live with freedom,” 

she quoted Khan as saying.
“You used your right (to 

vote) February 8 but the next 
day, the foundation you had 
laid for democracy was stolen,” 
she further quoted her jailed 
brother as saying.

She further said that Khan 
has addressed his call to four 
categories of people, farmers, 
lawyers, civil society and stu-
dents, who should come out to 
protest for their rights.

Talking about the 26th 
Amendment being enacted as 
law, she quoted Khan as saying, 
“All of your rights have been 
taken away; the Supreme Court 
has been occupied, and the cur-
rent conditions are even worse 
than previous martial laws.”

Kyiv, Nov 13: Blasts boomed 
across Kyiv Wednesday morn-
ing after offi cials said Russia 
launched its fi rst missile attack 
on the Ukrainian capital since 
August, forcing elderly women 
and small children to take shel-
ter in an underground metro 
station.

Ukrainians have been wait-
ing for a big missile attack for 
months, worried that it could 
deal a new blow to the hobbled 
energy system and cause long 
blackouts as winter sets in.

Air defences intercepted two 
incoming cruise missiles, two 
ballistic missiles and 37 drones 
across the country, the air force 
said. No casualties or major 
damage were reported in Kyiv.

“Putin is launching a missile 
attack on Kyiv right now,” An-
driy Yermak, the head of the 
President’s offi ce, wrote on 
Telegram.

Falling debris came down in 
the region outside Kyiv, injur-
ing a 48-year-old man and caus-
ing a fi re at a warehouse, the 
head of Kyiv region’s adminis-
tration said.

Kyiv has faced Russian 
drone attacks almost nightly 
for weeks. City mayor Vitali 
Klitschko said a drone was still 
fl ying over central Kyiv in the 
morning.

“Explosions in the city. Air 
defence forces are working. 
Stay in shelters!” the Kyiv city 
administration wrote on Tele-
gram.

Around 100 residents took 
shelter in the central metro 
station Universitet, including 
small children sleeping on yoga 
mats and elderly women sitting 
on fold-out chairs.

Some complained of a lack of 

sleep from the regular drone at-
tacks, which trigger the air raid 
alert that sounds across the city 
and buzzes on phones.

“The mornings are totally 
ruined. I started college in 
September and every morning 
has been ruined by the bloody 
Russians. I cannot sleep, cannot 
think and I drink energy drinks 
all the time,” said Mykyta, a 
teenager hugging his dog in 
the metro.
MASSIVE ATTACK

Russia targeted Ukrainian 
power facilities with strikes 
earlier this year, causing black-
outs. The situation has since 
improved, but offi cials believe 
the Kremlin may plan to attack 
the grid again soon.

Andrii Kovalenko, a senior 
offi cial at the National Securi-
ty and Defence Council, warned 
that Russia was ready to con-
duct another “massive” attack 
and had accumulated a large 
number of cruise missiles.

After Wednesday’s strike, 
power grid operator Ukrener-
go said it would limit electric-
ity supply for businesses due 
to “signifi cantly” lower power 
imports and lower generation.

The last time restrictions on 
power supplies were imposed 
on both businesses and house-
holds was after a big Russian 
missile and drone attack in late 
August.

Kyiv faces fi rst Russian 
offence since August

Washington, Nov 13: Presi-
dent-elect Donald Trump and 
President Joe Biden, longtime 
political rivals, met Wednesday 
for the fi rst time since Trump 
won back the White House 
last week and both promised 
a smooth transfer of power in 
January.

The two leaders sat side by 
side before a roaring fi re in the 
Oval Offi ce, a peaceful scene 
that belied tensions between 
them.

Biden, a Democrat, defeated 
Trump in the 2020 election but 
dropped out of the 2024 race in 
July after a disastrous debate 
with the Republican Trump. He 
handed his candidacy to Vice 
President Kamala Harris, who 
lost.

“We’re looking forward to 
having, like we said, a smooth 

transition, do 
everything we 
can to make sure 
you're accommo-
dated, what you 
need,” Biden said. 
“Welcome, welcome 
back.”

“Politics is tough, and it’s 
many cases not a very nice 
world, but it is a nice world 
today, and I appreciate very 
much a transition that’s so 
smooth it’ll be as smooth as it 
can get, and I very much appre-
ciate that, Joe,” said Trump, 
who takes over January 20.

