Moscow: Russian President
Vladimir Putin Tuesday signed a
revised nuclear doctrine declaring
that a conventional attack on
Russia by any nation that is
supported by a nuclear power will
be considered a joint attack on his
_country. Putin's endorsement of
the new nuclear deterrent policy
comes on the 1,000th day after he
sent troops into Ukraine February
24, 2022. It follows US President
Joe Biden's decision to let Ukraine
strike targets inside Russia with
US-supplied longer-range missiles.
The signing of the doctrine, which
says any massive aerial attack
on Russia could trigger a nuclear
response, reflects Putin's readiness
to threaten use of the country's
nuclear arsenal to force the West
to back down as Moscow presses a
slow-moving offensive in Ukraine.

Reports surfaced Tuesday about
the sale of a eight-day-old baby
girlin Rayagada district by her
impoverished parents to a couple
from Andhra Pradesh for a pal-
try sum of 320,000.

A middleman approached the
couple knowing their financial
hardship and proposed the deal.
Significantly, the couple, who
doesn’t have a roof over their
head and is deprived of PDS
rice and other government ben-
efits, had no option but agree to
it. Meanwhile, the Child Welfare
Committee (CWC) has launched
an investigation, even as the inci-
dent has raised serious questions

Trawler seized for flouting

The Forest
department has seized three
trawlers within a period of 19
days of the ban's enforcement,
according to the sources.
Astaranga Forest department
has seized a fishing trawler
named ‘Ma Kali’ (registration
number: IND-OR-05MM-337)
from the restricted zone. The

The seizure occurred at 5am
Tuesday while the trawler
was engaged in fishing.

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Wild boars damage paddy
crops in Kendrapara dist

Kendrapara, Nov 19: Farmers
of Mahakalapada block in this
coastal district, whose agricul-
tural fields are located on the
fringes of Bhitarkanika Nation-
al Park, are spending sleepless
nights as wild boars have started
damaging ripe paddy crops.

According to sources, wild
boar menace has assumed se-
rious proportions this year in
Lanjuda and Gogua gram pan-
chayats (GPs) under Sasanpeta
Reserve Forest area of the Gahir-
matha Wildlife Range.

Several hectares of paddy
crops, ready for harvest, have
been damaged, especially in
these two GPs of Mahakalapa-
da block.

The wild boars have wreaked
havoc by sneaking out of their

the locality.

Locals allege that absence of
proper fencing along the park’s
boundaries has enabled the
wild boars to trespass into their
fields. The Forest department
has recently erected a kilome-
tre-long section of fencing from
the World Bank shrimp farm-
ing area towards Jagatjora and
has deployed personnel to drive
away the wild boars with the
help of locals. “We have been
guarding our agricultural fields
during foggy winter nights,
risking attacks by wild boars.
Armed with Ilathis, beating
tin drums, creating noise, and
bursting crackers, we are doing
our best to protect our crops,”
said affected farmers. The state
government has provisions for
compensating farmers if wild
animals destroy their crops.

Politics divides Bolangir royal fami

The rivalry reflects not
only personal disputes
but also the broader
power struggle
between BJP and

Bolangir, Nov 19: The 2024
general and Assembly elec-
tions have ushered in a new
era of political dynamics in
this district.

and BJD.

At a recent ‘Bolangir Day’
celebration held at Koshal Ka-
la Mandal ground in the town,
attended by Chief Minister Mo-
han Charan Majhi, Kalikesh
and Kanak Vardhan exchanged
sharp jabs. Kalikesh advocated
for projects such as establish-
ing an agricultural universi-
ty, rehabilitating the Deogaon
sugar mill, reviving local res-
ervoirs and construction of an
auditorium at the Koshal Ka-
la Mandal ground. However,
Kanak Vardhan, taking the
stage after Kalikesh, openly
questioned why these issues
were not addressed during
BJD’s 24 years in power. He
further warned against un-
derestimating his stance. “If
I open my cards, they (BJD)
won’t be able to handle it,”
Kanak Vardhan stated.

