Growth slows to

India’s GDP growing by just 5.4 per cent, its slowest pace in the
last seven quarters, has dampened the country’s economic outlook
at a time when it has already been witnessing a flight of foreign
capital. The disconcerting macroeconomic data coming on top of
high inflation of over 6 per cent could potentially lead the country
to stagflation, an economic condition characterised by slow growth
and rising prices. The shocking numbers are also likely to pressurise
the Reserve Bank of India, which had been predicting a 7.2 per cent
growth for the full year, to ease the high interest rates in its next
monetary policy meeting December 6. While the poor performance
in the September quarter has been due to a slump in manufactur-
ing and mining sectors, private consumption, which accounts for 60
per cent of the GDP, has also been a drag. Higher food prices, high
borrowing cost and weak real wage growth have squeezed urban
spending, even as there was some rural recovery on account of the
above-average monsoon.

Bhubaneswar, Nov 29: Slam-
ming Opposition parties for
propaganda against the BJP-led
NDA, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi Friday asserted that they
have ‘crushed’ the spirit of the
Constitution and rejected all
norms of democracy.

Modi, addressing party work-
ers here, also said that the Op-
position has only one aim, “to
somehow capture power by
misleading people.”

The PM said it is quite natu-
ral that there would be ideolog-
ical differences among political
parties on different issues, and
that they have the right to ex-
press their views and resort to
agitations.

“But now, one can feel,
there has been a big change
as attempts are being made to
tarnish the image of our democ-
racy and the Constitution,” said
the PM.

“Denied of power for the last
decade, such parties are now
filled with so much anger that
they do not hesitate to con-
spire against the country and
its people. They are misleading
people with lies and rumours,”
he said.

Modi noted that such false

as China’s GDP growth in the
September quarter this year
was at 4.6 per cent.

According to the National
Statistical Office (NSO) data,
the growth of agriculture sec-
tor GVA (Gross Value Added)
accelerated to 3.5 per cent from
1.7 per cent a year ago.

The GVA in manufacturing
sector slowed to 2.2 per cent
in the second quarter of the
current fiscal compared to an

expansion of 14.3 per cent in the
year-ago period.

As per the data, the out-
put (GVA) in the ‘mining and
quarrying’ contracted to 0.01
per cent in the second quarter
against a growth of 11.1 per cent
ayear ago. The expansion in fi-
nancial, real estate and profes-
sional services’ GVA was 6.7
per cent, up from 6.2 per cent
in the year-ago quarter.

Electricity, gas, water supply
and other utility services grew
by 3.3 per cent, slower than 10.5
per cent a year ago.

In a first, researchers from
the Central University of
Odisha (CUO) have found
two Mahseer species - Tor
putitora and Tor tor - in In-
dravati River, a tributary
of the Godavari River, in
southern Odisha.

According to the team,
led by CUQO’s School of
Biodiversity and Conserva-
tion of Natural Resources
(SBCNR) Dean Professor
Sharat Kumar Palita,
Mahseer fish species have
earlier been reported from
the Mahanadi, Brahmani,
and Similipal regions of
the state.

“It is for the first time
they have been reported
from any river in southern
Odisha, with Tor putitora
being a new record for the
entire Godavari Basin in
India,” Palita said.

These two new Mahseer
fish species belong to the
Cyprinidae family, which
are large-bodied and big-
scaled carps, often called
‘King of the Indian aquat-
ic system’ and are included

Rabi potato in 15,023ha:

Bhubaneswar, Nov 29:
The state government has
set an ambitious target of
cultivating potato in 15,023
hectares during 2024 Rabi
season. The decision comes
in the wake of a surge in
potato prices in the state
after West Bengal govern-
ment imposed restrictions
on supply of the kitchen
essential.