It was a sharp contrast to 
the criticism the two men have 
hurled at each other for years. 
Their respective teams hold 
vastly different positions on 
policies from climate change 
to Russia to trade.

Biden, 81, has portrayed 
Trump as a threat to democra-

cy, while Trump, 78, has por-
trayed Biden as incompetent. 
Trump made false claims of 
widespread fraud after losing 
the 2020 election to Biden.
TRUMP MEETS REPUBLICAN 
LAWMAKERS

Trump celebrated his victory 
earlier in the day with Republi-
cans in the House of Represen-
tatives who have a good chance 

of maintaining control of 
the chamber as No-

vember 5 election 
results trickle in.

“Isn’t it nice to 
win? It’s nice to 
win. It’s always 
nice to win,” 
Trump said. 

“The House did 
very well.”
Biden, who initial-

ly ran against Trump in 
the 2024 election before step-
ping aside and endorsing Vice 
President Kamala Harris as 
the Democratic nominee, will 
welcome the former and future 
President into the Oval Offi ce, 
a traditional courtesy by out-
going Presidents that Trump, 
a Republican, did not extend 
when Biden won in 2020.

“He believes in the norms, he 
believes in our institution, he 
believes in the peaceful transfer 
of power,” White House spokes-
person Karine Jean-Pierre said 
of Biden’s decision to invite 
Trump. She spoke at a briefi ng 
for reporters Tuesday.

Biden greets Trump at WH

London, Nov 13: British news 
publisher the Guardian said 
Wednesday it will no longer post 
to X, citing “disturbing content” 
on the social media platform, in-
cluding racism and conspiracy 
theories.

The left-leaning Guardian, 
which has 10.7 million followers 

on X, becomes the fi rst large UK 
media company to retreat from 
the platform that Elon Musk 
purchased in 2022.

Critics say Musk’s hands-off 
approach has allowed lies and 
hate speech to spread on the plat-
form formerly known as Twitter. 
“We think that the benefi ts of be-
ing on X are now outweighed by 
the negatives and that resources 
could be better used promoting 
our journalism elsewhere,” the 
Guardian said in an editorial 
published on its website.

“This is something we have 
been considering for a while giv-
en the often disturbing content 
promoted or found on the plat-

form, including far-right con-
spiracy theories and racism.”

In response, Musk posted 
on X and said of the Guardian: 

“They are irrelevant.”
Musk, who supported Donald 

Trump ahead of his US election 
victory this month, has said he 
is defending freedom of speech.

The role of X and other plat-
forms came under the spotlight 
in Britain this year when far-
right and racist violence broke 
out after online posts falsely 
claimed that an attack in the 
northern English town of South-
port, where three young girls 
were killed, was the work of an 
Islamist migrant.

In recent months, some Brit-
ish charities, health and educa-
tional establishments have said 
they will no longer post to X.

Mumbai, Nov 13: A wide 
swathe of Indian shares, in-
cluding the benchmark Nifty 50, 
slipped into correction territory 
Wednesday as waning hopes of 
a rate cut next month added to 
concerns over dull earnings and 
sustained foreign outfl ows.

The NSE Nifty 50 fell 1.36%, 
its biggest slide in nearly six 
weeks, to end at 23,559.05 points. 
That is 10.34% below the record 
high it hit Sept. 27, confi rming 
the 50-member index is in a 
technical correction.

The 30-member BSE Sensex 
ended down 1.25% at 77690.95, 
just shy of a correction. But the 
broader markets were not as 
fortunate. The more domestical-
ly-focused small- and mid-caps 
lost 3% and 2.6%, respectively, 
on the day and also ended in 
correction territory.

“This sell-off could intensify 
further and it’s just a matter of 
time before we go bit deeper into 
correction,” said Saurabh Jain, 
assistant vice president of retail 
equities research at SMC Global 
Securities.

“Indian markets were priced 

to perfection, and a lacklustre 
earnings season has added to 
nervousness among investors 
and failed to sustain the hype 
in terms of valuations.”