Kanak’s fiery comments
left the audience astounded,
as he displayed an unusually
aggressive demeanour. Observ-

206 black stone quarries
asked to stop operations

“Based on the in-
quiry report, orders have been
issued to 26 black stone quarry
lessees to stop mining and other
allied activities,” he said.

Nayak said police and local
administration have been in-
timated for immediate action.

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L UP's NCR schools shift to online classes

Meerut (UP), Nov 19: Schools
in all eight districts of western
Uttar Pradesh which are part
of the National Capital Region
(NCR) have been ordered to
switch to online mode of classes
in view of air pollution, officials
said Tuesday.

The districts where physical
classes have been suspended
are Meerut, Ghaziabad, Gautam
Buddh Nagar, Bulandshahr,
Baghpat, and Hapur (all six part
of the Meerut Division) besides
Muzaffarnagar and Shamli.

The NCR comprises Delhi, 14
districts of Haryana, two dis-
tricts of Rajasthan and eight of
Uttar Pradesh. In UP it spans
an area of 14,826 sq kilometres.

“All the schools in these dis-
tricts have been directed by
their administrations to switch
to the online medium for class-
es because of the air pollution

levels till further orders,” Divi-
sional Commissioner (Meerut)
Selva Kumari J told PTI.

“The suspension of physical
classes can be extended depend-
ing on the weather conditions,”
the officer said.

She said the guidelines of the
Graded Response Action Plan
(GRAP) are also being imple-
mented across the division.

The GRAP is a comprehen-
sive plan that outlines specific
actions to be taken at different
levels of air pollution, ranging
from moderate to severe.

These actions include mea-
sures like banning certain
industrial activities, road ra-
tioning and traffic diversions
for heavy vehicles, and con-
trolling construction dust. The
GRAP is invoked by Centre’s
Commission for Air Quality
Management (CAQM) in the
NCR and adjoining areas.

“Depending on the air qual-

ity index and the guidelines
categorised in GRAP, anti-pol-
lution measures are being tak-
en in these six districts accord-
ingly,” she added.

The district magistrates of
all Gautam Buddh Nagar, Gha-
ziabad, Baghpat, Bulandshahr,
Hapur, Meerut, Muzaffarnagar
and Shamli have issued orders
for suspension of physical class-
es and switching to online mode
until further instructions.

Meanwhile Tuesday, Meerut

District Magistrate Deepak
Meena, during an online meet-
ing with officials from relevant
departments, directed strict
compliance with the guidelines
issued by the CAQM.

“Construction and demoli-
tion activities are prohibited
under GRAP Stage-4. Regular
water sprinkling must be en-
sured to prevent dust pollu-
tion,” Meena instructed.

He further emphasized im-
mediate action against inci-
dents of garbage burning, im-
posing penalties on violators.

“Regular vehicle checks
should be conducted to curb
vehicular pollution, and penal-
ties must be imposed on those
operating vehicles without
valid PUC certificates. Actions
should also be taken against
farmers burning stubble in the
NCR,” he added.

Baghpat District Magistrate
Jitendra Pratap Singh also or-

dered strict implementation of
similar measures.

Under GRAP-4, all construc-
tion and demolition activities
have been prohibited. Restric-
tions have also been placed on
diesel vehicles, including BS-3
and BS-4 vehicles, and those
aged over 10 years for diesel and
15 years for petrol, officials said.

The Transport department
has launched a crackdown
on plying of such vehicles for
violating pollution norms. To
reduce reliance on generators,
DM Singh has directed uninter-
rupted power supply across the
district, according to officials.

The Public Works Depart-
ment has halted all road con-
struction activities, and both
the Agriculture and Revenue
departments have taken ac-
tion against stubble burning,
imposing penalties totaling Rs
12,500 on violators in Baghpat,
they added.

Bypolls for 15 seats
in four states today

Nov 19: Bypolls in 15 As-
sembly seats spread across
Uttar Pradesh, Punjab, Kerala
and Uttarakhand will be held
Wednesday.