Chairing a high-level
review meeting on culti-
vation potato for 2024 Ra-
bi season held at Krushi
Bhavan here Friday, Dep-
uty Chief Minister Kanak
Vardhan Singh Deo em-
phasised the importance of
the initiative in achieving
self-sufficiency in potato
production while simulta-
neously enhancing farm-
ers’ income during Rabi
season.

He reiterated the state
government’s dedication
to extensive potato culti-
vation as a critical step
towards ensuring food se-
curity and strengthening
rural economy.

The government has
undertaken this initiative

phasised that the spirit of
the new laws is rooted in
Indian tradition.

Shah also called for tak-
ing the initiative towards
a zero-tolerance strategy
against terrorism.

“They inhabit fast-flow-
ing cold, clear, hilly riv-
erine water with pebbly,
stony, and rocky bottoms
and intermittent rocky
pools.

Palita said he began
research on Mahseer fish
soon after joining CUO
around six years ago.

“These fishes were initial-
ly documented from Indra-
vati Market at Khatiguda
in Nabarangpur district.
Later, they were found
from Indravati Reservoir
at Mukhiguda in Kalahan-
di and Kapur Dam in Naba-
rangpur,” he said.

CUO laboratory iden-
tified those as Mahseer
fishes and later, the Zoo-
logical Survey of India in
Kolkata confirmed those as

fied from suppliers.

To ensure smooth im-
plementation of the pro-
gramme, Agriculture and
Farmers’ Empowerment
department has taken sev-
eral proactive measures.

District-level  coordi-
nation meetings have
been conducted under the
chairmanship of Collec-
tors-cum-District Magis-
trates to align efforts at the
grassroots level.

Additionally, sensitisa-
tion meetings in selected

two Mahseer species— Tor
putitora (ZSI Registration
No. FF8623, 30cm) and Tor
tor (ZSI Registration No.

“Tor tor has earlier
been recorded from Si-
milipal, Mahanadi River
System and Brahmani
River,” he said.

CUO Vice-Chancel-
lor Professor Chakrad-
har Tripathi and The
Vice-Chancellor (I/c) Pro-
fessor NC Panda congratu-
lated the team, comprising
researchers Alok Kumar
Naik and Anirban Mahata,
for the feat.

The findings were pub-
lished in the Asian Journal
of Conservation Biology.

Globally, Mahseer spe-
cies belong to three genera
—Tor, Neolissochilus, and
Nazirtor. Members of the
Tor genus are regarded as
‘True Mahseer.” There are
17 valid Tor species global-
ly, found in countries like
India, China, Bangladesh,
Nepal, Sri Lanka, Myan-
mar, Thailand, Indonesia,
Pakistan, and Afghanistan.

India now hosts nine
species of Tor Mahseer.

2 new Mahseer species found in S Odisha

With this discovery, Odi-
sha has four recognised
Mahseer species - Tor tor,
Tor mahanadicus, Tor pu-
titora, and Tor khudree.

Locally, these fish are
known as ‘Kainsari’ or
‘Khaiser’ in Khatiguda ar-
ea of Nabarangpur, while
Bengali communities refer
to them as ‘Mahasol.’

In India, Mahseer are
prized both as game
fish and for their culi-
nary value. The Golden
Mahseer can grow up
to 275cm in length and
weigh up to 54kg.

Mahseer is increasingly
considered a candidate spe-
cies for aquaculture due
to its sport fishing appeal
and excellent flesh quality.
However, various human
activities such as untreat-
ed sewage discharge and
pollution have significant-
ly altered the natural hab-
itats of Mahseer in India,
including Odisha.

The IUCN has classified
Tor putitora as ‘Endan-
gered’ and Tor tor as
‘Near Threatened,” em-
phasising the need for
conservation efforts.