“The relentless foreign sell-
ing, rising domestic infl ation-
ary concerns and uncertain-
ty over the implications of a 
(President-elect Donald) Trump 
regime in the US for emerging 
markets” are also reasons for 
the grim outlook, Jain added.

India’s retail infl ation spiked 
to a 14-month high in October, 
data showed Tuesday, dashing 
hopes of an interest rate cut in 
December and adding to fears 
of a consumption slowdown.

All the 13 major sectors de-
clined on the day.

But given the small- and mid-
caps have outperformed the 
benchmarks since the start of 
2023, aided by steady infl ows 
from domestic retail and mu-
tual fund investors, some ana-
lysts think the correction is not 
yet done.

“Segments in broader mar-
kets have not corrected enough, 
and valuation concerns remain, 
lending scope for near-term 
pressure,” said Pratik Oswal, 
chief of passive business at Mo-
tilal Oswal Asset Management 
Company.

Among individual stocks, 
online food delivery platform 
Swiggy bucked the market 
trend, surging about 17% in its 
market debut.

On the fl ip side, Hyundai Mo-
tor India fell 3.6% after report-
ing a drop in September-quar-
ter profi t on lower domestic 
sales and geopolitical concerns.

Nifty enters correction territory
Waning hopes of a rate cut next month add to concerns 

over dull earnings and sustained foreign outflows

Chennai /New Delhi, Nov 
13: India’s city dwellers are 
cutting spending on every-
thing from cookies to fast food 
as persistently high infl ation 
squeezes middle class budgets, 
threatening the country's brisk 
economic growth.

Slowing urban spending over 
the past three to four months 
has not only hurt the earnings 
of largest consumer goods fi rms, 
it has raised questions about the 
structural nature of India's long-
term economic success.

Since the end of the pandem-
ic, India's economic growth has 
been driven in large part by ur-
ban consumption, however, that 
now seems to be changing.

“There is a top end – the peo-
ple with money are spending 
like that is going out of style,” 
Nestle India Chairman Suresh 
Narayanan said.

“There used to be a middle 
segment, which used to be 
the segment that most of us 
fast moving consumer goods 
(FMCG) fi rms used to operate 
in, which is the middle class of 
the country, that seems to be 
shrinking.”

Nestle India, which makes 
Kit Kats and other well-known 
goods, reported its fi rst quar-
terly revenue drop since the 
COVID-hit June quarter in 2020.

While there is no offi cially 
defi ned income bracket for In-
dian middle class households, 
they are broadly estimated to 
account for a third of India's 1.4 
billion people.

They are considered a key 
demographic both economical-
ly and politically, with middle 
class frustration seen as a sig-
nifi cant factor behind Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi's 
weaker election performance 
this year.

Asia's third-largest economy 
is expected to expand 7.2% in 

the fi nancial year ending March 
2025, the fastest among its major 
peers.

Belying those rosy projec-
tions, however, are signs of a 
sharp slowdown in the house-
hold sector.

Indian urban consumption 
hit a two-year low this month, 
according to an index published 
by Citibank that captures indi-
cators such as airline bookings, 
fuel sales and wages.

“While some of the fall could 
be temporary, the key macro 
drivers remain unfavourable,” 
Citi's chief India economist 
Samiran Chakraborty said.

Growth in infl ation-adjust-
ed wage costs for listed Indian 
fi rms - a proxy for earnings of 
urban Indians - has remained 
below 2% for all the three 
quarters of 2024, well below the 
10-year average of 4.4%, data 
from Citi showed.

Chakraborty cites this as 
a key factor impacting urban 
consumption, along with declin-
ing savings and tighter rules for 
personal loans.

Headline infl ation has av-
eraged 5% over the past 12 
months, but food infl ation 
has held above 8% as weather 
shocks elevated prices of veg-

etables, cereals and other es-
sential foods. In October, retail 
infl ation hit a 14-month high of 
6.2% while food prices jumped 
to 10.9%.

Anecdotal data suggests retail 
sales rose close to 15% year-on-
year during the 2024 festive sea-
son, which runs from August to 
November, Nomura said in a 
note last week, about half last 
year's pace.

"During this festival season, 
we have not spent at all," said 
Rajwanti Dahiya, 60, who sur-
vives on her husband's monthly 
pension of 30,000 Indian rupees 
($356.76). "Savings are low, bare-
ly there."