Votes will be counted
November 23. The results of the
bypolls, however, will not have
any direct impact on the respec-
tive legislative assemblies.

In Uttar Pradesh, polling
will be held in Katehari, Kar-
hal, Meerapur, Ghaziabad,
Majhawan, Sisamau, Khair,
Phulpur and Kundarki. Ninety
candidates are in the fray in
these seats with the maximum
of 14 in Ghaziabad.

This will be the first electoral
test of the INDIA bloc as well
as the NDA in the political-
ly-crucial state after the Lok
Sabha elections.

In the 2022 Assembly polls,
Sisamau, Katehari, Karhal and
Kundarki were won by the SP,
while the BJP won Phulpur,
Ghaziabad, Majhawan and
Khair. The Meerapur seat was
won by BJP ally RLD.

Bypolls will also be held
in four Assembly seats -- ?
Gidderbaha, Dera Baba Nanak,
Chabbewal (SC) and Barnala
-- in Punjab. The bypolls were
necessitated after MLAs rep-
resenting them were elected
to the Lok Sabha.

Manipur crisis:
Curfew relaxed
in three districts

Imphal, Nov 19: Curfew was
relaxed in three Imphal Valley
districts Tuesday and the sus-
pension on broadband internet
lifted with conditions, even as
Chief Minister N Biren Singh
blamed the Congress for the
present crisis in Manipur and
NDA MLAs called for a "mass
operation" against militants re-
sponsible for the killing of six
women and children.

Peaceful rallies were also
staged across the state, with
hundreds taking to the streets
with empty coffins in Chura-
chandpur district, demanding
justice for those killed in a gun-
fight with the security forces in
Jiribam, and members of vari-
ous civil society organisations
bringing out a procession in
Imphal West district to protest
the reimposition of AFSPA in
parts of the state.

Prohibitory orders were re-
laxed in Imphal East and West,
and Kakching districts from
5 am to 10 am to facilitate the
purchase of essential items "in
view of improvement in law and
order", separate notifications is-
sued by district administrations
said. However, restrictions on
large scale gatherings or move-
ment of persons or sit-ins con-
tinued to remain imposed. The
Manipur government also con-
ditionally lifted the suspension
on broadband services three
days after imposing it, consid-
ering the hardships faced by
common people, healthcare fa-
cilities, educational institutions
and other offices.

Delhi govt wants artificial rain, seeks PM’s intervention

New Delhi, Nov 19: With the
national capital witnessing an-
other day of alarmingly high
level of air pollution, the Delhi
government Tuesday pushed
for inducing artificial rain over
the city and sought Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi's interven-
tion in effectively responding
to the crisis that has affected
normal life here.

Technically, Delhi's air qual-
ity improved slightly with the
Air Quality Index dropping to
460 from 490 the previous day,
but it is still in the severe-plus
category. Delhi Environment
Minister Gopal Rai urged the
Centre to convene an emer-
gency meeting to deal with the
situation and approve inducing
artificial rain over the national
capital.

Out of the 32 air monitoring
stations in the capital city, 23
reported Air Quality Index
(AQI) above 450, which denotes
the highest severe-plus catego-
ry. The 24-hour average AQI,
recorded daily at 4 pm, stood
at 460 Tuesday, down from

494 Monday. According to the
Central Pollution Control
Board, Monday's reading was
the second-worst air quality
recorded since AQI tracking
began in 2015.

These particles can penetrate
deep into the lungs and enter
the bloodstream, posing signif-
icant health risks, according to
the Central Pollution Control
Board (CPCB). Monitoring sta-
tions in areas such as Alipur,
Anand Vihar, Ashok Vihar,
Bawana, Dwarka Sector 8, IH-
BAS, Dilshad Garden, Jahan-
girpuri, Major Dhyan Chand
Stadium, Mandir Marg, Mund-
ka, Najafgarh, Narela, Nehru
Nagar, Patparganj, Punjabi
Bagh, Rohini, Siri Fort, and
Wazirpur reported AQI levels
in the "severe plus" category.