Spl teams to check illegal paddy inflow

Bhubaneswar, Nov 29:
The state government has
deployed special enforce-
ment teams in various dis-
tricts to curb illegal inflow
of paddy from neighbour-
ing states during the pro-
curement season, the state
government said Friday.
So far, 84 enforcement
teams have been deployed
in various districts, includ-
ing 10 in Bargarh and 21 in
Sambalpur, it said. While
the Centre’s MSP for paddy

is Rs 2,300 per quintal, the
state government has an-
nounced an additional Rs 800
per quintal as assistance to
farmers. This has triggered
concerns that some traders
may attempt to bring paddy
from other states to sell it in
QOdisha at a higher price.
The government has set
a target of procuring 80
lakh tonne paddy during
the current Kharif Market-
ing Season (KMS) 2024-25.
The Kharif paddy pro-
curement process began
November 20 and will con-

tinue until March 2025.

Chief Minister Mohan
Charan Majhi will begin dis-
tributing the bonus to paddy
farmers from December 8.

Meanwhile, registered farm-
ers are getting the MSP within
48 hours of selling paddy at the
mandis. The government has
taken important decisions
in this regard. Officials have
been appointed at various
stages at government level to
transfer the MSP directly to
the accounts of the farmers.
Prompt action is being taken
in case of any complaints.

All-Terrain Vehicles (ATVs),
41 customised fire fighting ve-
hicles, and 47 fire support units
will be engaged at different for-
est divisions. “These vehicles
are specifically designed to
navigate difficult terrains, in-
cluding hilly and forest regions,
where conventional vehicles
struggle to reach and carry out
emergency operations.”

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Rayagada Railway
Div a non-starter

Rayagada, Nov 29: With
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi expected to lay the
foundation stone for the
long-anticipated = South
Coast Railway (SCoR)
Zone headquarters at Vi-
sakhapatnam in Andhra
Pradesh soon, the develop-
ment has reignited discus-
sions over the lack of prog-
ress in setting up the Ray-
agada Railway Division in
QOdisha, announced back in
2019 by the then Railway
Minister along with the
SCoR headquarters.

Reports stated that
while plans are underway
for the prime minister’s
programme, nothing has
moved so far towards set-
ting up of the Railway Di-
vision in Rayagada. It is
alleged that the delay re-
flects a systemic neglect of
Rayagada region, a concern
heightened by the absence
of concrete steps, such as
building a Divisional office
or initiating substantial
groundwork.

Claiming that the an-
nouncement of the railway
division in Rayagada was
mere lip service, observ-
ers said that the delay was
least anticipated given the
fact that Union Railway
Minister Ashwini Vaish-
naw represents Odisha.
Moreover, questions are
now being raised over

BJD concerned over 'Centre’s plans’

Bhubaneswar: BJD legislators in the Assembly have expressed con-
cern over the Centre’s decision to create the South Coast Railway
Zone, a new railway zone with its headquarters in Visakhapatnam,
by splitting the East Coast Railway Zone. Raising the issue during
Zero Hour Thursday, BJD MLAs Sarada Prasan Jena and Gautam
Buddha Das stated that the Union government is planning to split
the East Coast Railway Zone and form a new zone by transferring
the Waltair Division from East Coast Railway to appease Andhra
Pradesh. They warned that if this plan is implemented, the East
Coast Railway would lose approximately Rs 10,000 crore per year
in revenue and urged the state government to intervene.

Rayagada at a time when
the saffron party is at the
helm both at the Centre
and the state. Neverthe-
less, the contentious issue
has sparked widespread
concern and discontent
among the public.

For reference, a tender
for the Rayagada Railway
Division had been float-
ed in August 2024, with
a submission deadline of
one month, with the ini-
tial phase of the project
estimated at Rs 108 crore.

But the world’s soils are un-
der immense strain. Droughts
are increasingly turning fer-
tile land into deserts, while
pesticide use drastically re-
duces soil biodiversity, threat-
ening our ability to produce
healthy food. As high-quality
agricultural land becomes
scarcer, conflicts over shrink-
ing topsoil- critical for crop
growth - are intensifying.