India's central bank expects 
7.2% GDP growth for the fi scal 
year ending March 2025 on the 
back of improved rural demand 
and a strong services sector.

Higher government invest-
ment could also support de-
mand, said Rahul Bajoria, head 
of India and ASEAN economic 
research at Bank of America.

"If government spending 
kicks in, that probably does 
have some multiplier effects 
on private consumption spend-
ing as well," said Bajoria, who 
expects GDP growth at 6.8% in 
the current fi nancial year.

Middle class tightens its belt, 
squeezed by food inflation

Milan, Nov 13: Global sales 
of personal luxury goods are 
forecast to shrink in 2025 for 
the fi rst time since the Great 
Recession, according to a Bain 
consultancy study released 
Wednesday. Its author said the 
outlook could worsen if the sec-
tor is hit by tariffs promised by 
Donald Trump.

“This could be a nightmare 
if implemented,” Claudia 
D'Arpizio, who led the study 
for Italy's Altagamma associa-
tion of luxury producers, told 
The Associated Press. “Europe-
an brands could end up being 
super expensive in an already 
expensive environment.”

Trump has pledged tariffs of 

up to 20% on imports, saying 
it would create factory jobs, 
shrink the federal defi cit and 
lower food prices.

While the study did not ad-
dress the possible impact of 
tariffs, D'Arpizio said the im-
pact on European luxury pro-
ducers would depend on how 
the tariffs are implemented on 
the category, if at all. She noted 
that a dearth of American lux-
ury substitutes may lead to an 
exemption.

Any negative impact could 
also be offset by moving produc-
tion to the United States, or by 
higher sales to US tourists in 
Europe.

The United States is the 
second-largest luxury market, 

following Europe, worth about 
100 billion euros ($106 billion), 
or nearly one-third of all global 
high-end sales of apparel, leath-
er goods and footwear.

Sales of luxury goods are 
forecast to drop by 2% to 363 
billion euros ($385 billion) 
next year, from an expected 
369 billion euros in 2024, due to 

steep price increases imposed 
by brands and global turmoil, 
Bain said.

The sector made a speedy 
rebound from the COVID-19 
pandemic, surpassing 2019 
sales by 2022, largely thanks to 
pent-up spending that was de-
layed by lockdowns. Even next 
year's modest dip would leave 
the market 28% higher than it 
was in 2019, and two-and-a-half 
times larger than the Great Re-
cession lows in 2008.

Social and political turbu-
lence, including wars and a 
slate of national elections, have 
eroded consumer confi dence, 
D'Arpizio said. In addition, 
brands' strategy to increase 
prices while focusing on more 

“subtle luxury” often lacking 
novelty has “brought a strong 
negative impact on the will-
ingness to buy", even among 
wealthy consumers, she said.

The creativity crisis is also 
alienating Gen-Z shoppers, ma-
ny now in their 20s, the study 
found.

The result is the luxury mar-
ket has shrunk by 50 million 
customers, to an estimated 250 
million to 360 million, as the 
luxury base shrinks for the 
fi rst time.

“We have 50 million fewer 
customers either because they 
can't afford to shop, or they 
don't want to because they 
don't feel there is enough juice,” 
D'Arpizio said.

Mumbai, Nov 13: India's cen-
tral bank Wednesday said the 
State Bank of India, HDFC 
Bank, and ICICI Bank remain 
the three domestic systemically 
important banks (D-SIBs) and 
that the fi rst two would need to 
maintain an additional capital 
buffer starting April 2025.

Systemically important 
banks are fi nancial institutions 
whose failure or distress could 
trigger a broader fi nancial cri-
sis and threaten the stability 
of the entire fi nancial system. 
These institutions are also per-
ceived as being "too big to fail".

The Reserve Bank of India 
had issued a framework for 
dealing with D-SIBs in July 
2014, under which it named the 
designated banks and placed 
them in appropriate "buckets" 
depending on their systemic 
importance.

A higher bucket requires 
higher the bank to maintain a 
larger capital buffer, along with 
other fi nancial metrics.

SBI and ICICI Bank were 
classifi ed as D-SIBs in 2015 
and 2016. While HDFC Bank 

was added to the list in 2017, it 
was moved to a higher bucket 
in December 2023 following its 
merger with parent HDFC.