Meanwhile, the Delhi gov-
ernment directed all its hos-
pitals to constitute teams of
specialists for patients with
respiratory ailments due to the
severe air pollution, officials
said. The Delhi Health Depart-
ment also asked the hospitals to
monitor and report daily cases
of respiratory ailments, includ-

ing both outpatient (OPD) and
inpatient (IPD) cases, and to
promptly flag any unusual in-
crease in the number of cases,
it said.

According to the Centre's
Decision Support System (DSS)
for Air Quality Management,
vehicular emissions contrib-
uted an estimated 16 per cent
to Delhi's pollution Tuesday.
Data on contribution by stub-
ble burning was not provided
for the second consecutive day.

Amid the alarmingly high

pollution levels in Delhi,
Environment Minister Gopal
Rai urged the Centre to con-
vene an emergency meeting to
formulate a response. It is the
moral responsibility of Prime
Minister Narendra Modi to in-
tervene in the matter, he said.

Addressing a press confer-
ence, Rai said the Centre has
not acted on the Delhi govern-
ment's repeated requests to
allow artificial rain in the na-
tional capital.

national Atomic Energy Agency said that as of October 26, Iran has 182.3 kilograms
of uranium enriched up to 60%, an increase of 17.6 kilograms since the last report
in August. Uranium enriched at 60% purity is just a short, technical step away from
weapons-grade levels of 90%. The IAEA also estimated in its quarterly report that

as of October 26, Iran’s overall stockpile of enriched uranium stands at 6,604.4
kilograms, which represents an increase of 852.6 kilograms since the last report
in August. Under the IAEA’s definition, around 42 kilograms of uranium enriched
to 60% purity is the amount at which creating one atomic weapon is theoretically
possible, if the material is enriched further, to 90%.

She had mar-
ried Lamba after an arranged
match last year and moved to
the UK in April. According to
Dabas, her sister worked in a
warehouse and Lamba was a
student in London.

Russia starts making
N-resistant mobile
bomb shelters

Moscow, Nov 19: Russia has
begun serial production of mo-
bile bomb shelters that can pro-
tect against a variety of threats
including shockwaves and radi-
ation from a nuclear blast.

The emergency ministry’s
research institute said the
“KUB-M” shelter could offer
protection for 48 hours against
these and other natural and
man-made hazards.

Among those it listed were:
explosions and shrapnel from
conventional weapons; falling
debris from buildings; danger-
ous chemicals and fires.

The “KUB-M” looks like a
reinforced shipping container
and consists of two modules, a
room for 54 people and a tech-
nical block. More modules can
be added if needed, the institute
said.

It did not link the move to
any current crisis, though the
announcement came days after
the administration of US Presi-
dent Joe Biden agreed to allow
UKkraine to fire US long-range
missiles deep into Russia, a
decision that the Kremlin said
was reckless and would draw a
response from Moscow.

President Vladimir Putin
Tuesday approved a new of-
ficial doctrine that lowered
Russia’s threshold for using
nuclear weapons.

“The mobile shelter is a
multifunctional structure that
provides protection for people
from various threats, includ-
ing natural disasters and man-
made accidents,” the research
institute said, calling it “an im-
portant step towards improving
the safety of citizens”.

In his nearly 600-word post,
Federer recalled facing Nadal
for the first time on the tennis
court, when a boy from Mallor-
ca stepped into the clay court
and made it his own.

“Let’s start with the obvious:
you beat me-a lot. More than I
managed to beat you. You chal-
lenged me in ways no one else
could. On clay, it felt like I was

stepping into your backyard,
and you made me work harder
than I ever thought I could just
to hold my ground. You made

me reimagine my game-even
going so far as to change the
size of my racquet head, hop-
ing for any edge,” Federer said

“After the 2004 Austra-
lian Open, I achieved the #1
ranking for the first time.

ICC wants PCB
to soften stand