We should redirect public funds currently
spent on agricultural subsidies to
investments that improve soil health and
support farmers as they undertake the

agricultural practices, farm-
ers are unlikely to embrace
them. In response, European
regulators have opted to make
credit generation easier, rath-
er than adjusting price incen-
tives, thus compromising the
system’s integrity.

a fractured approach in the way bureaucratic discipline is enforced
across India. For example, some states may be tougher or more lenient
than others, setting up a patchwork of standards that could make
officers wary about which state they’re posted in next. And, let’s be
honest, it also opens the door for states to exert a bit more political
leverage when it comes to “disciplining” officers who may not be play-

ing by local rules.

As the Centre and states continue this dance over authority, one
_thing’s for sure: the ground rules of Centre-state relations are quietly
being rewritten. Whether this ends up fostering more collaboration
or leads to more tussles is something to keep an eye on.

Project delays or a play of timing?

In a surprising move, a senior IAS officer, holding a prestigious
post since June 2021, was abruptly sidelined just a month before
retirement. Officially, his removal was attributed to project de-
lays, but the timing of this bureaucratic shake-up has left many
raising their eyebrows. Along with this officer, nine others found
themselves reassigned, sparking speculation about what’s really

behind this shuffle.

Here’s where it gets interesting: the key official who could have
influenced this decision—a batch mate of the officer in question—
was absent on the day it all went down. Many believe that if this
individual had been around, perhaps the outcome would’ve been
different, sparing the officer from being placed on a waitlist so

close to retirement.

So, was it all about project delays, or did timing play a crucial role
here?

“A priest’s entry in the temple
is completely prohibited in a state
of impurity, as he turns impure in
the event of death or birth in his
family,” Mishra said while talking
about the guidelines for the priests
of the Ram temple.

Priests who have completed six
months of training will soon be
entrusted with the responsibility
of conducting rituals at the Ram
temple. According to Champat
Rai, general secretary of Shri Ram
Janmabhoomi Teerth Kshetra, the
new priests will have to follow the
guidelines made by the religious
committee of the Ram temple.

According to the guidelines,
priests will conduct rituals in all
the 18 temples within the com-
plex of Ram Janmabhoomi on a
rotational basis. Anil Mishra, a
member of the Ram Temple Trust,
said a training programme was

conducted recently for the deploy-
ment of priests at the Ram temple. A
team of highly qualified individuals
in Ayodhya provided six months of
training to 20 priests.

Giving the details about the
dress code of the priests, Mishra
said from the waist down, one
must wear an ‘achala’, and on the
upper body a ‘chaubandi’ along
with a turban or ‘safa’.

Woollen clothes in the same
colour (saffron) can also be worn
during the winter season. There
will be a restriction on carrying
mobile phones during worship,
especially android phones.

Traditional basic phones can
be used if necessary, Mishra said.

An idol of the new Ram Lalla was
consecrated at the Ayodhya temple
January 22, a landmark event led
by Prime Minister Narendra Modi
who also gave a clarion call to go
beyond the grand mandir’s con-
struction to build the foundation
of a “strong, capable and divine”

Delhi school gets
hoax bomb threat

New Delhi, Nov 29: A private school
in Delhi's Rohini, located within one
kilometre of the site of a low-intensity
blast in Prashant Vihar, received a
bomb threat via email Friday, Delhi
Fire Service officials said.

The threat was later declared a
hoax after a thorough search in the
school premises, they said. Accord-
ingto an official, a call was received
from the Delhi Police about the
bomb threat email at Venkateshwar
Global School (VGS) at 10.57 am.

The school is located around
one kilometre from the site where
the low-intensity blast took place
Thursday. A team of the Delhi Fire
Services (DFS) immediately reached
the spot. Police, bomb disposal
squad, dog squad, along with DFS
personnel checked the entire prem-
ises of the school, the officer said.

No suspicious object was found
and the threat was declared a
hoazx, the officer added.