The RBI said that SBI and 
HDFC Bank have to set a high-
er additional capital buffer and 
capital surcharge from the next 
fi nancial year which begins 
April 1, 2025.

SBI's additional capital re-
quirement will increase by 20 
basis points to 0.80% in propor-
tion to its risk-weighted assets, 
from 0.60% currently.

Meanwhile, HDFC Bank will 
be required to maintain a capi-
tal surcharge of 0.40% in propor-
tion to its risk-weighted assets, 
up from 0.20% currently.

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Kolkata, Nov 13: Uzbeki-
stan’s young grandmaster Ab-
dusattorov Nodirbek emerged 
sole leader in the open sec-
tion of the Tata Steel Chess 
India Rapid tournament here 
Wednesday.

Kumamoto (Japan), Nov 13: 
PV Sindhu won her fi rst-round 
clash while Lakshya Sen 
crashed out of the men’s singles 
draw as India had a mixed day 
in the Kumamoto Masters Ja-
pan 2024, the BWF World Tour 
Super 500 series badminton 
event here Wednesday.

Two-time Olympic medallist 
Sindhu, who is hoping to make 
up for a disappointing season 
by winning the women’s sin-
gles title in this event, defeated 
eighth seed Busanan Ongbam-
rungphan of Thailand 21-12, 
21-8 in 52 minutes on Court 1 
at the Kumamoto Prefectural 
Gymnasium.

Lakshya Sen, the Paris 
Olympic Games semifi nalist, 
ran into Malaysia’s Leong 
Jun Hao and crashed out in 
three games, losing 22-20, 17-
21, 16-21 in a 74-minute battle 

of attrition.
India’s top women’s dou-

bles pair of Treesa Jolly and 
Gayatri Gopichand lost in the 
fi rst round Tuesday.

Seeking to win her fi rst ti-
tle since the Singapore Open 
in 2022 and end a 24-month 
drought, Sindhu did not have 
a good start as Ongbamrung-
phan opened up a 5-1 lead. But 
the Indian shuttler, ranked 20th 
in BWF Rankings, fought back 
her way into the game and was 
leading 11-10 at the break.

The 29-year-old Sindhu took 
total control of the game after 
that as she won seven points 

in succession to win the fi rst 
game. She continued at the 
same tempo in the second game 
and took a 4-0 lead before the 
Thai girl won her fi rst point.

Ongbamrungphan tried to 
fi ght back in the second game 
but Sindhu was in a good 
rhythm and in dominant form 
as she won 11 of the last 12 
points to breeze to victory and 
set up a second-round clash 
with Michelle Li of Canada in 
the second round in the draw 
of 32 players. Michelle Li beat 
Japan’s Natsuki Nidaira in 
straight games in her open-
ing-round match.

Late in the second set of his 
victory over Taylor Fritz at the 
ATP Finals Tuesday, Jannik 
Sinner used all the adulation 
in his home country to his ad-
vantage.

When the top-ranked player 
produced a backhand passing 
shot up the line while on the 
run, he held his fi nger up to 
his ear to encourage the crowd 
to cheer louder.

“I read a little bit where he 
was playing and I just tried to 
pass him somehow because if 
not, it would have been a very 
easy volley for him,” Sinner 
said. “The crowd is helping 
me a lot. This is a very special 
occasion for me.”

“I’ve always liked playing at 
home. If you like the fans and 
the people supporting you, it’s 
a big help,” Sinner added.

Sinner made it two wins in 
two matches before his home 
fans at the fi nals, beating Fritz 
6-4, 6-4 in a rematch of the US 
Open fi nal that the Italian also 
won in straight sets.

Sinner turned up his inten-
sity when it mattered most. He 
survived a marathon service 
game midway through the fi rst 
set then broke his American op-
ponent with a huge forehand up 

the line on his fi rst set point.
Earlier, Daniil Medvedev 

moved back into contention 
with a 6-2, 6-4 victory over De 
Minaur following a temper 
tantrum in his previous match.

Medvedev didn’t face a sin-
gle break point and was gener-
ally much sharper than in his 
straight-set loss to Fritz Sunday 
— during which he smashed his 
racket and lost his cool twice.