The govern-
ment had expressed its serious
concerns regarding the attack on a
puja mandap in Tantibazar, Dhaka
and theft at the Jeshoreshwari Kali
temple at Satkhira during Durga
Puja 2024," Jaishankar said.

Jaishankar said that following
these attacks the Bangladeshi gov-
ernment had issued instructions
for providing special security in-
cluding deployment of Army and
border guards to ensure a peaceful
Durga Puja celebrations.

On the arrest of Das, who was
associated with the ISKCON (In-
ternational Society for Krishna
Consciousness), Jaiswal said it is
India's expectation that a fair and
transparent trial will be ensured in
the case.

MAHA: 11 KILLED AS STATE
TRANSPORT BUS OVERTURNS

Gondia, Nov 29: At least 11
passengers were Killed and 23 oth-
ers injured after a Maharashtra
State Road Transport Corpora-
tion (MSRTC) bus overturned in
Gondia district of the state Friday
afternoon, police said.

The bus, operated under the ser-
vice name ‘Shiv Shahi’, was car-
rying 36 passengers and heading
to Gondia district from Bhanda-
ra in eastern Maharashtra when
it flipped over at Davva village
under Sadak Arjuni taluka af-
ter its driver applied brakes to
avoid hitting a two-wheeler that
suddenly came in the front, a se-
nior police official said.

“Eleven passengers were Killed
and 23 others injured in the acci-
dent which took place at around

12.30 pm,” he said. The injured
passengers were shifted to differ-
ent hospitals, the official added.
The deceased included a 32-year-
old woman police personnel, iden-
tified as Smita Suryavanshi from
Morgaon in Gondia, police said.
Of the 11 deceased passengers,
nine have been identified so far,
while the identity of two others in
their 50s is yet to be ascertained,
he said. Senior police and district
officials visited the accident spot.
Caretaker Chief Minister

Eknath Shinde expressed grief
over the loss of lives in the acci-
dent and announced a compensa-
tion of ¥10 lakh each to the next
of the kin of the deceased. Shinde
spoke to the Gondia collector and
instructed that all the injured pas-
sengers be provided proper treat-
ment and medical care. If needed
they should be admitted to private
hospitals for specialised treatment
and expenses for the same will be
borne by the state government, a
statement quoted him as saying.

Chad ends defence agreement with France

Dakar: Chad’s government is ending a defence
cooperation agreement with France, its

former colonial ruler, to redefine the nation’s
sovereignty. The decision marks a historic
turning point after the Central African nation
gained independence more than six decades
ago, Foreign Ministry spokesperson Abderaman
Koulamallah said in a statement Thursday.

It said the decision to end the agreement

THE TRUMP DILEMMA

The picture is complicat-
ed further, however, by the
impending arrival of Donald
Trump in the White House.

While Trump’s plan to re-
solve the Israeli-Palestinian
conflict excludes any provi-
sions for Palestinian statehood
or sovereignty, he is a close al-
ly of the Saudi crown prince.

Palestinian and some Arab
officials worry that Trump and
his son-in-law Jared Kushner,
architect of the “Deal of the
Century” and also a close ally
of the crown prince, may ulti-
mately persuade him to sup-
port the plan.

How the prince reconciles
Saudi priorities with this
shifting diplomatic landscape
will be pivotal, defining both
his leadership and the future
of the peace process, diplo-
mats said.

Dhaka asks India to

Dhaka, Nov 29: Bangladesh
Friday expressed deep concern
over the violent protest at the
Deputy High Commission in
Kolkata and urged New Delhi
to ensure safety of all its diplo-
matic missions in India.

A statement from the Min-
istry of Foreign Affairs also
claimed that the Bangladesh
flag and an effigy of the inter-
im government chief Muham-
mad Yunus were burnt during
the protest that turned violent
Thursday.

Members of Bangiya Hindu
Jagaran Manch took out a rally
to the office of Bangladesh Dep-
uty High Commission in Kolk-
ata to protest attacks on the
Hindu community and arrest
of spiritual leader Chinmoy
Krishna Das in Bangladesh.