Bopanna-Ebden 
semis hopes over 
Rohan Bopanna and his Australian 
partner Matthew Ebden’s hopes of 
making the semifi nals at the ATP 
Finals 2024 are all but over following 
their second straight defeat here 
Wednesday. The sixth-seeded Indo-
Aussie duo went down 5-7, 3-6 to the 
top-seeded pair of Marcelo Arevalo 
from El Salvador and Mate Pavic of 
Croatia in a 68-minute contest, plac-
ing them at the bottom of the stand-
ings in the Bob Bryan group. This 
tournament marks the last for Bopan-
na and Ebden as a team, concluding 
their two-year partnership. Earlier, 
they suffered a loss against the home 
favorites Simone Bolelli and Andrea 
Vavassori in their opening match.

New Delhi, Nov 13: Former 
wicket-keeper batter Rashid 
Latif says if had the power he 
would not let Pakistan play 
against India in any tourna-
ment and also suggested that 
ICC should not grant the host-
ing rights of global events to 
both countries until they re-
solve their issues.

The BCCI has refused to 
send its team to Pakistan for 
the upcoming Champions Tro-
phy and there speculation that 
the entire tournament could be 
moved out of the country.

The Pakistan Cricket Board 
(PCB) has written to the Inter-
national Cricket Council (ICC) 
asking for a written confi rma-
tion from the BCCI for India’s 
inability to travel to Pakistan 
for the tournament.

“There’s a big possibility that 
Pakistan can stop playing crick-
et against India. Had I been in 
power, then, yes, I may have 

taken this strong step. I would 
not blame anyone for this. If 
you don’t want to play (in Pa-
kistan), then don’t play against 
us (at all),” Latif, known for his 
plain speak, told PTI Videos.

“If I would have been there, I 
would have taken this decision, 
and fought against the BCCI.”

He suggested that the ICC 
should also stop giving major 
tournaments to both India 
and Pakistan till issues are 
resolved.

“In my opinion, ICC should 
withhold the hosting rights 
for both countries until these 
issues between them are re-
solved; until their problems are 
settled,” said the former wick-
etkeeper-batter who played 37 
Tests and 166 ODIs.

Centurion, Nov 13: Tilak 
Varma (107 not out) produced a 
batting masterclass while slam-
ming his maiden international 
hundred as India posted a mas-
sive 219 for six against South 
Africa in the third T20I, here 
Wednesday.

Tilak got ample backing from 
Abhishek Sharma who made a 
brisk 50 after SA skipper Aiden 
Markram invited the visitors to 
bat fi rst. 

The 22-year-old Tilak tore in-
to the South African pacers as 
he hammered seven sixes and 

eight fours during his innings 
off a mere 57 balls, powering 
India to their second highest 
score against the Proteas in 
this format.

On his part, Abhishek ban-
ished a poor run with the bat 
with a stroke-laden half-centu-
ry, scoring 50 off only 25 balls 
laced with fi ve sixes and three 
fours as the two southpaws daz-
zled with the bat. 

With his rich arsenal of 
strokes in all directions, Tilak 
dominated the bowling with 
complete authority and also 
helped India stay on course 
through the blips. 

First, he forged a 107-run 
stand with Abhishek for the 
second wicket to build a strong 
platform after the early dismiss-
al of Sanju Samson (0).

As India stuttered in the mid-
dle overs with Keshav Maharaj 
(2/36) applying the brakes, Ti-
lak ensured his team did not 
squander the advantage with a 
late charge — his last 52 runs 
came off only 22 balls in the last 
six overs. 

Tilak’s charge also masked 
the failure for skipper Suryaku-
mar Yadav (1), Hardik Pandya 
(18) and Rinku Singh (8). 

At the start, Samson was beat-
en by low bounce on the second 

ball from Marco Jansen as the 
Indian opener, who made a hun-
dred in the fi rst match, fell to his 
second successive duck in this 
series. But unlike the last game, 
India made a strong recovery as 
Tilak and Abhishek made mer-
ry on the track which had true 
bounce and carry. 

Abhishek provided a huge re-
lief to the Indian camp with his 
fi fty as hitting through the line 
after making room served him 
well. The 24-year-old also ended 
his eight-match barren run with 
this knock.