Das, a former member of In-
ternational Society of Krishna
Consciousness (ISKCON) of
Bangladesh, was arrested in
connection with a sedition case
Monday and denied a bail Tues-
day. It triggered protests by Hin-
du community members in var-
ious locations in Bangladesh,
including in the capital Dhaka
and the port city of Chattogram.

Friday’s statement from the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs
claimed that the protesters
reached the boundary of the
Bangladesh Deputy High Com-
mission and set fire to its na-
tional flag and burnt Yunus’
effigy and said it “strongly
condemns the deplorable act.”

“Although the situation
seems to be under control at
the moment, there is a prevail-
ing sense of insecurity among
all the members of the Deputy
High Commission,” the state-
ment said. The statement also
called upon the government of
India to take necessary mea-
sures to prevent occurrences
of such incidents in the future.

It also urged the government
of India to ensure safety and
security of the Deputy High
Commission in Kolkata and
other diplomatic missions in
India as well as its diplomatic
and non-diplomatic staff.

Hindu minority groups in
Bangladesh have been frequent-
ly reporting atrocities against
their community members in
different parts of the country.
The attacks intensified during
and after the violent protest
that led to ouster of Prime Min-
ister Sheikh Hasina in August,
and have continued even after
Yunus took charge.

India Friday said the inter-
im government in Bangladesh
must live up to its responsibility
of protecting all minorities as it
expressed serious concern over
the “surge” of extremist rheto-
ric and increasing incidents of
violence against Hindus as well
as attacks on temples.

Seoul: Russian Defence Minister Andrei
Belousov arrived in North Korea Friday
for talks with North Korean military
and political leaders as the countries
deepen their cooperation over Russia’s
war in Ukraine. In announcing the visit,
Russia’s Defence Ministry didn’t say

whom Belousov would meet or the
purpose of the talks. North Korean

state media didn’t immediately confirm the visit. Belousov, a former
economist, replaced Sergei Shoigu as defence minister in May after
Russian President Vladimir Putin started a fifth term in power.

Footprints show two ancient human speczes crossed paths

A new study describes
ancient footprints
from the species
Homo erectus and
Paranthropus boisei
that were left near a
lake in Kenya within
hours or days of one
another

Kenya, Nov 29: About 1.5
million years ago, individuals
of two different species in the
human evolutionary lineage
trudged on a muddy lakeshore
in northern Kenya, leaving be-
hind intersecting trackways
alongside the footprints of an-
telopes, horses, warthogs, giant
storks and other animals.
These tracks turned into fos-
sils that scientists have now

1 discovered at a location called

Koobi Fora, providing the first
evidence that these two spe-
cies, Paranthropus boisei and
Homo erectus, shared the same
landscape, literally crossing
paths. The discovery raises
intriguing questions about the
relationship between the two
species and any competition
for resources.

Paranthropus boisei, the
more distantly related to mod-
ern humans of the two, lived
from about 2.3 to 1.2 million
years ago, standing up to about
137 cm tall. They had a skull
adapted for large chewing mus-
cles, including a cranial crest
like those in male gorillas, as
well as massive molars. Their
feet bore ape-like traits includ-
ing in the big toe.

Homo erectus, an early
member of our evolutionary
line with body proportions
like those of Homo sapiens,
lived from about 1.89 million
to 110,000 years ago, ranging
from about 145-185 cm tall. They
had large brow ridges and big-

ger brains than Paranthropus
boisei, though smaller than our
species.

The researchers found the
footprints in 2021 in the vi-
cinity of Lake Turkana. They
identified one long trackway
of 12 footprints, each about 26
cm long, attributed to an adult
Paranthropus boisei individu-
al based on their shape and the
manner of locomotion.

The researchers said the
trackways appear to have been
left within hours or perhaps a

couple of days, the mud had
never dried and cracked and
the individuals even may have
seen each other. There was no
evidence of interaction.

“The fossil footprints provide
us a clear picture of that instant
in time, 1.5 million years ago.
The different human ancestors
may well have passed by each
other, wading in the shallow
water, possibly hunting and
gathering,” said paleoanthro-
pologist Louise Leakey, direc-
tor of the Koobi Fora Research

Possibly a direct
ancestor of Homo
sapiens, Homo
erectus was the first
human species to
spread beyond Africa

Project and co-author of the
study published Thursday in
the journal Science.

The researchers reanalysed
trackways that were previous-
ly discovered nearby, deter-
mining that both species were
present together on fossilised
muddy surfaces over a period
spanning roughly 200,000 years.

“It is possible that they
competed directly, but also
possible that they were not in
direct competition and both
had access to the resources
that they needed on this shared
landscape,” said paleoanthro-
pologist and study lead author
Kevin Hatala of Chatham Uni-
versity in Pittsburgh.

Fiscal deficit hits 46.5 pc
of full-year target in Oct

New Delhi, Nov 29: The Cen-
tre’s fiscal deficit at the end of
the first seven months of finan-
cial year 2024-25 touched 46.5 per
cent of the full-year target, gov-
ernment data showed Friday.

In absolute terms, the fiscal
deficit -- the gap between gov-
ernment’s expenditure and
revenue -- was at 37,50,824 crore
during April-October period,
according to data released by
the Controller General of Ac-
counts (CGA).

The deficit stood at 45 per
cent of the Budget Estimates
(BE) in the corresponding pe-
riod of 2023-24.

In the Union Budget, the
government projected to bring
down the fiscal deficit to 4.9 per
cent of gross domestic product
(GDP) in the current 2024-25 fi-
nancial year. The deficit was 5.6
per cent of the GDP in 2023-24.

In absolute terms, the gov-
ernment aims to contain the
fiscal deficit at ¥16,13,312 crore
during the current fiscal.

The revenue-expenditure da-
ta of the Union government for
the first seven months of 2024-25
showed that the net tax revenue
was about 13 lakh crore or 50.5
per cent of budget estimate for
the current fiscal.

The net tax revenue collec-
tion was 55.9 per cent at Sep-
tember-end of 2023.

New Delhi, Nov 29: The gov-
ernment is considering chang-
ing the base year for computa-
tion of the GDP to 2022-23 in
February 2026 to reflect an ac-
curate picture of the economy,
a top government official said.
This will be the first revision in
over a decade. It was last done
in 2011-12.

Addressing an event here,
Ministry of Statistics and Pro-
gramme Implementation (Mo-
SPI) Secretary Saurabh Garg
further said the ministry will
come up with monthly esti-
mates of Periodic Labour Force
Survey (PLFS) from January
next year.

“Next base year (GDP) will
be 2022-23...will be implement-
ed from February 2026,” Garg
said.

The 26-member Advisory
Committee on National Ac-
counts Statistics (ACNAS),
which was constituted under
the chairmanship of Biswanath
Goldar, is expected to complete
the exercise by early 2026.

Regularly updating the
base year is essential to en-
sure that indices accurately
reflect changes in the econo-
my’s structure, such as shift
in consumption pattern, sector
weight and the incorporation
of new sectors.

Garg said that MoSPI is in
process of starting procedure
of economic census.

He also pitched for pro-
moting data driven decision
making.

in India’s Q2 GDP to 6.5% has
already been reflected in Q2 cor-
porate earnings, which the mar-
ket appears to have discounted,
Vinod Nair, Head of Research,
Geojit Financial Services said.

Official data released after
the market hours showed the
Indian economy growing at a
slower rate of 5.4 per cent in
the July-September period of
2024-25 from 8.1 per cent in the
year-ago period.

Among sectoral indices, BSE
healthcare jumped the most 2.05
per cent, followed by telecommu-
nication (1.53 per cent), utilities
(1.46 per cent), energy (1.09 per
cent), commodities (1.04 per cent)
and teck (1.02 per cent).

Banks’ credit to industry
erows by 8 pc in October

Mumbai, Nov 29: Banks’ cred-
it to industry grew by 8 per cent
in October 2024 compared to 4.8
per cent in the year-ago peri-
od, according to the RBI data
released Friday.

The Reserve Bank data also
showed that credit to agriculture
and allied activities registered a
growth of 15.5 per cent year-on-
year (y-0-y) in October 2024, com-
pared to 17.4 per cent seen in the
same month of last year.

Among major industries,
credit to ‘chemicals and chem-
ical products’, ‘petroleum, coal
products and nuclear fuels’,
and ‘all engineering’ recorded
a higher growth in October 2024
as compared to their respective
growth rates a year ago.

Personal loans growth decel-
erated to 15.8 per cent (y-0-y) in

October as compared to 18 per
cent recorded a year ago, large-
ly due to decline in growth in
‘other personal loans’, ‘vehicle
loans’ and ‘credit card out-
standing’.

However, ‘housing’ -- the
largest constituent of personal
loans segment -- recorded an ac-
celerated growth on year.

RBI further said credit
growth to services sector was
at 14.1 per cent in October 2024
(20.4 per cent a year ago), pri-
marily due to lower growth in
credit to ‘non-banking financial
companies’ (NBFCs) and trade
segment.

However, growth of credit to
‘commercial real estate’ accel-
erated in October 2024.

Non-food bank credit in Octo-
ber 2024 grew at 12.8 per cent, as
compared to 15.5 per cent a year
ago, RBI said.

Mumbai, Nov 29: The
rupee plunged 13 paise to
settle at a fresh all-time
low of 84.60 against US dol-
lar Friday, dragged down
by unabated foreign fund
outflows even as weak do-
mestic macroeconomic data
jolted the overall sentiment.

Forex traders said, dollar
demand from importers for
meeting month-end pay-
ment obligations weighed
on the rupee, while, the
GDP data released by the
government later in the day
adversely impacted the cur-
rency market, toppling the
local unit to its record low.

The latest government da-
ta released Friday showed
India’s economic growth
slowed to near two-year
low of 5.4 per cent in the
July-September quarter of
this fiscal due to poor per-
formance of manufacturing
and mining sectors as well
as weak consumption.

The gross domestic prod-
uct (GDP) had expanded by
8.1 per cent in the July-Sep-
tember quarter of 2023-24
fiscal and 6.7 per cent in
first quarter of current fis-
cal (April-June 2024).

The previous low level of
GDP growth at 4.3 per cent
was recorded in the third
quarter (October-Decem-
ber 2022) of financial year
2022-23.

Meanwhile, the Central
government’s fiscal deficit

at the end of the first
seven months of the
current financial year
touched 46.5 per cent
of the full-year target.

The deficit stood at
45 per cent of the bud-
get estimates in the
corresponding period
of 2023-24.

Also, the data on
output of eight key in-
frastructure sectors
showed the rate of
expansion at 3.1 per
cent in October 2024,
sharply lower com-
pared to the 12.7 per
cent growth registered
in the same month last
year. On a monthly
basis, the production
growth of these sec-
tors was higher than
the 2.4 per cent ex-
pansion recorded in
September 2024.

At the interbank
foreign exchange, the
rupee opened at 84.49,
inched up to 84.48 and
touched the lowest
level of 84.60 against
the greenback during
intra-day. The unit al-
so ended the session
at 84.60 against the
dollar, registering a
sharp fall of 13 paise

over its previous
close.

covering early.

“I was just trying to get a
feel to be honest, see how the
injury is reacting, if any kind
of soreness is there but it went
much better than what I and
Kamlesh bhai (Kamlesh Jain,
physio) expected.
